The Pearl Fisheries of the Ferslan Gulf.
Colonel Perry has made a report to the Govern-

ment of Bombay on the pearl fisheries of the

Persian Gulf. He says: = = o

The pearl oyster beds extend at intervals
almost alon
coast of the Gulf, from a little below the port of
Koweit to the northward down to the neighbor-
hood of Rass-ool-Ebaimah, southward.. There
are also some beds near Ka ook and ab other
points on the Persian coast lin , but these latter
are of comparatively littls account as being far
less extensive, less prolific, and less lucrative.
The beds along the Arabian coast are he'd to be
the property of the Arabs in common for in-
gtence, an Arab of Koweit may: dive along the
Bahrein or Rags-ool-Ehaimeh coast and vice versa,
But no person other than the Coast Arabs is con-
sidered to have any right ot diving; and it is
probable that any intrusion on the part of foreign-
ers wounld create s generul ferment along the coast
line. The richest banks are those of the islands
of Bahrein. They sre found at all depths, from &
little below high water mark down to three, seven,
twelve, seventeen and eighteen fathoms. It is
probable that there are beds at a much greater
depth; for i.nutsucabif 28 is aupposed, it be the
fact that there are ds in the inlets of the Mus-
sendom promontory, these beds must have a depth
of twenty-two or twenty-five fathoms,

It i beld as & rule that the lustre of the pearl
depénds on the depth of the water—the pgreater
the depth, the finer the lustre. Thore doee not
geem to be any known law governing the more or
less perfect sphericity of the penrl. The best oye-
ter beds sre said to be level, and formed of £ne
whitish sand overlaying the coral in clear water.
A mixture of mud or earthy substance with the
sand is considered to be_detrimental to the pearl,
snd the beds having this defect are liable to ex-
hanstion. Itisto this canse that the Araba of
Bahrein attribute the exhaustion of the pearl beda
on the coast of Scinde and Ceylon; while the beds
of the Persian Gulf, although annuslly fished
from the earliest historic periods, continne pro-
lific a8 ever—one or two of the most recent past
years having given s more than usually abundant
return. :

The notion that the Arabs feed their oyster-
beds at partionlar seasons of the year seems fo
be erroneous. No care whatever is taken of ihe

eds. The ers swell about over the sand or
slightly attach themselves by the hinge to bits of
8ER or coral, and are discerned by the divers
from their boats in groups below the clear water.
The diving period is from the warm spring in

Angust and September. There may be from
four thousand to five thousand fishing-boats along
the entire cosst, each boat containing from ten,
twenty to thirty-two men.
