5. He must have a Town Lot within the Oity of
Charleston, of which he haa been legally selzed and pos-
sogsed ot least alx months befors the election. Not hav-
ing such Lot he must havo resided within the Oity of
Ularleaton six months immediately before the slection.
N. Bi-h—'.rhe wonths referred to above must be calendar
months,

6. He must ba a free white inuabitant within the cor-
porato U - its of the city, N.B,—An inbabitant means
any resident of the city, with a bona fids intention to
make It his domicil.

7. He must reslde in the Ward in which he offers to
vote. Beafaring men who are domiciied in the Btate for
two years previous to the election, and domiciled six
mon:hs io the City of Oharleston, and having other
qualifications, aro entitled to vcte.
