Reminiseences of Charleston,
BY J. K. OARDOZO.

OFFIORE AND FIRE DEPARTMENT OF

QHARLESTON.

OrARLESTON, June 19, 1860, —I¢ was, s nearly as 1
oAn recollect, about the year 18—, that a gentleman en-
tered the office of the Southern Patriof, of which paper
I was then proprietor and editor, ptating that he wished
to consult with me in relation to s matter of some {m-
parlﬁm. N hat gentleman was Mr. WiLLIAx WASKHING-
70N, recently elected o member of tho Bouth Carolloa
Legisiature, son of General WitLiax WaisaINGTON, the
celobrated! partizen ohlef. Hp stated thai he had besn
informed of the design of several gentlemen to apply to
the Leglalature for a oharter to orgenize a company for
insurance purposes—that he was {nclined to resist the
application—that our oitizena bad for several years ef-
fected the insurance of their property in the London
Phoonix Insorancs Company, snd that all losses had
been promptly paid, without trouble or liigation. I
stated that the effeot of giving & oharter to & Charleston
Company would be to ponfer 8 monepoly coupled with
on legs fa ratea than
the asaured could obtain sbroad—that the attempt, if
gncoessful, would be attended by the withdrawal from
Bonth Carolina of all ths insnrance oapltal from beyond
itd Jimits, with the certainty of the rstes of insurance
belng advaniced, and the great probability of the loss,
finally, of the whole insurance capital of Charleston.
The whole of these results, it ia needless to say, were
realized.

Tha opposition of My, WABHINGTON Was unavailing,
The Union Insuranoe Oompany, under the Presidency
of Mr, DAVID ALRXANDER, went into operation shorily
after, The Fire snd Marine Ingurance Company, under
the Presidency of Jomw Hasuerr, followed. Thess
officen suptained at times heavy losees, butihese were
all paid, the capliala remaining intact, until the great
oconflageation of 1888, when thelr capitala were sgain
abeorbed by their losses, Both these compsnies Were
rechartered shortly after. The Bouth Caroline was
chartered in 1847, Another morve, disastrous oonflagra-
tlon ooourred in Deosmber, 1851, The whole of the in-
surance capital of Oharleston wag again swallowed np
by the losses of that fire. The losses incurred by thess
massive confiagrations are almost beyond computation
or hellef, :

From the perlod of our firat arrival in Oharleston,
which was in 1796, there was ecarvely an interval of
from three to five yesrsin which a ‘large fire did Aot
oocur, It waa of rare ccourronce thab a fire took place
below the line of Broad-street, on the south, and Mar-
ket-streeh, on the north, and Archdale-street, on the
weat; and, what was no less remarkeble, they embraced
the business porilons of the city, in which thera were
deposited large quantities of portable property, particu-
larly merchandise, leading to the supposition that they
were the work of incendiarles,

Tha Fire Department of Charleston was thoroughly re-
organized after the great fire of 1838, When that Te-
organization took place, and the Leglalature forbid the
erection of any bat brick honses within the city limita,
except on low water lots, 1t was thought impoeeibla that
a fire so destructive as that of 1838 conld again oceur;
yot the fire of 1861 was still more dostructive than that
of 1838. The department was thought tobaina Ligh
stata of efclency; It was a pubject of pride to all
Oharlestoninns, The war came, to disorganize lts ranks
and diearrange its material. It embraced, before the
commencement of hostllities in 1861, six hundred and
forty men on roll in that year, composed of respectable
young men, many of them of the hest families of the

otirred, involving o loss of nearly thirteen millions of
dollars, including the two great Ares of 1638 and 1861,
the former of which faa attended by a loes of four and
tho Iatter of five millions in real estate exoluslvely.

Two questlots stiip here—Could thess losses have
been pravented, and il nofaltogether prevented, could
thoy have been lessened or repalred? Events furnish
the reply. 'We must enswer the last question first. The
payment of the losses of the fire of 1838 woald more
than have repaid the preminm down to the fire of 1838;
and the same mustbe said with regard to the fire of
1861, without zeference to the fregnont and extensive
firen that took place hﬁ.ho long  intermediate period.
There aré two sapects of {is question: 1. The monopaly
of insurance by the coinpenies ohartered in this Btate;
9. Tha neglect of the olfy 1o farnish sn-adequate supply
of water." We have sutlcipated the reply to the first
bracch of the inguiry, The effect of various topo-
grapbical surveys has-been, that sn ampls supply of
water conld have been obtained from the Edisto at any
timeo within the lash half century. The peopla are
partly to blame for 4ils aupineness. It i within our
porsonal e:perianoa'thjt they have been forty yeara dls-
onesing achemes for obiaining an adequate supply of

In the 1ast issue of the Eastern 8. O, Journal, pub:
lished at Bennettaville, we find the following, in relation
to a recent tour of inspection made over the Oheraw
and Oozlfields Bafiroad, by its newly elected Presldent,
B. D. Townsesn, Esg, This s a very important road,
and deserving of far mors attention from the merchants
of Oharleston than it Lag hitherfo recelved at their
hands, The Journal saya:

The Prealdent of thls road, Major B, D, Townsend,
returned here on Friday last, after an abscnce of ten

days.

Wa understand from him that, in company with Col,
Maofarlan, ex-Presldent, they paased over the entirs
route of this rond and the Chatham Bailroad, that g to
run in immodiate connection, It s graded ten miles,
to the North Carolina line, and surveyed and located the
entire dletance, Twenty-thres miles above Cheraw if
erosges the Wilmington, Charlotte snd Rutherfordion
Railrosd, which will probably be extended from Wil
mington to that point during the present year; nnd
abont ten miles further on it crosscs the greail Pea Dos,
juat &t the junciion of Little River, end within two
milos of Btanback’s Ferry, Thenre, procreding in &
northeasterly direction, throngh Richmond and Mont-
gomery oounties, over & broken but beautiful and
flourishing country, It passes inta Moore county, crosges
gome twolva or fifteon miles of gandy pine ridges, to the
gouree of MoLellan's Oruelk, the va'ley of which it fol-
Jows {o Deep Itlvor; crosses that stream into Chatham
conunty, aud thence following its course to tho Gulf,
whara it terminates—oighty-five milea from Cheraw,

Hore the Ohatham Railroad starts in {mmediate con-
nection, sud following Deep River down some fifteen
milps to ts junctlon with Haw RBiver at Haywood, it
suiiaa off acarly & straight line for Raleigh, whera It
terminates, forty-five miles from the Gulf. It will thua
be seen that the two roads when completed, will put
Haleigh in immediate and direct connectlon with Che-
raw sod Charleaton, 1he distance to Chesaw belng one
hondred sod thirty milea.

The Chatham Road 18 graded for about thirty miles,
and most of the oroseties are on the spot,
