Tue Inon-OrAp Raym Tauseav.—This extraor-
dinary etructure, designed both as & ram and
i ron-clad battery, has just been completed by the
Fronch Governmeut, and now lios in Toulon har-
bor. We olip from Frank FLeslie the following
description of her :

The Tanreau is an odd-looking ship, rosem-
bliug & whale in the shape of the upper part of
its Eull, with & swelling convexity above the

water. The prow is made of bronze, weighs

-oleven tons, and projests forty feet beneath tho
water. The ehip sarrios but one gun, mounnted
in the turret at the bow. This turret desconds to

thoe keel, and is designed to furnish a stronghold
. for the crew during an engagement. The sides of

tho hull are iron-clad only for throe feet above
the water lino, amidehips and abaft, but the bow
and turrot are protected by armor five inches
thick. The vesaol has two engines, oach of two
handred uud #fty-horse power, anﬁ is ono bun-
dred snd ninety-zoven feot long, by about forty-
eight foet wido. Tho Taurcau has been con-
structed in tho best manner, aud is expeocted to
prove a formidable antagonist, and acting both as
