of an Empire,on the North Amorican Continent is

armed intervention, the Administration has de¬
termined, to send with Minister Campbell a miU-
saVy officer of high rank, eminent abilities and
tound judgment, clothed with power to act in the
emergency referred to.

Sherman is now spoken of in this connection, and
also Major-General W. S. Hancock. The responsi¬
ble mission, it is strongly indicated, has been ten¬
dered to General Sherman, and tuero is -reason
to bolhvie'-that ho will accept it, but should he de¬
cline, general Hancook will undoubtedly bo sent.

It jé no part of the plan to move any United
States fow/j into -Mexico, until an occasion shall
arise to rtfiRer such a resort necessary, But it is
hoped that tho attitude assumed by tho United
States thus publioly, in sending an Officer to Mexi¬
co Möthed with this power, will be sufiîoiënf to
overawe tho various political leaders of that oaun--
try¿¿pThe numerous rival,factions that bosot the
laud} and lead to a unanimous' submission to and
Support of the only Government that has anypro-
KmeiOn&to regularity and constitutionality, or any
Ability KKotabiish and maintain itself.

In consideration of tho friendly offices thus as¬
sumed by tko Government of this country toward
¡Mexico, the Government of that country, which is
«hui reoognizo&ftrid' established, agree to code to
rçho UÄite^Staffiyhe Territory RI heretofore corn-

mumbatödTto you. 'Tho* preciso boundary; of tho
Territory ithus to-be coded, it is not possible at
this timo to givo. But tho, futuro southwestern
boundasy lino of the United States will probably
leavo too Rio Grande at or near tho point whore it
now does; but taking a more southerly course, will
run in a straight lino to tho Gulf of California,
striking that Gulf'at a point south of Guayamaa, so

as to :inoludo that important seaport within tho
limitó, of tho United Htatoa. We thon gain tho
whole of the peninaula of Lower California, with
the more valuable portions of tho Statea Of Konora
anil Chihuahua, with all thoir immeuaoly rioh do-
posits of prooioua metals, tho undisturbed naviga¬
tion of Cahfbrnia, and a'.'muon shorter and more
practicable, route to the Pacific Coast.

NEW OBLBAKS, Monday,. October 29.-Gênerai:

On my arrival in titi s city I read in the newspapers
an, official communication, signod by you and ad-
dmssod to the commander of the sub-district of the
Rb Grande, Brownsville, Toxas. Said communica¬
tion touches and deoides, in a military manner, in¬
ternational queations of a grave import concerning
th) neutrality lawB. which aro violated from the mo-
mant youpromise the heartiest support to tho adhe¬
rents of Sonor Juarez, and donominato a faction
tho upholders of tho legitimate Govonimont -of
Mexioo. This, Sir, although indirectly, ia an at¬
tempt to,'impoao on that nation a Govornmont
atainat ita will and against its constitutional laws.
Il is al80 an attempt to intorforo in tho internal
questions of the Republic of Moxico, which sho
alone has the right to docide. The.Government of
tie United Slates has not horotoforo takon any part
in thom. I at first could not understand your com-
njunication; but mature reflection convinced mo at
lost that it did not concern me. Such was my im¬
pression} and tho day bofore yosterday I called at
your residence to nwfc Va^ \VAWJY. of naving you my
respects, in testimony of the good rofatious existing
between the United States and tho Moxicav Re¬
public, which I heartily doairo to preservo. Yester¬
day, however, two officials of your staff handed me
a copy of tl>e above-montioned documont, with¬
out ante-communication, for me, and only with my
name written on the onvolopo, as a sign that
it was addressed to rac. I onoo more read ita
contents, and could not bo persuaded that it
concerned mo at all, or what you meant by trans¬
mitting it to mo in Buch a manner, for reasons te
which it ia at present not necessary to refer, but
which aro well known to your Govornmont and to a
great portion of the inhabitants of tho United
Statea. I have been residing in Now York, and loft
that city on tho 25th inst, on tho way to my nativo
country, traversing the territory pf this.illiistri-
oua nation, under the safo guide and protection of
ita laws. It is not ignored in tho United Stales
that I am tho Constitutional President of tho Moxi-
can Republic; that such position roquirea ofmo tho
performance of great and painful dntioa, from
which no one, unlo3S violating the laws, can divert
mo but the same Suprome national will that grant¬ed me thoir votes. That it is not the defacto Gov¬ernment of Juarez, tho only one friendly to the
United States, but that tho great Liberal party of
my country ia also friendly, and Juarez oeaaecl to
represent it from the day ne violated the Conatitu-
tion of the Republic. For tho above reasons I de¬
ny that I created or represented a faction.
I am tho true and only representativo of
tho^ constitutional law of Moxico, to which,nation. I repoat, belongs the right to decido
its internal queations. For the same roaaon
that I reproaont tho constitutional principles of
Mexico, I have aotod, during ray residence in tho
United SfcatoB, with tho propriety and diacrotion
which my mission demands. The superior authori¬
ties of tho United States havo moro thau ono proofof tho truth of my assortion. I am dotormincd to
act always with the same proprioty and discretion,
and you mayreat assured that I will not violate
the neutrality spoken of in your communication.
Thoae who support my claims have not oven taken

fiart in tho conspiracies which havo been formed on
he Rio Grande to subvort the present order of
things'on the Mexican side. In conclusion, I muat
state that the reason that Juarez bas heretofore
boon considered aa the head of the Liberal Gov¬
ernment of Moxico, ia owing to the fact of my ne¬

cessary absence from that country, the evidence of
which can be proven by official documents that I

1 have already published, I do not admit that your

communication Bppliea to me. ¿ Seasons of pnblio
policy, which. I do not desire to mention, and are
readily understood, ámnn me in this belief; other¬
wise I would be more explicit, and protest againstsaid communication ia the name of the Mexican
Republic, and of the tows of nations, appealing for
justice, if necessary, to tho wise and libeifal laws of
