THE SO UTII AND HER AD VISERS.

The people of the South have much advice,
at present, from their Northern friends. Many
out, of the ranks of the Republican parly ure
in dread of consequences. Many in It, even,
are no1 altogether easy. They look with re¬

pugnance on its organizations and aims. They
must do so, for they arc not all crazed ; hut,
being prudent, they sec nothingclse to bedone.
However repugnant to the whole thing, they
had better be of it than under it; but to ap¬
pease it and have an end of the somewhat too
exciting exhibition, they would have us come

to terms. They would ask us not to be too
particular or exacting. They would, also, have
us not to be proud, stifT-necked, or, especially,
rebellious; and, with amiable sweetness, they
would have us respectful of proprieties, and
not anger, further, the somewhat imperious, but
certainly the stronger and, perhaps, better
genius of the North. And so advice and
expostulation have been frequent. We arc

willing to believe those who make thcul
sincere. They arc forced to concur in cruel¬
ties and wrongs which it is the nature of
the ruling party to commit, but can have no in¬
dividual feeling to inspire a sense of justice in
the infliction; and, whether from the want of
such feeling or the fear of further conse¬

quences, or both, we believe them earnest, and,
if assured of the justice of their judgment, we
would be much inclined to consider the matters
they suggest.

But, admitting their candor, we distrust their
conceptions. Conscious! only of their own mo¬

tives, and having but an inadequate conception
of the nature of that party with which they
have become associated, they assume that it
has a perception of its own purposes, and
would accept of that as a finality with which
they themselves will be content. And if this
were so-if, in the nature of things, there could
bo any rational expression of the aims and ten¬
dencies of that party, and it were true that
these were consistent with any remnant of con¬

stitutional liberty in these seceded States-it
were, perhaps, the highest prudence to accept,
them, and by a single sacrifice of rights and
privileges, ultimately to be conceded, to end
the controversy.
But there is the error. The controversy is

not to be so ended. The instincts of that party
organization are stronger than tho reason
which assumes to direct it. The intelligence of
that party would be satisfied with concessions.
It would have been satisfied with the restora¬
tion policy of the President; would have been
satisfied with seoession, even, if allowed to be
so, and now would accept the constitutional
amendment, or with anything more or less than
that. But the instincts of that party arc more

truly conservative of its organization and exis¬
tence. They instruct, it that it must have au ob¬
ject to antagonize ; that one object of exception
removed, it must take another ; that the want is
not of something we will concede-but of some¬

thing we cannot concede ; and with a party to
which this is the motive principle, there is no

ground for parley. It must, ot necessity, an¬

tagonize all political restriction of its will;
each barrier of the past, or any future constitu¬
tion, created to protect one single right remain¬
ing, must be broken down; and to those, there¬
fore, who sit so far in ploasant connection
with this organization, and who intend us kind¬
ness in urging us to accept its requisition, we
have Co say that they themselves are in error as
to what thoso requisitions aro. We know that
organization better than they do-we always
have known it better. The writer of this arti¬
cle announced the irroprcssible conflict before
Mr. Skwarii and Mr. Lincoln ventured to avow
it. He predicted the election of a Republican
President, when those who now advise us ridi¬
culed the thought ; as far in advance he indi¬
cated the fato ol'Northern friends, who vaunted
their strength to stem the current of aggres¬
sion, and he has as little hesitation, now, in Bay¬
ing that the aggressions of that party will find
their only limit in the physical power sufficient
to restrain it, and that it will como to order and
forbearance only when crushed by the present
Government, or when a despotism, springing
from within itself, shall become established
over it.

AV'ho ride upon that party, therefore, have
but a temporary advantage over us. They may
comniiHcralo and advise us until all the form.
of constitutional Government shall be trodden
down, but the wrongs inflicted upon us must
react upon thomseWcs. Tho'Constitution de¬
stroyed, as to üb, will be destroyed as to them,
¡?Pi-----

and we will come lo an equilibrium «if right«, !
if not before, at least in the dreuvy waste of ¡i |
common despotism. It is not by concession
from tho South thal this result can be avertod.
Ii can bo averted only in the absence of «le-
mniids for such concession. II* Unit parly can
be *nin«lc lo spare the Constitution, ii eau be
made to spare it now. But if it cannot bear
the l-csl riet ions of (he present Constituí ion. it
were vain lo hope that those of any other would
be more tolerable. Thal, when its powers shall
become enlarged, restrictions will be more ef¬
ficient; or that, tlie present Constitution broken
down, over Hie rude billows of a loose Demo¬
cracy, there can be any refuge for them or us,
but in the ark of a despotic power. Who are

driven by the storm upon thal troubled sea

may ride us down, but not the less to the ship¬
wreck mid ruin of themselves. And the differ¬
ence is so slight between those who give and
lliosc who luke the shock, that ii is only in bliss¬
ful ignorance of (hat which lies before theiii
that they can lind the complacency and kind¬
ness to commiserate our harder lol.

