BISHOP COLJ:HSO ANO THE BIBIáE.

Tho subjoined article has been sent us by a

distinguished Hebrew Rabbj, and wo have great
pleasure in laying it before our readers :
3b the Editor ofHie Charleston Daily News:DEAS Sro :-In your edition of Tuesday last, youintroduced your randers to thc subject of BishopColenso's attach on tho Bible. As you but brieflyalluded to the nature of tho Bishop's work, and
seeing that another edition thereof has recentlybeen published, a few remarks rn support of the
very able reply of Professor ÎIcCaul, may not be
entirely out of place or uninteresting to those who
feel any interest in the important topic

In order that your readers may be informed, as
briefly as possibly, of the subject-matter compris¬ing the works of Bishop Colenso, it must be stated,
that this Prelate attacks, in the most unreserved
manner, all Divine origin of the entire Bible-New
as well as Old Testament. These general attacks
have been so ably defended and confuted, that
further refutation is entirely needless now. But
when a Bishop of the National Church of Englandseeks to tear asunder all belief in the Divine originof that Great Book, which you, I, and all rational
beings, accept as a proper guide and standard
whereby to regulate our careers on earth-the
lessons of which can never die, and only cease to
be revered, when gratitude towards God fails to!be acknowledged a virtue in man-the revealed
word of which is not only acknowledged, but
likewise universally received, by all civilized na¬
tions and races, regardless of their different views
or sentiments on its doctrines or interpretation :
it may then be as well to remind the Bishop, of
the words of the Apostle of his own faith-that in
which he wasrearedand taught^eclaring, "Everywriting which is inspired by God is profitable,«nd that "whatever things were written aforetime
were written for our learning."
As justly remarked by the Rev; G. S. Drew, in jhis able essay on the social and sanitary laws of

Moses, "The more deeply and comprehensively
we think of the real intention of the inspired
pages, and of their place and office in the work of
our salvation, the more reasons we shallperceivefor concurring in these views of Holy Writ, andfor earnestly asserting the principles therein- con¬
tained. As life passes on, and knowledge is in¬
creased, our experience more and more justifiesthis confidence. Continuallywe find that one pas-
sage after another, whichhad been seemingly des-titrate of any interest or meaning, is lighted up bythe ever-varying, movements of our life and con-sciousness. Words which we had heedlessly read
or heard of for years, at length startlingly revealthe fact that, ages ago, some brother was per-,plexed by our own difficulties, and found relief inthem where we may now obtain tho same 'grace

- to_help' in 'our. tunes of need.' Descriptions ofsocial movements, and of the vicissitudes of na¬tions,'read in the light o|0he prophetic comment¬
ary given to interpret them, are suddenly investedwith the deepest interest,and thankfullyrecognizedas instructive parallels to circumstances now occur¬ring aroundourselves. So, also, with regard to allu¬sions to facts which happened &r away from themain line of the inspired narrative, which seemedto have been dropped incidentally, and to stand asuseless excrescences on the pages where we find
them, when compared with a newly discoveredmedal or inscription, or with the treasures of a re-

! cently opened mound or sepulchre, marvellouslyserve the purpose for which we can hardly doubtthey were intended-of restoring confidence in thesacred records, and creating a living apprehensionof the reality of events which are described inthem. Just as we might have expected from thefamiliar analogy between the Works and Word ofGod, fresh portions of the one as of the other are
ever coming into clearer light and fuller meaning,and linking themselves in more impressive signifi¬cance with the remaining parts of the system intowhich they enter. More and morewe see the reasonfor believing that 'all is from The Spirit, and foreternal service.'"*
But, as already stated, the Bishop's general at¬tack having been already so ably defended, and thereplies thereto-ghcing within the reach of all whodesire to procure the same, I shall confine my re¬marks to one particular, and the last topic, broughtforward by the reverend gentleman, in his-Asser-tion that the Bible cannot be true, because (as he,the Bishop, thinks) it sets forth in the 11th chapterof Leviticus, that the hare is one of the animalswhich chew the cud. on which tonic the Prelateput himself to the trouble of asking'Professor Ovenwhether or not the hare has the stomach of aruminant animal And further, because some fewof the ages of persons mentioned in Scripture donot agree with the Bishop's calculations. .With reference to the nrst-mentioned question,could not Bishop Colenso, if as well acquaintedwith his Bible as any Prelate sboula be, have de¬termined that matter for himself?- The word arna-bet, translated "hare,* is compounded from thetwo Hebrew words arah, to crop, nib, the produceof the ground;-- But it is not anywhere asserted inScripture (as the Bishop fancies it is) that suchanimal "cheweth the cud." Maelea gerah and"Gerah yegar," being entirely of different defini¬tions. Thus: Maelea from the root aria, with aradi¬cal mutable or omissible liae, an ascent. In theTeal, to cscortd. mount upwards, or come up. Inthe niphal, to Le rn-'sed up; making the word *'mae-lea"

