ulty on Boyce’s Whart.
CHABLESTON, S. C., January 7.
Editor Daily News: Bince, by your publication
of the 3d inst., you have done me an injury, will
vou do me justice by publishing & correct state-

ment of the difficulty on Boyce's Wharf? On the
night of tho 1st inst. I was sent on duty on that
post at 7P. M. About half-past 9 P. AL, being on
the north wharf, I heard a noiso, and saw men run-
ning down from East Buy toward o vessel lying at
the south wharf. 1 imm edinteif startod ovor to
ascertain what was the matter. 1 met a man who
told me he was Oaptain Eandy, of the brig Che-
buctoo, and that his first mate had been badly
beaten on East Day, but that all were aboard now,
and there should be no mero dificulty. Whilst
talking with the Captain, I heard the cry of “Man
overboard " Both of us ran to the brig and found
the mate and snother man in the water, both of
whom we succeeded in rescuing. After taking
them on board and caring for them, the Capiain
sent for & bottle of brandy and poured ount some in
a cup, which ho drank ; he then od moro and
offored mo, about one-fourth of which I drask. I
then bade him good night, and started out of his
cabin. Al the bend of the ladder leading to the
deck I saw & man standing with, as Isupposed, a
nifo in one hand ana a steel for sharpening lmives
in tho other. As Iadvanced he snid: ‘‘Damn and
bugger » our eyes. You iried to drown two of our
men, and now want to take the rest of us away, do
you?” A man standing necar the ladder said:
“No, ho helped seve 'em,” Thia did not scem
to satisfy the man above, who advanced, énying,
“Damn and bugger your eyes, T'll have satisfac-
tion out of you.” Iwas slone, and all on
board were drunk, and had just been in & row,
What was Ito do? I warned the man to getout
of the way and let me pass, which he refused,
cursing and swearing he'd have his salisfaction
out of me. I drew my revolver, and, ag soon as 1
did it, my arm was enught by the man nearcst me.
"Turning my hand, I fired at him, but him;
then covering the manin frontof me, who was
otill disputing my passago out, I fired, the ball, I
think, taling effect in the face; he fell, and I
started up, firlng onc othér shot up the ladder,
not knowing but there

might be others there. On
renching the deck I attempted to rogain the wharf,
but missed my footing end foll into the dock, rie-
ing on the opposite sido of the veasel, with my
back to her. NotLpowing exactly my position,
aud seeing o vessel ahead of me, I swam to her,
but saw no one to he‘ﬂ) me. Hear.ng s noise be-
hind me, I turned, and saw & light on another ves-
sel, and swam for her. At hor stern I discovired
o rope, but too high to reach, I attempted to
catel it but failed, and sank. As I rose I tobk
Liold of the rudder, when I heard some one say:
“Another man overboard!” I can tell very little
aftor this. Ihed swallowed so much water, and
was g0 much oncumbored by my overcoat sand
police sccoutrements™that, had I been ~
must havo been drowned. What has happened
since I wos rescued can better bo told by my
ghysicinn and my officers. 1t is only to-dey that T
svo been able to leave the house.

Letter from Washington.

[8PECIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE DAILY HEWS.]

WasEDNGTON, January 5.—Well, Cougress hes
“returned to its mutton,” since the date of my last,
and already begina to .indicate that something is
upon the apis, out-heroding all their former radi-
cal legialation, and destined in some way to star-
tle the country. The ides is evidently to forestall
the rising of a new and embarrassing issue, and
by extreme measures to put it swey altogether.
The isaue that threatens is based upon the Con-
stitntional Amendment, and it involvea the dis-
sgreeabls necdssity of Congress declaring definite-
Iy whéther the adoption of that amendment shall
be the nltimatium to be rewarded in the South by
admission to representation, or that there are
more and undetermined penances to be inflicted.
Tt is o deliberate upon this very question that the
Republicans heve called 2 caucus in the Represen-
tative Chamber to-night. One of the policies then
to be: i is, that the Reconsiruction Committee
be privately instructed to rt that in the senso
of this Congress no excluled State sball have a
color of right to admiesion that hea not undergone
o thorough revision of the gevernmental sy
established by President Johnson.

Before this letter roaches you I suppose the
project of impeaching the Executive be initi-
. At all events, onday is the day named for
the introdunotion of the resolution; and, unless the
councils of to-night's csucus prevail egainst it, it
is certain to transpirc, The prime mover in the
premises is a hair-brained Radical from an Ohio
district, named Ashley.

