TIic Business of thc Country.
Tho New York Keening Post appoals to Congress

for some wiso legislation upon financial matters in
an article beginning with tho following :

Wo scorn, from tho numerous complaints wo

hoar, to be falling upon what are popularly known
as "hard times." Business in most branches is
dull; men who have boen a dozen or twenty years
engaged in mercantile pursuits tell us thoy iinver
knew such unprosperous times.-: Sales are small;
stocks of goods aro not renewed; everybody is
oither waiting or suffering; either poor, or pru¬
dently expecting to be so. It is true that this is
the dull season of the year, when trade is expected
to languish somewhat; but there is more thau a

mere temporary deadness.
The great crash, which was so long lookod (or,

may not como, because it has boen provided
against to a certain extent. It is pretty sure that
mon in general do not owe much noney; ciedit is
not free; indebtedness is not great or widespread;
tho elements of a "groat crash" aro not, thereforo,
at hand. But it would scorn that wo may have
presently a general stagnation of business, a dull¬
ness and deadness as discouraging and disabling
as the great revulsion of 1857-perhaps even moro
so. Wo hear daily of trado and industry leaving
us, and seeking refuge with our neighbors in the
British provincos, or further yet. Om* merchants
findet impossible to sell American products at a

profit abroad; mir workmen, in many branches of
industry, are without employment; men long and
prosperously established in business aro compelled
to abandon that in whicn they excelled, and to
turn their capital and energy into pursuits less
profitable to the country. Lidustry and trade aro
ilike paralyzed.
The cause of all this is well known. Our curren¬

cy is depreciated, our skilled labor is forcibly
turned into unaccustomed channels by unwise
legislation; our manufacturers are burdoned with
taxes, which-make production loo costly for us to
compete in tho world's markets wi h other nations;
jur people are forced by unjust laws to buy thoir
raw materials and many of the necessaries of lifo
in tho dearest markets.
Lu all thia tho enemies of liberty seo cause for

joy and hope. "The delayB of your 'Congross will
vet Berve na as we would not sorve ourselves," ex¬
claimed a Bhrewd Democrat, tho other day, to a

Republican. "In all that goes on with you," wrote
i Southern man, a rebel, to a friend nore lately,
"we seo cause for hope. In keeping us out, you do
as a service-we shall escape tho min anddisgraco
you are bring upon yourselves. Wo may yet at¬
tain what we wish, by your own soif-destruction."

Underwood as a Real Estate Operator.
A Richmond correspondent of the New York

Herald gives the following version of the process
by which tho pure and spotless Judgo UNDERWOOD
became tho owner of valuable property in Alexan¬
dria. If the facts be as here set forth, and if the
United States Senate were what it should be, there
would be no difficuly in impeaching and disrobing
bim. Says the Heraldos correspondent :

A revelation hitherto unknown in relation to the
confiscation of the property of Mr. W. N. McVeigh,
in Alexandria, byJudgo Underwood, has lately come
to light. It will be remembered, from tho published
statements, that after thc confiscation this property
ivas purchased by Oakes Ames, John B. Alley ar.il
Samuel Hooper, of Massachusetts, and the worthy
Judge himself; but having some gravo doubts as tb
bho validity of tho title thus acquired, judgments
obtained by attachments against McVeigh during
the war were purchased, the properly sold again,
and the. above parties again becoming tho pur¬
chasers at a mero fractional part of its value. In
this way, as Mr. Anion otaiod, a double titlo was
gained; 'but this transaction having been brought
Before Judge Thomas, at Alexandria, the sale was
leclared illegal, and tho Congressional trio from
Massachusetts, as well as tho Judge, had again to
Tall back upon the original foe simple confiscation
title. McVeigh, an original Union man, was at tho
breaking out of hostilities absent from his homo,
within tue rebel lines, and notwithstanding repeat¬
ed efforts to return, was unable to do so; he per¬
sistently refused every inducement offered bini to
participate in the rebellion, and when, at tho
close of the war, he was enabled to return to
Alexandria, it was only to find, as a reward foi¬
ble constancy, his house occupied by Judgo
Underwood, and all his valuable property
confiscated and sold. Ho immediately called
apon th ; Judge and demanded copies of tba
papers upon which this action was based, and was

told to apply for them at Norfolk. This ho did,
but Underwood knowing that the tcnuro of thc
property upon thoBe was very uncertain, proceeded
at once lo Norfolk, held the court, at which somo

forty officers of tho late Confederate Government
wero indicted for treason, and as this was a chanco
not to be lost, placed tho name of McVeigh upon
the list, his being the only civilian's appearing
thereon. This precluded the possi uility of McVeigh
(now under tho ban of treason) taking any civil
action for the recovery of his lawful property, und
until he can be tried for this offence tho matter
remains in statu quo. McVeigh is now sixty years
of age, with a large family dependent upon him,
and aB tho property now hold by Ames, Alley,
Hooper and Underwood is thc accumulation bf
over forty years of industry, economy and close
attention to business, it is'to be hoped that this
outrago on tho part ol' thc Judgo and his colleagues
from Massachusetts will moot with the censure it
so eminently deserves from tho public.

