virtue of treaty aB well as of conquest. The claims
of tiie Elector of Hesse-Cassel and of tho Duke of

Nassau to their former dominions had previously
been bought off in the same manner.

Prince AT.T¡THCT> will have some advantage in the
yacht race around the Isle of Wight, wi rich he has

agreed to contest with young BENNETT next

August. The voyage will be a short one, as tho
area of the inland is only one hundred and thirty-

- six square miles ; and, moreover, the Prince is well

acquainted with every point on the coast, and fa¬

miliar with all the tidal variations and peculiari¬
ties. BENNETT ought to stipulate that a return
race be run around Staten Island, in New York
harbor.
The following suggestive statistics are taken

from the annual report ot theNew York Police De¬

partment : "Number of houses of ill repute in

Kew York, 721; number of inmates, 2670; number
of concert saloons of bad reputation, 75; number
of inmates in ditto, 620; drinking saloons in which
female waiters are employed, ll; female attend¬
ants, 127." The total SÜOWB the whole number of
women of known bad character in New York is be¬
tween three anckfour thousand.

It is expected that in Austria, shortly, military
service willbe-made compulsory for all with the
exception of such of the clergy as shall have been

ordained, and only sons.who have to support their

parents. Liability to service will last from the age
of 17 to 35; the first three years in the landstunn
for home service, the. next three years in the regu¬
lar army, then three years on furlough, three years
in the first reserve, and three years in the second
reserve. From the age^of 32 to 45 the mon will bo-
long to tho-landstunn, or militia.
Going through tho Manchester warehouse says

an English journal,-few things are heard of that
surprise strangers moro than the amount of the
salaries paid in some pf them to the heads of de¬

partments-£1000, £1500, £2000 a year. The spe¬
cial talent required is, we may suppose, rare. The
amount of money paid annually to France for de¬
signs must be very great. One printer alone
pays from £1800 to £2000 a year to designers in
Paris.
Three persons, the youngest of whom was 57

yean of age, destroyed themselves in the west of
England during one week in November. Two of
these events occurred in' Cornwall, where one

JAKES SKACKXBLEY, 57 years old, bung himselfon
the farm premises of his brother-in-law, and where
a woman namedHILT., aged 59, of Bf<dinnick, threw
herself into the River Fowey. Both had for some
time been in a desponding condition ; so, also, had
a widow,- in good circumstances, named BASTIN,
aged 60, who hung herself at her farm house near

Rooke ar, South Devon.
The low figures at which crude oil is now soiling

at the wells, has induced some of the companies in
the oil regions to stop work. The Tituaville
Herald says : The Ocean.Oil Company, owners of
the Stephenson Farm, at Petroleum Centro, on

which there are some twenty or thirty producing
wells, have shut down all their wells and discharg¬
ed all their hands, coming to the conclusion that
the oil is worth more under the ground than
above it, at present prices. The Anderson Oil
Company, at Petroleum Centre, have decided to
shut down unless they can bring their employees
down to a much lower figure on their rates for
labor than is now being'paid. This company is
one of the largest in that section, having in the
neighborhood of twenty, wella on the Mcclintock
Farm. There arebut two producing wells on the
Story Farm at present, and those are small ones.
The able New York correspondent of the London

Spectator describes the social position of the ne¬

gro at the North in a manner that is not satisfac¬
tory to that journal. The editor remarks that
"our New York correspondent, after detailing with
much triumph very adequate proofs of the aver¬
sion felt to the negro at the North, tells us that
.now, the negro passes out of this story.' Wo
doubt it, so long as the story continues. 'À Yan¬
kee* behoves-Bay in the Apostles' creed and a wide
berth to the negro, particularly tho latter. He
evidently thinks that Christ, if he had seen a ne¬

gro, would either have cured him by a touoh, as
he did the leper, and bid him go and sin no moro,
or announced a distinct law for white relations
with negroes. *Lovo your neighbor (except ne¬

groes, to whom you may be indifferent) as your¬
self.' 'Love your enemies, if white; if negroes,
dont hate them.' Suoh is the Yankee's real creed!
We know by personal knowledge that ho exagge¬
rates absurdly the actuaishrinking from 'contact'
With color."
In the Herald of Health for January, Madame

