office; after which it adjourned without a Vote.

Tlie Mbaour l Test Oath.
WASHINGTON, January 14.-Associate Justice

Field to-day delivered the opinion of tho United
States Supreme Court in tho Missouri Test Oath
case of John. A. Cummins, a Roman catholic
Priest, who was indicted for preaching and teach¬
ing without taking the oath prescribed by the Con¬
stitution of that State. Being plaintiff in error,
tho court decided tho Test Oath m thia case to be
unconstitutional, being in the nature of a punish¬
ment without triai, and in its character ex post
facto, and as a bill of attainder, the judgment of
tho court below is reversed, with the cfirec tiona
that the plaintiff shall depart without delay. As¬
sociate Justice Field also delivered an opinion of
the court in the ex parte cases of Garland and
Marr, who, having taken a part in the late re¬

bellion, asked to oe admitted to practice. Tho
court held that, as the State imposes a punish¬
ment which may not bavo boon imposable at the
time tho offence was committed, it is, in its na¬

ture, ah ex post facto law. Attorneys are not offi¬
cers of the United States; they are officers of ¿he
c?i a :d hold their offices during good behav&r.
Tat court is not the register of the edicts of any
other power. The applicants have received à
pardon from tho President, which relieves them
from the consequences of their offence, and makes
the citizen, in the eye of the law, what he was be¬
fore the offence was committed. Congress cannot
limit the prerogative of mercy, and cannot fetter
it by legislative restriction. It follows that the
prayers J: toe petitioners must be granted, and
also tbe prayer of Mr. Mair/ Tho rule which re¬

quires attorneys to take tho Test Oath must be re¬

scinded, and' the order is made accordingly. As¬
sociate Justice Miller, for himself, Chief Justico
Chase, and Associates Swayne and Davis, read a

dissenting opinion. ^

Earthquake In Oregon.
JACKSONVILLE, OREGON, January 14.-A telegram

says a terrific earthquake was felt at Fort Klamath
on the 8th inst. Tho sky was darkened with ashes,
and tho air filled with sulphureous vapors, which
came from the direction of Klamath Marsh. Kla¬
math Lake had fallen about six feet, and Crooked
Creek was completely dried up. This account
purports to bavo boen 'written by order of tho com¬
mander at Fort Klamath.

Destruction of a Steamer by Fire.

MoKCUS. January 14.-The steamer Sunny South,
running between Montgomery and New Orleans,
with a cargo of 1050 halos of cotton, was entirely
destroyed by fire at Fortland Landing, on the
Alabama River, on Friday night. The boat was

insured in New Orleans for $10,000. The largor
portion of tho cargo was destined for Mobile, on
which there is a full insurance.

GENTLEMEN: Your paper of the 5th has just
met my notice, and while I have no word of de-
fenco for tho Tax Bill, which is tho subject of your
strictures, I do ask to be permitted to say a very
fow words which may satisfy your citizens that thé
Charleston Delegation were not oblivious of the
interests of their constituents.
I was in Columbia during the late session of the

Legislature, and in the House on each dav that
che Tax Bili was under consideration; and objec¬
tionable as the Bill in its present form may be re¬
garded by the people, had it not been amended by
motions of the Charleston Delegation, it would
have been received with much louder complaints.
These amendments very materially modified the
Bill, and were adopted by tho House On the se¬
cond reading in the Senate most of tho amend-
wqits were stricken out, and the Bill restored al-
ruoWto its original form;.(he Housó refused its as¬
sent, and tho But aspassed is the resuit-;-first, of a
committee of conference, in which the Committoe
sustained each Us own House-and second, of a
coramitteeo of free conference, which reported at
near twelve o'clock at night, whon it was evident
that the session must either bo prolonged or the
Bill be lost, and tho operations of Government
cease. Hence its most objectionable features.
This is unquestionably duo to the late period of

the session at which tho Committee of Wave and
Heans iutroducedthe twomostimportantbills-tho
Appropriation and Tax Bills-anet this may be ob¬
viated if the Legislature can limit tho time" during
which bills requiring appropriations may be in¬
troduced. The Committoe of Ways and. Means
will then be enabled to approximate*the amount of
revenue required, and report tho Tax Bill earlier
n the session, when it can receive the careful in¬
vestigation which its importance demands. And
fara also inclined to the opinion that a preliminarylisenssion parly in tho session would authorita-
itvely settle thc principles.which should control
:ho Committee of Ways and Means in tho imposi-
ion of taxes, and materially obviate the difficul-
;ies of the present routene! I throw out those
suggestions for the consideration of. members,
vhoae' position and expérience cuable thom to di-
.cct the course of legislation.

Our New York Letter.

NEW YOBK January ll_In my last lotter I
threatened to inflict upon your readers a detailed
description of tho grand skating and fancy dress
carnival announced to take place on the next night
at Major OATMAN'S Park. True to my promise, or

my Ihrea4-, I duly took my stand in ono of the un¬

comfortably ci-nvded Sixth Avenue cars, in compa¬
ny with a party of ladies and gentlemen, a portion
of them Chariestonians and tho rest from Sumter,
8. C. After jolting about most unpleasantly in
the densely packed car, during a ride of nearly
threo miles, we got out at the corner of Fifty-
ninth street and found ourselves at tho scene of
action. On entering tho large enclosure we stand
on a highly elevated eminence and look down upon
the scene below. Tho young moon shines brightly,
and hundreds of lanterns of the variagatcd hues
of the bow of promise lend their aid to the flcklo
goddesB of the night to light up the sceno, whilst
Bengal fires of different colors shine here and
there with a lurid glare, as the light, reflected by
the smooth surface of tho frozen lake, playB fantas¬
tically on the bed of polished ivory and bespanglesit with diamonds. So far as tho fancy dress por¬
tion of the programme was concerned, it was a

partial failure, owing to tho circumstance that tho
man who hires out costumes was not on hand as
had been promised; nevertheless, we noted
among the skaters here and there an Irish Light
Dragoon, a Benedictine Monk, a pretty little
Red Riding Hood, a- tall lank hvo Yankee,
scores Of gentlemen with wax noses and
some with masks. The skating, itself was a
magnificent sight. As our party descended tho
deep flight of stairs,, and noted the graceful evo¬
lutions of the skaters, we hastened to get upon
tho ice itself, whore we could see them more to
advantage, seated ou one of tho many benches
that are placed around the sides of the pond. It is
really almost beyond the power of language to
convey to one who has not witnessed such sport
an adequate idea of tho beauty of the scene.
Some of the best skaters in this city wero present;
