THE COTTON (.:!!DP—-ITS FILTURE.

That most excellont joumul,‘ the “Iinarcial and
Commorcial Chronicle,” of January 26, contains
the following article on the cotton prospects for

perusal :

_In estimating the bearing of these probabili-
ties of nreduced eupply upon the value of raw
cotton, it is necessary, also, Lo take into account
the dprcspeci:s of the aupply Groat Britsin is lilesly
to draw from oiher countrigs than tho United
States. With roference to tho chiel somrces of
Eastern produoction, there appears to be a general
disposition to mnderate the estimates entertained
a few woeks age. The grounds of this change of
opinion in England are thus alluded to by our
London curre?fundent, under dato of January 5:

*\With regard to the cotton trade, it may be ob-
served that although spinners may purchase with
extreme caution, the present range of prices must
at least bo maintained, owing to the small -quanti-
ties of the staple afloat, and the prospect, there-
fore, of asmall importation for some wecks to
come. So far as is at present ascertained, the sup-
t;lj' of East Indian Cotton afloat i3 under 100,000

ales, while at this date in 1866 the quantity known
to bo on passage to FEuropo was nearly 200,000
bales; and with regard to America, it appears that
only 32,000 bales aro on pussage, against 60,000
bales in 1866. These figores are certainly in favor
of continued firmness in the colfon trade; Lut, as
successive advices from Indin report steadily in-
crensing shipnients of cotton to Lurope, spinners
will evidently continue to operate eaunfiously in
concluding sales. At lateat date,miz., December
21, the shipments of cotton from Bombay were
progressing at the rate of about 16,000 bales per
weok, baing a considerable increase as compared
wiih the previons weeks; and. as the seasnn for
new cotton had just commenced; there seems to
be every probabilit- that with the continuance ot
favorablo adviees from Liverpool the exporls from
Bombay will be on 8 much more extensive scale.
These advi-es, wo know, have been favorable to
the growers of cotton in India; hence there can be
but little doubt as to the naturo of cur future ad-
vices from the Enst. In the course of a month or
gix weeks wo shall most probably observe a largoe
inerease_in_the Tmntity of Erst Indinn cotfon
afloat. In Egypt the crop of cotton has certainly
beon productive of disappointment. We wore led
to anticipate a crop of 600,000 bales, but subse-
quent advices have reduced the estimato to
400,000, and finally to 300,000 bales. That the ero
is by no means 8o extensive as was announced &
ths commencement of the season may b3 consid-
ered certein; but in the present position of the
cotton trade, statistics relating to tue probable
production of cotton in any country should be well
authenticated b:fore full reliance is placed npon
their correciness. It may, however, be looked
upon as certain that the crop of cotton in Egypt is
superior to last year, although there is so con-
siderable falling off from the statements made at
the opening of the senaon, with regard both to the
oxtent and quality of the crop. Qur latest advices
from Alexandria rgport fair shipments of produce
from that port sincs:November 1, but a8 compared
lt:n%h 1864 there is o falllng off of about 7000

ales,”
These combined considerations require a mate-
rial curtailment of estimates of the total supply
from all sources entertained two or three months

by 250,000 bales for the United States, 250,000 for
India, 250.000 for Egypt, and 50,000 for Brazil, ma-

awnornting to 800,000 beles. These aspects of the
suﬂ)l}' have produced a strong disposition among
holders of cotton to stand firmly for higher prices;
o feeling not shakon by the movement amon

production of goods.

Surveying the general condition of the world’s
markets, it wonld seem reasonnble to expectan
active demand for cotton goods during the present-

ear,

% The politi.al status of Germany is settled, with-
out, at least, any prospect of immediate disturb-
ance, and with less commercial derangement than
might have been expected; and the Eastern gues-
tion which, until recently, loomed darkly in tho
horizon, presents no fertures likely to disturb the
larger markets for cotton manufectures. The
tone of business in Manchester is assuming a
more hopeful aspect, and spinners do not show
any reluctance to buy cotton freely at currost

prices. :
Amcmf those best acquainted with the condi-
tion of the South and with the disposition of cot-
ton growers, the opinion is strongly cherished that
the next crop will be more limited than has been
enerally expected. There can be no doubt that
e profits upon the present crop are too insignifi-
cant to encourage an extension of this branch of
production. The unwise tax upon cotton bears
with great severity upon the prowers, and has
swallowed up nearly all the profits upon the crop.
The burthen of testimony goes to show that, with
the enhanced costs of labor, and the unc:rtainty
about its employment, it is impossiblo, upon nn
average, to raise cotton for less than 25 cents per
pound; snd addirg to this the tax of 3 cenis and
the now heavy charges for trunsportation, it is
clear that there is no inducoment to lay out any
hrgT breadth of land in the production of the
staple.
The Southern crops of cereals, during the past
year, have fallen below the wants of that section,
and breadstuffs have consequently ruled high; it
is, therefore, reasonable to supposo that this year
more attention will be given to grain culture and
less to cotton-growing; and the more so as thowe
crops are less subject to suffer frcm the risks of
the seasons and_the irregularity connected with
the present condition of the new labor system.
The conclusion indicated by a survey of all theso
considerations appears to favor very decidedly thie
prevailing firmnesa of the cotton market.

The War Not Over.:
We do not kmow who wrote the following article
in the Ri®hmond Dispalch, of the 25th, from which
wo copy it, but from certain ‘“‘ear marks,” wo
should guess at Mr. Joux MitcHEL'S {renchant
pen:
We begin to believe in this favorite principle of
Mr. Stevens and his party.

extremity. The enemy advanced, and Griffin folt
that he had him just where he wantod him—viz:

If Grifin had at any time in the course of his
life encountered Genoral Johnston at tho head of
his gray brigades, we imagine that on this dey, in
Texas, the spectro of the hero would have risen up
before him, and he might not have been able to
hold the church door. As it was, ho had to deal,
not even with a Confederale ghost, but with « sad
train of mourners following to his grave all that
was mortel of a noble Southern chioftain. He felt
that he coald not only victoriously repulse tho
corpse, but also triumphantly insult the mourn-
ars. And he did it—alone-he did it. He “caused
tho body to be laid in the open air, where it re-
piained all day, and was visited by thousands.”
He thou,%ht he was showing his disrospect for the
dead; but he wzs, on the contrary, by his very out-
rage, enshrining him still more than ever 1n tho
hearts of thoee thomsands, and of hundreds of
thousauds more, who will road tho tale with hot
eyes. That piece of bare ground in Galveston be-
came, on tho moment, & shrine, u catofalque, o
taborneclo, and will one day bear a columu or a
statue, when no human being will kmow the name
of Griffin save as the name of the person who in-
sulted the ashes of & hero. However, it is Griffin's
day now—every griffin has his day.. But nobody,
we apgrahcn , will greatly admiro his achieve-
ment; for albeit a living dog is better than a dead
lion; vet, if it “lifts up its leg at the noble beast’s
earcase,” no one admires the dog.
