SPEECH OF EX-GOVERNOR PARSONS,
OP ALABAMA.

We learn from the Montgomery correspondent
pf iii© Mobile Advertiser that Ex-Governor PAU¬

SÓOS delivered an address before the Legislature
of Alabama, on tho 25th instant, pursuant to a

joint resolution of both Houses. Tho following is

reported to be an outlino of tho Governor's re¬

marks :

Taking strong ground against tho ratification of
the constitutional amendment, he said that if it
wai« nAapiad, under ito operation all laws passed
by State Legislatures would be subject to the ap¬
proval of Congress. The gravest consequences
would turn upon the action ofthe Southern States.
The object of the Radicals was to enfranchise tho
negroes. If sufirage was not allowed them, they
would contend it was an abridgment of the privi¬
leges and immunities of citizens ol tbe United
States. He argued in strong and forcible language
in support of the position, that all political power
-the right to make laws and the right to execute
them-should be alone vested in the superior race.

The black race will adhere to each other, and thc
contest for political power would be a fearful ore
for us and our children. The Radical majority of
Congress opposed auy distinction as to race or

color. If their policy succeeds there might be a

war of sections, and a war of races will be immi¬
nent, and we would see thc full measure of danger
of that astutely worded amendment. The con at i-
tational amendment was proposed and adopted iu
secret session, passed through Congress with
closed doors; there was no time afforded for de¬
bate or deliberation. The motivos of the Radicals
in adopting it were not made known, except so far
as they were disclosed in thereport ofthe majority.
The idea of the Radicals was that the conquered
were at the îorcy of the conquerors. The doc-
trine of despotism goes no further than that. He
believed they violated their oaths to support the
Constitution of the United States, lhere was' no
authority to impose penalties on a State, especially
those of.an expostface character.
The great desire of him who rules the helm of

State was, that he might be able to maintain the
position which he has so manfully taken, and
whose policy, if successful, would save us fro a
wild anarchy and ruin.
Our purpose in swearing fealty to the Consti¬

tution, ne said, was not that the party having
power can violate its sacred provisions at will
Such a course would allow a mere political party
to construe the Constitution, and make it an en¬

gine of oppression. Its name would be used, but
its reality would be gone. The third olause of the
amendment would operate unjustly, lt would

» disfranchise original secessionists and tho Union
man who opposed the war. The people of tbd
Southern States would never find it in their power
to control their own internal affairs. Ali m-rn, it
is true, could vote, even if they could pot hold
.office, and they would vote for men representing
their views, andthis would bean additional reason
why the bitter feelings which had existed between
the two sections would bo continued.
In this connection, the Bpeaker alluded in terms

of withering sarcasm to those men who called
themselves unconstitutional Union men, and main¬
tained that they were better Union men than any
of the rest of us.
The intention of the Radicals was to pass an

Enabling Act for the Southern States-not the
Territorial Bill, as many supposed-but an En¬
abling Act, under the operations of which State
Governments are to be inaugurated in the South
and all excluded from voting who cannot take the
test oath, or the oath to be prescribed in the En¬
abling Act.- If th ia act was passed negroes and
White men who can vote will elect members to Con¬
ventions and inaugurate the State Governments,
which will be controlled by these men; and the
pr&orical operation of it will be that a state of
things similar to that existing in the State of Ten¬
nessee will be inaugurated, where the government
is controlled by a very small proportion of tho
roting population.
He believed that the President would be able to

sustain himself, and trusted that he would receive
the support ofenough true men at the North to
be able lo secure- a satisfactory adjustment of our
difficulties. It was our true policy to adhere to
the letter and spirit of the Constitution. We
jBhould maintain the relations into which we had
entered with the United States Government in
gO"d faith. He know of no helter way of reinstat¬
ing the 3tate in all its former political relations to
the United States Government, than by observing
good faith and cor^-.lying fully with the oath we
fiad taken to support tho Constitutionofthe United
States. He said we should leam wisdom and self-
control from om* past history. He counselled an
adherence to the noble stand which has been taken
by the Legislature in rejecting the constitutional
amendment. There was no occasion for the Leg¬
islature to ftirnish the dagger with which to stab
its own people, and in ihia connection he quoted
the lines of Byron, referring to the death of the
poet, Kirke White :

"So the struck eagle, stretched upon the plain,
- Ko more through roiling clouds to soar again.
Views his own feather on the fatal dart;
And winged the abaft that quivered in ins heart.
Keen wereIds pangs, but keener far to feel
Benaradd tho pinion which impelled tho steel.
Whilst the same plumage that had war.-od his nest
Drank the last life-drop ofhis bleeding breast"
The'speaker argued forcibly in favor of moting

ont foll justice for the black population, and eulo-'
gized their good conduct towards the Southern
people duiing the war. There should be but one
law and one penalty for its violation, for white and
black. If this was not done, we reap the bitter
oonaequenceB of a refusal. Negro suffrage would
be forced upon us, and the scenes whijh devistat-
ed St. Domingo re-enacted in our midst. He
urged that all laws should be Cuthfully executed.
There was no use to pass laws which were allowed
to remain a dead letter on our statute books. It
waa the duty of every man to see the vagrant law
faitMoKy executed: He referred to the vagrant law,
and said it waa unjust in ita operations against our
Wadt population, and furnished a weapon which
was used effectively against us by our enemies.
The Northern papers state that in some portions

ofAlabama men with black faces go at dead of
sight and steal from negroes, and burn their
cabins, and leave by the light of the flames they
¿indio. The negro school houses, established to
aid in their development and enlightenment, are
burnt down. This, he said, waa a foul blot on our
people, and he denounced it in the strongest terms.
Lawlessness must be put down or the United
States Governmont would pnt it down in such a

manner as will be unpleasant to us. He alludod
in terms of the strongest denunciation to improper
articles which frequently appeared in tho Southern

Soers, and said that they worked great injurv to
e Southern people.

ABEBDEEN" THE GBEATEST ENVELOPE-IIAKLNO CITY

TNTBBWOBLD.-TA writer in an English journal,
describing the manufactures of Aberdeen, saya:
"The Aberdenians would seem to be scarcely less

celebrated for the manufacture of paper than they
are for granite ships and combs. Few might be
inclined to believe that one million of superfino
envelopes are made daily in this remote region of
the kingdom. But in addition to this, one firm
manufactures fifty tons of writing-paper a week.
At their nulls at Stoneywood, in the vicinity of
Aberdeen, and at the Union Works (the envelope
department), in the city itself, they give employ¬
ment to somewhere about two thousand persona,
and as far as regards onvelopes, the great propor¬
tion of which are folded and stamped by machine¬
ry, the Piries are believed to be the greatest
makers of the present day. They confine them-
aelvea to the production of note-paper, envelopes
and cards. The business was commenced by the
grandfather of the present partners in tho year
1770. The manufacture of gray, brown and tca¬

nap*? ia carried on at Watorton "and Muggienioas,
two mills a few miles north of Aberdeen, belong¬
ing to a firm who turn out eighty-six thousand
tona of paT>er weekly, and fifteen thousand tons of

OTocera'piper bags, for which latter they have a

machine capable of doing the work of twenty
women in any given time. They employ altogeth¬
er about two hundred and fifty hands. Tho ci¬

tent of the Aberdeen paper trade may be gathered
from the fact that there are five paper mills within
fifteen miles of the city, whereat no fewer than

two thousand five hundred persons find employ¬
ment.1* _^_
