SCOTT ¿ND CHAPLAIN FRENCH TO THEM.-A large
mass meeting of freedmen, assembled from thc
various plantations opposite our city, was held

yesterday on tho plantation of Mr. Fife. Several
planters were present. Thc people wore addressed
by Gen. Scott and Chaplain French. The ques¬
tions that had caused so much confusion were fully
explained, with tho rights and privileges of both
the landholders and tho freedmen. Such freedmen
.as held land certificates ander Gen. Sherman's
order oxpressed entire willingness to accept leases
of twenty acre tracts on the Port Royal islands.
We are informed a mutual good feeling seemed

very general between the freedmon and planters at
the close of the meeting. The former expressed a
willingness to make contracts with the planters,
or remove at once, and give placo ti> others who

were disposed to labor cn lower terms.
Both classes scorn d to regret that bad counsel¬

lors and the pernicious teachings of tho notorious
Bradley, who had beon among tho freedmen, wero

heeded", as to them alone can bo directly traced
the origin of all thc recent troubles.
General Neide, who has just reported to General

Scott, has been placed on duty with Captain
Brandt. With their judicious counsels and ma¬
terial aid, it is believed the freedmen in that re¬

gion will ail soon be busily, at work for the coming
season.
The citizens expressed their obligations to Gen¬

eral Scott for his second visit and prompt concilia¬
tory action. General Scott returns this morning
to Charleston,«and wo trust that the time has pass¬
ed for any further display of military power be¬
tween the planters and tbo freedmen. We will
trust both, and if such impostera and incendiar}"
emissaries as Bradley are kept aloof, the interests
of both parties will bo matenaUy enhanced.
