THE SPRING TRADE.

Wo have reached the middle of February, and
the pleasant days of Spring are upon us; the time
of all the year the most pleasant in our climate;
when the oceasional and fitfal rigors of Winter are
past, and ero yet the oppressive -heat of the Sun’s
vertical rays gives our atmosphere & tropical char-
acter.

The merchants ‘of this and adjoining Btates
for years have come to Charleston to make their
pnmhnsea, and the leading houses of ouf cily
were in busincss relations with every part of the
South and West. The several years of the war,
‘and, still more, the general disruption of the frame-
work of commerce, as of society, consequent npon
the disastrous close of our war, have done much
to derango this current of trade. Bub our raer-
chants have been up and doing. They set to work
promptly; fine stores weroc fitted up; large and
well assorted stocks of gogds - of every deecription
‘were brought here, and offered at reasonable rates.
The railroads have all been repaired, and are,

they were before the wsr. The' ratea of freight |.
are ressonable, and every effort is made, we have
reason to believe, by the President and Superin-
tendents, of the seversl lines of roads radiating |-
here, to facilitate the -business in every possibla |
way, andl we have of late heard but few complaints
‘on this score. There is now ragulu' communica-
tion by rail with every part of the ‘country; and by
steamboat with Savannah, Florida, the esstern
and northeastern parts of this Btate, as well as
with all the Iemzportsofthe North. The ave-
nues are all open, and there is every inducement
for buyers | to come, here. . .

We have :mporters and Jobbera hare in every
line of trade. Groceries, Dry Goods, Hats, Cloth-
ing, Faqey Goods, Hardware, Btraw Goods and
Milliner§i, Saddlery, Drugs, ; Paints, Boots and
Shoes, Books, Crockery,—in short, every thing that
human flesh would wish to be heir to, can be had
here in abundanoa, snd.- st prices a8 low as those
obtaining in New York the price of freight md
insurance olous being' added.” It is msmfestly
therefore to the interest of the emmh'y merchant
to purchase here, where:he is lmown ; where ‘he
can come and select his goods every month, or*
every two months, rather than go on to Now York
once or twioce & year. The old credit system, al-
ways & great curse to the country, i is abolished.
Transactions of all Kinds, both North'and Bouth,
as a rule, are for oash. Thisis found the best,
the safest, and altogother the most satisfactory
method of. transacting business now. Such is the
flnctuation in the price of gold, the standard of
the ciroulating medium, that the credit eystem
must of necessity be entirely incompakible with
it ; to say nothing of the very unsettled condition

of political affairs, and the general loss of con-
fidenoe, engendared thersby through every circle
of trade, through every walk of life.

Caah, therofore, is the word; of what is consid-
ered ynivalent, & efibrt crédit with city eectpt-
ance. On these terma goods are purchased, and
on these they must be sold; and however inconve-
nient the system may be at the cutset, in the end
it will be found that it works best to all “parties,
infinitely to the advantage of the jobber, scarcely
less 8o to the country merchant, and so likewise to
the retail purchaser and final consumer. It will
be easy, by following this plan, at+all;times for
each party to lake the measure of his standing.
The item of “bad” and “doubtful debts” will no
longer disfigure the *‘profit and loss” side of the
ledger; and - the consumer will not be under the
diagreeable necessity of meditating how topay for'
what has already been consumed. The old indis-
criminate credit system was impolitic, unfair, and
niguitous,—guch as ultimately must prove ruin-
ous to any country. Obligations between mer-
chanta snd merghants, or merchants and bankers,
are recognized the world over with scruptlous ex-
aotness. Bubthe moment the merchant enters
-nto any negotintions of this charactor with an
unmercantile party, never mind what his occupa-
tion or profossion, what his position in society, or
.what his character for honesty or integrity, he can-
"not feel the same confidence and security., This
fuct is tuc well known to need any proof in farther
elucidation. gCommercial honesty is often smeered
et by the moralist; the poet long ago said: “Honor
sinks where commerce long prevails.” We shall
not undertake . to say there -is mo truth in this.
But certain is that the merchant only, of all classes
of soociety, feels n.,nnmﬂ. obhgahon to redeem his
 pledge to the very letter; to meet his drafts on the
 very day they fall due. How this is to be done,
when his debtors do not make similar exertions,
unlesa he have an exhaustless capital, we are ata
"loss to indicale.

FPEILANTHROPY.

Human nature is very curious. While it is true
that in the main it is alwaysnnd everywhere the
same, yet it undergoes various changes from time
to time, the canses of which are still a mystery to
the mental physiologist. Virtues and vices par-
take of the changes of fashion; and although the
-‘rustic moralist” may, in his eimplicity, think
these standards have long been settled, he would
soon find, on opening a newspaper or going to
Congress, that what was once thought u virtue,
has now become all hat disreputable, and what
was formerly held very proper and highly respecta-
ble, is now o “covenant with sin;” an institution
recognized by Scripture, and, in days not long
past, legalized in every civilized and Christian
country, is now only known as the snm of all
villany.

Philanthropy is a vivtue entirely of modern in-

vention. It ia not denied that there were good

people in other days also. Anmama, hoses, Da-
ViD, BocRATES, ANTONINUS, HamoUN-AL-RascHD,
Arrnep, St. Louts, Barnarossa, the first Jaxrs of
ExcrayD, GEoree WasmivGroN, and others: they
were all very well; but they weve good only ac-
cording to the lights they possessed. It was heir
misfortune to have been born before the ninetecoth
century. Were these same men priviieged now to
revigit this earth, how they would oj their eyes,
and be rejoiced to sea all the blaci: peoplo made
white, and under the tender nurture of the Bureau.
Whether they wonid equally enjoy all the abject
misory, poverty and beggary, sickness aud death,
prostration of commerce, desolation of the country,
and all but ¢ famine through a largo part of the
country, we are not prepared to say.