Frankly, therefore, we say in reply lo the
many suggestions ol'our Northern friends, that
we «lo not entertain them from no spirit of self-
sufficiency or irritation, We acknowledge lo
the full our inability to act upon our forltines.
They advise us in misconception of the case.

Their prescriptions ure of "pormacetti for on

inward bruise." Ami as upon us is the j
office of living this problem out, we must
do so willi a just regard for (he precepts
of our own experience. Nor are we I be
proper subjects of advice. They themselves
arc most in need of it. With them is the dis¬
ease, with us only its coiise«iuences: witlt them
Hie mnilnes«. with us only its «lcscltiting effects,
anti prescriptions, lo be availing, must be
taken hythe real patient. We cannot save

them bj' any ingenious adaptations of ourselves
to the developments of their disease. No peo¬
ple were ever less in need of treatment (han we

arc. None were ever moro just and sane, or

more fitted for Hie enjoyment of a healthy stale
of civil liberty. That we do not do so is of
(beni and, not of us, and if a common ruin
come, upon (hem will full as cnlirely the shume
as the sufferings of that catastrophe.

TRANSLATIONS.

There is no more thankless, and indeed al¬
together unprofitable task (ban that of trans¬
lating books for publication. The qualifica¬
tions for a thorough discharge of the work are

such as arc seldom possessed by the poor hacks
who have (o resort to this drudgery for a liveli¬
hood. Thiy must be perfectly conversant with
both languages, must at the same time be good
scholars; and furthermore possess the faculty
of expressing themselves with ease, fluency
and elegance, both in prose ami verse. These
are a few of the postulates. Still, after nil,
none but a man of genius can translate works
of genius, so as to make them readable. We
have a few such translations. ScHLBOEL'fl
Shakspcarc, Colkuiik-e's Wnllcnstciii, B-_-
wkr's Schiller's Poems, and a few more. Such I
work cannot in reason be expected at a dollar
a page, and yet the public will carp at bail
translations.

Certainly, the work is very often performed
by persons altogether incompetent. A trans¬
lator should rarely have to resort to a diction¬
ary; otherwise, he will find (hat dictionaries
arc like Sam. Weller's widows-dangerous.
»Some years ago we read a translation of Hen¬
ry's Life of Calvin, in which blunders innu¬
merable occurred. One of these wc happen to
remember just. now. The word liederliche»
Mxdchtn occurred in the original, which the
translator, misled by his dictionary, rendered
"singing girl." it should have been, "a girl of
bad character." This is of a piece with the oft
quoted "La dernière chemine de l'amour," for
"Love's Last Shift."
The translators of Victor Hugo's Travail¬

leurs de la Mer have had much fault found willi
them. This is hard, for if a (ranslafor docs
his work ever so well, he receives no credit; his
name is not even mentioned. Let him fail ever

so little and he incurs the censure of publish¬
ers and public. Thcro wero so many absurdi¬
ties in this book of Victor Hut'o's, unquestion¬
ably the author's own handiwork, and (hey
were so frequently held up to ridicule, that his
friends and partisans found it necessary to at¬
tempt to avert some of this censure from the
author to his translators. Some of these criti¬
cisms arc just, others aro puerile. These un-

fortuna(cs have, at length, been taken off (he
wheel, and a new victim placed there in tbeir
stead. The translator of the "Oícmcnccau
Tragedy," of Alexander Dumas, Jr., now oc¬

cupies this unenviable position; and from the
specimens wo havo seen wc must confess that.
be has taken some unwarrantable liberties with
bia author's text. For instance, Uiimab' hero
saya: "Ces jeunes filles me gâtaient de. lu mieux."
[Tbcae girls did their best to spoil mc] In the
New York edition this simple sentence reads:
"These young ladies treated nie with candies from
their earnings." Again, the boy's mother pur¬
chases for bim "un couvert el timbale d'argent;"
[a knife, fork and silver cup,] rendered by the
translator, "a small silver locket." "C'est un

fatalité! Accepte lal" ia rendered: "Tho cards
como out so, and there is no now deal." But
the following, wc think, caps the climax of the
free-and-easy stylo of translation: "A un de
not cumaradcn, a qui lu as donne un si joli coup de
poing;" rendered: "One of our comrade«-, the
chalky-chap you tapped the claret of so prizo-
ringly." Ono moro and wo aro done: Elle est
jolie, n'ait bien moins jolie qu*Iza." "She is pret¬
ty, but cannot hold a candle to Iza."'

We strongly suspect that our friend Briök
Pomerov bad a baud in this travesty of the
"Cleincuceau Tragedy."