words wili g; ve in meaning, "Agoingnp to thethroat,an ascending.thereto.1' Or, from "gerah"which in tho Piol ;:ioans "to stir up," we- may thenha 7e ;he moaning-an ascending ibo the throat, astirring up. ^ 1It is well injown that the hare does not, in thestrict moaning of the word, chew the cud, althoughit has clearly been ascertained that such animal..will, as Mr. Mcpaul observes, bring upportionsofundig'îsinà food and remsstieate them. Michael-is. in speaking of it, says that; no two sportsmenconcur in opinion on-the subject of its chewing thecud; ai:d ne considers it one of those doubtfulcases winch, as in the instance of the camel's foot,the Divine legislator was obliged to decide au¬thoritatively. See, then, how explicit the law is ohthat head. It first states a general rule relatingto those which divide the hcof and chew the cud;but, as there are some cases in which doubtmayarise as to whether or not they fully divide thehoof, or ruminate, the legislator, in order to pre¬vent difficulties, authoritatively decides the pointby'distinctly specifying which of such animalsmay he eaten and which may not. On this distinc¬tion, Michaelis observes: "That iñ so early an ageof the world we should find a systematic divisionof quadrupeds so excellent as never yet, after allthe improvements in natural history (and, permitme to add, arter all Colenso's discoveries), to havebecome obsolete, but, on the contrary, to be stillconsidered as useful by the great masters of sci¬ence, cannot but be looked upon as truly wonder¬ful.

The worthy Prolate has therefore greatly erredm teanalatinff "Ke Maelea Gerah"-"For rt chew¬eth the cud,"-since such words merely express abringing up of food to the throat; and even in so

But, according to tho position BO ably defended byMaimonides, ' all these bibl.cal distinctions of ani¬
mals are not arbitrarily marked or causelessly en-
joinod, but originato in sacred wisdom, and are de¬
signed to promoto tho wolfaro of the nation on
:Which they wore enforced." Nevertheless, of such
idea, or oven of that which-leads ns to suppose thedistinction of any Divine origin, the Bishop would,if wo accepted his doctrino, deprivo us-firstly,because ho docs not understand the Hebrew Bible;and secondly, because a fow of tho dates thereindo not a-¿ reo with his arithmetical calculations.Allowing,~bven, that tho Prclato be correct in thelatter instance, and that in transcribing the Bible
by Ezra, aftor tho return from Babylon, a few
errors in dates may have crept in, or a single dot
(which in the Hebrew language changes tho singu¬lar to the piaral) was misplaced, would thatbe suf¬ficient to, upon Bishop Cblenso's calculation, de¬
prive tho bcriptures of their Sacred or Divine
origin?"
Besides, surely Dr. Colenso is aware that inmost

cases the Bible uses round numbers, even though
one or two bo wanting. For instanco, Abimelech
slew but 69 of his brothers, whilst Scripture assorts
that ho killed 70.-See Myers' Questions and
Answers on the Bible.
Other instances occur where round numbers are

used to imply a greater or a losser number when
the difference is but slight. Nor am I aware that
the Sacred. Volume has ever been viewed as anarithmetical series, or hold up as an exact table of
dates-for the Bishop must know tho meaning of
tho sentence which implios " Aine .muchaoni
wJiomoocJiad bala-rali"

I trust that the next information you give us of
the Prelate, will bo that ho is again at his post on
tho coast of Africa, whore it seems vory probablethat if the Zulus have not been converted in his
absenca, they will soon succeed in converting him.