Jewish Reform in New York. -
From o lengtoy article in the Worid, of Batur-
dny, wo make-the following synopsis: In 1843, 8
number of young Jewish mechanics from Bevaris,
t‘adneatod, who possessed a clear perceprion in
religious matters,” felt dissatisfied with the care-
less and mechanical performances of Divine ser-
vico then in vogue, snd they resolved to effect s
reformm. Dr. Lupwic MenzBacueR, of Fuorth, came
to Now York about that time, end built up the'firat
congrogation, corner of Grand and Clinton strects,
organized in 1845, In 1847, tho congregation builf
a synagogue in Christie street; an orgsan was pro-
cured. 'The biemnial cyele of the readin the
law, the memorial service of departed souls on the
day of atonemont, and the confirmation of boys
and girls, were gradually introdnced. In'1848 an
‘elemen school was established. In 1854 & ro-
ligious scho:l wna opened, the days of attend-
ance being the Sulibath and Bundsy. The accom-
modations soon becoming inadequate, the syna-
gogue in Christie street was sold, a commodi~
ons church in Twelfth airna]igr.rchmd‘ and chang-
ed to o Bynagogue, -The ladies' gallery was now -
removed; in 1ts place family pews wore con-
structed. In 1804a committec was appointed to
revise the old Liturgy, and on Passover, in March,
1865, Divine service was hold for the firet time ne-
eording to tho form of the new prayer book. In
June, 1865, the use of the ‘'scarf,” and in
tember following, the celebration of the second
days of all Jowish festivals wero abolished. - Dr.
MerzaacEes died October 1, 1865, and Dr. AnyrEs,
the present rector, wos nppnint,aa his suocessor.
In May, 1865, o law wes passed ordaining the af-
terdanco of Divine serviea with uncovered heads.
Tho marriage ceremony and funersl service were

t into s form enited to the epirit of the age. In

ecomber, 1805, they protested against tga de-
cision of an pesembly of rabbis, who declared that
tho Talmud was the lawful and Linding iterpre-
tation of the Bible, In 1860 they issued a protest
against the endeavors of a number of orthodox
congregations, who wished to establish a head ox
contral authority for all America, to give docisions
upon all matters concerning Jewish Divine sorvice
end religious observances,
During the past yoar this congregation contrib-
uted to the assiztance of the needy Jows in Jern-
snlem $1,826, and to the Jewish Orphan Asylum in
Now York, $17,000. It founded the Emanu-El The-
ological Seminary. At Passover, it presented to
its ?.nbbi 10,000, and elx montha later $3000 to ity
Reador. Tho new Temple, now in course of eree-
tion carner of Gth avenue and 43d street, will coss
some $600,000. The site alone cost $108,750. This
El 'nagnﬁua is to be in the Moorish style, and prob-
a&iﬂy will be the handsomesl house of worship in
America, :

Everyindividual
congrogation has had to work ont the problem for
itse r. STEDY, in Fronkfort, twenty-five yeara
ago, was quite up to whero tho New York Reform-
ors ore to-day, but there being no national Jenisk
acclasinstical orgenization snywhore now, these
individual efforts never extend beyond the circle
of the immedinte vicinage of the sctor. To the
New York congregation, we think, belongs the
credit of having inaugurated the reform move-
ment on a larger scale, and on smore thorough and
systematic Basis than was ever done before else-
where,

Immligrution in 1866.

Tho following article, which presents copious
information on this subject, wo abridge from the
New York Saals Zeitung, the leading German or-
gon in the United Btates.

The number of emigrants who landed in the
several ports of the United States during the year
of 1866 was about threoc hundred thousand. Far,
the grester number of these landed in New York.
Notw Orleans ond Galveston had more than their
usual proportion, Immigration during the past
-onr has been greater at any period since
iR51, 52 and '68.  Ab.that timo it was so large,
owing to tho famine in Ircland and its conse-
quences, just as the events following the revoln-
tions of 1848 and '49 in Germany hod led to o large
tide of emigration that quartér, . Usually the
pumber of Irish empgrants to the United States
is grenter then thatof the Germans, This year,
however, the latter fully oqualled the number cf
the former, if they did not transcond it. For the
principal reagon oi this result we must look to the
lato war in Geermany, although the efiorls of the
Southern States to obtain German labor doubtless
had its influence. In all probability the German
immigration will Do still greaterin 1867, bocause
there will probably be greater cxertions made by
many of these seid States, and thare will be, more-
ovor, a large numbor of tho people of Saxony,
Hanover, Hosse, Nassau, and South Germsny, who
will resolve on emigration, becauso they like not
the new order of things, or because they have no
exnoctation of a better futuro, or of a lasting peace,

A'hat this tido of mmilfuration suould be directed
to the proper channels—in other words, to provide
the most advantageous places for the arriving
immigrants—is o task, the successful execution of
which is not only for tho beuefit of the immigrant,
but has o much greater significance, in so far as
it influcnces the equable devolopment of our na-
tional resources. :

A wostern paper has some very sensible remarks,
addressed to the laboring classes, in regard to the
at and constantly increasing disposition to five
In large cities. It oxhorts tho lsborers to avoid
this, and to seck employment in the country.

1t has been demonstrated thab not less then
twenty-five per cenk. of thy immigrants landing in
New York, endeavor to make that city their home,
and only choose or scel another place of abodo
when compelled by circumstances. This would
give New York an annual increase, from this
sourco nlone, of seventy-five thousand, which, with
tho natural growth of population, end the constant
additions mado to it from every part of the Uszion,
is a much grenter rato of increaso than at all
warranted by the yearly increase and development
of the business of the city;cnd the necessary
consequence must be that o certain part of this
population must be without employment, suffer
want, and not unfrequently fall into vice, and
become guilty of erime.

This is tho case, to a grester or less extent,
with all the large cities of the Union. The best
means of glrcventmg an undue secumulation of
labor in the lnrge cities, is for each State or
Turritory, in need of euch labor, fo have a reliable
ngent in New York, who ghould nlways be kcpt
informed of the special wanis of every town and
county Lie represents, and whose duty it chall be
to endeavor to procure the desired force.