NEOBO POPULATION OF THE SOUTH.-In a com¬

munication to the Socretary of War on tbo 21st
ultimo Geueral HOWARD, of tho Freedmen's Bu¬
reau; says :

In Virginia tho freedmen have decreased in
number; estimated population at this date 500,-
[)00. North Carolina estimated about tho census of
1860-360,000. South Carolina decreased; present
population estimated at 375.000. Georgia estima¬
ted at 100.000. Tho population of Florida has re¬

mained about the same as when tho census of 18 0
was taken, 72,G77. In Mississippi a censuabas been
taken since the close of the war, showing a slight
decrease; 820,000 is the present colored population
of thc State. In Louiaiaua; reported colored popu¬
lation, 350.000.- Texas-the Assistant Commis¬
sioner of tho Stato reports an increado; colored
population estimated at 200,000. Missouri-it is
probable that the freedmen havu left this State in
numbers for Kansas, Iowa, &c, estimated popula¬
tion, 100,000. In Arkansas thc colored population
has decreased to about 100,000. In Tennessee tho
Assistant Commissioner estimates an increaso
from 280,000 population in I860 to 300,000.

A MYSTERY UNRAVELLED.-For somo time past
the quiet, peaceable and law-abiding citizens of
the southwestern portion of our city, near the
Seventh Infantry encampment, have been missing
taeir cows and calves, and wore at a loss to know
what became of them. Ono gentleman missed
two half-grown calves at one time. It was thought
strange that these animals should so soon forget
their master's crib, around which they had been
fed for many days; but the mystery of Ihcir disap¬
pearance is at last unravellod' and this is its solu¬
tion: The soldiers of the encampment lull them
for their ownuBo! Last Sunday evening, about
dark, a white and black cow was shot by some nf
th^ soldiers and dragged into thi encampment.
A gentleman residing iii that portion of the town
arrived at tho spot in timo to see the ow dragged
away. Learning this state of things, wo were

naturally lod to ask if tho troops were not fur¬
nished abundant rations, and if it was real neces¬

sity that caused them to commit these depreda¬
tions, whon we were informed that (hey arc al¬
lowed to draw money instead of rations. If this
be so, we appeal to

*

tho military authorities to
alter it, injustice to our citizens, as well as for the

peace and dignity of our community at large.

COMMODORE PORTER WOUNDED.-FORTRESS MON¬
ROE, January 7.-Tho storm off Hatteras, which
was encountered by the United States steamer
Don, was a severe northeaster.

lt is stated that an apparatus has recently been
invented for purifying thc vitiated air of theatres,
churches, depots.*and crowded lecture halls. It
consists of a metallic vessel, which revolves, and
containing perfumed water, the latter is given off
by the application of heat, in the form of steam,
through jets placed on thc outside of tho vessel.

Our New York Letter.

[FROM OCR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.]

NEW YORK January 9.-To impeach or not to im¬
peach ! that is the question: whether Congress
will bo content to let us bear the ills we hare, or

chive us, tho country in general and themselves in
particular, to others that we know not of, and can

nob estimate. People here who have no money
and no property tako no moro interest in tho mat¬
ter than thoy would if they wore citizens of Egypt,
but tho monied men are alarmed: tho bono and
sinew are scared; tho WaD street bankers and
Fifteenth avenue lords aro trembling in their pa¬
tent loather shooB, for, as I have observed in
many of my letters, they behove that if the Presi¬
dent bo impeached, gold will riso with ruinous
rapidity, and a financial crash will come. Let
it come, if it must, it cannot injure the already
impoverished South, and may bring the people of
tho North to their senses, and compel them to
help us in helping themselves. Congress may op-
press tho South with impunitv; but let them be¬
ware how they touch the Northern pocket men.
Six hundred German lager beor venders met

yesterday, in solemn conclave, at the Bowery Gar¬
den, and passed resolutions damning the Excise
Law in tho best high Dutch, after which they
drank beor by the hour, then passed more damn¬
ing resolutions, and drank lager again. The Ger¬
mans are determined to put down tho law, and
will, no doubt, eventually succeed, for there are
three hundred "thousand Teuton beor drinkers
in Now York city, resolved to do or die that they
may drink and live.
A lecture was dolivered last night at Zion

Church, before an audience composed of blacks
and whites, in the proportion of ten to one, on the
subject of Human Rights. Tho lecturer contend¬
ed that this was originally the black man's coun¬
try, and inferred that a negro is rather better than
a white man. This may be so. There ia certainly
more fuss made over bim, whether he be or not.
Tho Irishmen hero are indignant at the report

received by telegram from Canada that Head
Centre Stephens has proved to be a bad book koep-
er by offering to hand over the hooks of the Fenian
Brotherhood, on condition that he be allowed to
return to Oreen Erin without being arrested and
held in duranoo vilo. The report is not believed,
but it may not be without foundation, for Stephens
must have perceived ere this that the causéis
hopeless, and may desire t-» take core of number
one, as almost all tho world does.
The Herald, of to-day's issue, contains a lengthy

obituary notice of General Arthur P. Hayne, giv¬
ing a biographical sketch of the life of tho distin¬
guished decoased, and eulogizing nim as he so
well deserves, concluding with the remark that "as
one of tho prominent representatives of a genera¬
tion now passing away from earth, his death will
bo lamented throughout thc country."
"Tho man that lays his hand on a woman, save

in tho way of kindness;" should be fined by tho
Court. Thomas Mullen not only laid his hand on

Mary Sweeny, but brought it down in a most un¬
kind and injurions manner. Mary thought the
beating was cheap at three thousand dollars dam¬
ages, but the Court was of the opinion that two
hundred dollars was enough, and so decided.