DEMOBXST, who is good authority on femalo dress
in general, writes a very sensible article on "Dross
and its Relation to Health." She thinks that the
ttttargarments and covering of the feet lack proper
attention, and speaks feelingly of "the elastic
which keeps the stocking up at the knee as imped¬
ing the free circulation of the blood, while tho
fashion now prevalent of wide-spreading crinoline
iemands, for the sake of modesty, as well as
health, a plentiful supply of underclothing." These
straightforward sentences aro as sensible as they
are modestly expressed, and it ia to be hoped that
aensible and modest women will follow Madame

DEMOBEST'S advice, and wear looser "elastics" at

tho knee, thicker underclothing and moro of it,
and thicker walking boote. These are tho pro¬
cesses which inako women happy and undertakers
miserable."

GERMANY IN 1866.

The year just past has been one of the most

important for Europe in modern times. Great

events have transpired, and will lead to others

greater still, perhaps. Kingdoms and States

have been overthrown, and others have risen,
upon thc ruins of these, to a greatness and im¬

portance not dreamed of twelve months since.

Although a war between Austria and Prussia

maj not havo been altogether unthought of at

that time, in consequence of tho many diffi¬
culties that arose in tho course of the attempt¬
ed settlement of the affairs relating to the two

conquered Elbe Duchies,-and although far¬

seeing statosmon, perhaps, may have seen a

settlement of the German question, as a pos¬
sible consequence of such a war,-yet it is hard¬

ly to be thoug't that even Count BISMARK

h ¡mself could have expected to see the entire
situation of European politics changed by it

within such a brief period ; that Austria should
have been expelled at the same time, both from

Germany and from Italy, and that Prussia
should bo elevated to the pinnacle of military
power in Europe

Certainly NAPOLEON anticipated no such re¬

sult. He, in whos-» hand, it was said, lay war

or peace for Europe, and without whose con¬

sent not a gun could be fired from the Bay of

Biscay to the Caspian, suddenly finds himself
degraded to the position of a second rate

monarch. It is generally reported, and not

without reason, we believe, that the quarrel
between the two German powers was fomented
by the Emperor of tho French, who hoped, by
a successful arbitration, armed or diplomatic,
to regain the j>restiye lost by the failure of his

Mexican expedition. This intrigue, however,
was very unfortunate, for it at once roused
universal opposition in Germany to any pos¬
sible French influence, and tho threatened war
of Prussia, unpopular before, now had the

good wishes of every German, irrespective of

religious or political creed.. NAPOLEON un¬

consciously' became the strongest ally of
.'russia.
Tho war certahdy proved Prussia !he first

military power in Europe, hut it likewise has
aroused the jealousy of the othT powers.
Russia is not pleased at tim dang«rous
aggrandizement of her Western neighbor;
Austria is rapidly recruiting her strength ;

France is endeavoring cvganizo an army of
1,200,000 mon. This unprecedented army can¬

not be designed merely to amuse the Parisian
belles by their brilliant manouvres in the
CJiamp de Mars. There is but one explanation
to the labors of the Military Commission, of|
which His Majesty is Chairman, viz.: a read¬

justment of the French boundary in the east.
Fierce combats are in ßtore for Germany and
Prussia, before tho great dream of national
unity shall be realized. It is unfortunate,
therefore, that thc Prussian Government should
continue its reactionary policy as regards in¬
ternal affairs, and pursue anything but a con¬

ciliatory course towards the recently conquered
dependencies. The great glory reflected upon
tho nation by the brilliant military achieve¬
ments has exercised a potent influence upon
thc most radical of deputies oven,-and this in

spite of themselves. They have generally
yielded, thereforo, in their controversies of
late with the ministry ; but this will not long
continue to be the case.

. Prussia, however, is dependent upon the
entire German people for a successful and
satisfactory solution of thc problem of national
unity, but this co-operation she cannot count

upon, as long as she repels, by an anti-liberal
policy, the sympathy to bo found everywhere,
even among the people in the South German
States. A different course might have been
expected from the known energy, wisdom and
prescience of BISMARK ; but the exciting events
of the past summer have proved too great a

tax on his nervous system ; and although he is
nominally at thc head of the Government, he
appears no longer to hav« sufficient energy to

repress the augmenting influences of the Court
and Junkerthum, (thc feudal party).
Some there be who expect great and im¬

portant changes from tho German Parliament;
but such is not our opinion. From the nature
of its constitution, this body will be without
influence, as it lacks tl. necessary authority
and power to have its decrees executed. The
only real purposo of this Parliament, thus far
apparent, seems to be to enable the King of
Prussia to obtain absolute control of the mili¬
tary power of North Germany. Thia he has
already as one of the results of the war ; but
the decrees of thc Parliament, it is thought,
will tend to reconcile the adverse populations,
and legalize what now seems an act of un¬

authorized tyranny.
Prussia is-not alone engaged in increasing

her army; every other European power is
doing the same, and on a Beale heretofore un¬

paralleled. Austria will not cease to plot, in
order to recover what she has lost. France
and Russia must ever remain powerful and
dangerous neighbors. Coalitions may, there¬
fore, reasonably bo looked for at any time,
which would prove too strong for Prussia, not¬

withstanding her splendid army. NAPOLEON is
the most dangerous ef all these. He has to

avenge a moral defeat which has injured his
position both in Franco and in Europe. If his
rule is to continue, he must gain a groat vic¬
tory, and this victory must be obtained on the
battlefield. French diplomacy is at work, to

Lake advantage of any false step on the part, of

Prussia; and the malcontent oourts of South
jîermany furnish a point (Vapptti.
The Staats Zeitung closes a long and interest-

ng article on this subject with the following
.emark : "Although war has wrought a great
:haugc in Europe during the past year, Prus-
da has become aggrandized, and Italy enlarg-
;d in her birders to tho utmost extent almost
)f tho national boundary,-and this, too,
ilthough she was defeated both by land and
jy sea,-Austria has lost a province, great
ind important, both from a commercial and
¡trategic point of view; and, by her exclusion
'rom Germany, she has been weakened both
norally and materially ;-France baa been

punished for tho punic politioal faith of her
ruler, and no longer holds the military hege-
nony in Europe, we believe that slill greater
manges may be expected in the next few
rears, for the year I860, in politics, haB not
"urnishod a single complete result. The fer-
nenting process of the transformation con-

inues, and a feeling of unrest, of terror

ilmost, pervades tho people of Europe, who
¡ce all the barriers of law overthrown, as

.hough they were looking forward to a war ten
imes greater than the one concluded last sum¬
ner by the peace of Prague."

THE IMPEACHMENT OF THE PRESIDENT.

Thc Washington Republican, spoaking of Mr.

ASHLEY, thc man who introduced the resolution
in Congress for the impeachment of the Presi¬
dent, says he was, some time ago, engaged in
some very dishonest acts, which were brought
to light before a Committco of thc House of

Representatives in 18(33. A report submitted
fo the Houso by this Committee, on the 28lh

February, 1863, shows that Mr. ASHLEY was

charged with "corrupt official conduct," and

only* escaped punishment by a "flaw in the

indictment," He was accused of obtaining an

office for a "consideration previously made,'
and escaped because it was not exactly proven
that thc consideration had been "previously
agreed upon." There was no question, how¬

ever, but that thc fraud had been committed.
AsnLEY, it seems, had procured the appoint¬

ment of one F. M. CASE as Surveyor General
of Colorado. Among his letters to CASE, re¬

ferring to the appointment, is one in which he

says that "thc office would enable a good busi¬

ness man (o make a fortune, and that he wanted

his (ASHLEY'S) brother as chief clerk." HQ also

says, in another letter to CASE, that he wants

to unite with him in all land speculations and

town sites.
This is the precious scoundrel who wishes to

impeach tho President. Wc conjecture that it

would bc found generally that, like the French
revolutionists, many of the leaders of the

present revolutionary Congress are men whose
characters will not stand the scrutiny of inves¬

tigation. The revolution has brought the cor-

ruptost monto the surface, and the high places
arc filled by them, to the disgrace of the nation
and the general disturbance of thc order, peace,
and prosperity of the land.
