THE KEW RECONSTRUCTION RILL.

We lay before our readers this morning tho Bill

for the reconstruction of the Southern States, in¬

troduced by Senator SHEEHAN, and amended by
Mass«. WILSON and SHELLABARGER. The Bill

passed the Senate on Wednesday night, the 20th

inst., by a vote of 35 yeas to 7 nays, Mr. BEVEBDY

JOHNSON voting yea. The following voted nay :

Messrs. BUCKALEW, COWAN, DAVIS, HENDRICKS,

NESMTTH. PATTERSON and SAULSBUBY. Absent and

not voting : Messrs. ANTHONY, DIXON, DOOUTTLE,

GRESTES, GUTHETE, HARRIS, MCDOUGALL, NORTON,

NYE, RIDDLE and SPRAGUE.
It will be seen that this Bill establishes rruhltary

rule in the Southern States, confers suffrage upon
the negro, and disfranchises many of our citizens;

i. e., all those who are designated in the third sec¬

tion of the.Constitutional Amendment.
Said third section reads as follows: "No person

shall be a Senator or Representative in Congress,
or Elector of President and vice-President, or hold

any office, civil or. military, under the United

States, or under any State, who, having previously
taken an oath as a member of Congress or as an

officer of the United States, or as a momber of any
Slate Legislature, or as an executive or judicial of¬

ficer of any State, to support the Constitution of

the United States, shall have engaged in insurrec¬

tion or rebellion, or given a>i and comfort to the

enemies thereof. But Congress may, by a vote of

two-thirds of each House, remove such disability."
This clause, it would seem, was drafted with

special reference td Article VI. of the Constitution
of the United States, which reads as follows : " The

Senators and Representatives before mentioned,
and the members of the 'several State Legislatures,
and all executive and judicial officers, both of -the

United State:} and the several- State?, shall toa

bound by oath or affirmation to support this Con¬

stitution.'' lids provision has .reference only to-

Governors, Judges, Chancellors, etc. ; and to

such only it would seem tous tho above section
Of the Cons titutional Amendment refers. .,

¡ Of State officers, therefore; this would disfran¬

chise members ol' the Legislature, the Governor,
Lieutenant-Governor, the.several JudgesandChan¬
cellors, but woujdnotjiffectany one else.

Thereare, however, various opinions as to the'

meani.:g of this section. The Washington corres-

pondent of tho Baltimore 'Sun writes a3 foliows: .

"As now- constituted, fully one-thirdi'of thei white j
mon of the Southern" States will be disqualified,
not only frönt sitting in the constitutional conven¬

tions to be aaUed, Lut even from yoting for the
members thereof, i Mr. SHERMAN said it would dis«
franchiso- about .. lOyOOO only.: Mr. BUUEAEEW
thought 60,000, bat the real number will not fall
much short, if any, ¿1 itO.OOO. The debate, which j
ensued ort the motion to-concur, was lengthy; but
not generally of much interest. The two Mas?;;-
chosetts Senators took directly diverse -gnrana j
Mr. SUMNER'wanted all the rebels disfranchised,
Mr. WILSON wanted övery man, white and bïack,
to have the' ballot, all the rebels and all thc ne¬

groes. Mr. COWAN and Mr. HENDRICKS again
stated their objections to the Bili, Mr. Jqawsos,
in a brief but most aileeting speech ou thesad and
desolate condition of the Southern States; and the
utter hopelessness of their being restored to.th6
Union except through tiie consent- and on tho
terms of Congress, expressed his entire disap¬
proval of every feature of the-Bill, but so anxious
was he to welcome those States back, and diaper¬
ing of any other method than that indicated by
the will ot tho majority, he announced his inten-'
tion of voting for the BUL His remarks produced
a j profound impression; and Mr. WILSON and

other Senators carne up and pressed his hand
insilehce." ' : .._'"'
We do not think the number disfranchisedby

the immédiate working of the Bill will be much

over 5000; but thia, after all, is ofno real impor¬
tance; as* by. tho.spirit both of the Constitutional

Amendmen.t..and the.Bill just passed, all who |
hâve in any way jiarticipated in ihe late war

against the United States will soon be disfranchised.
Truly /this: is - a' sad hour for the «South; of j
humiliation and of bitterness. We can do noth¬

ing but submit. Vat pictis is cow at last coming
home to us. ..

There is now .naturally' great spckjulation as to

the probable course of tho Prt-sident. Upon a J
careful survey of events at Washington, and a con- j
sideration of the various conflicting-statements
that have emanated from that quarter within the

past few weeks, we have cometo the conclusion

that Mr. JOHNSON will give his sanction to this Bill.

It is understood that Messrs. SEWARD, STANTON

and MCCULLOCH are in favor Cfit, as a basis of set¬

tlement of the national difficulty. It is known

that a number of Democrats voted for it ; among

them Senator REVERDY JOHNSON, who is believed

tobe entirely in the President's confidence. Thé'

President, it is ;said, will do this to secare the

peace of the'eountry, while he, at the same time,
rids himself of the impeachment spectre, that has

so long been harassing him. A few days will de¬

termine the question.
The following is the Bill :

Whereas, No legal Slate Governments or ade¬
quate protection for life or property now exist in
the retel States of Virginia, North Carolina, South
Carolina, Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi, Louisi¬
ana, Florida, Texas and Arkansas; and whereas it
is necessary, that peace and good order should be
enforced in said States until loyal and Republican
State Governments can be legally established;
therefore,
Beit enacted, dc, That said rebel States shall

be divided into military districts, and made sub¬
ject to tho militarj- authority of the United States,
aa hereinafter prescribed, and for that purpose
Virginia shall constitute the first district; North
Carolina and South Carolina the second district;
Georgia, Alabama and Florida the third district;
Mississippi and Arkansas tho fourth district, and
Louisiana and Texas the fifth district.
SECTION 2. That it shall be tho duty of the Presi¬

dent to assign to ihe command of each of said
districts an officer of the army not bslow the rank
of Brigadier-General, and to detail a sufficient
militar}7 force to enable such officer to perform his
duties and enforce his authority within the dis¬
trict to. which he is assigned.
SECTION 3. That it shall be the duty of each offi¬

cer assigned as aforesaid to protect all persons in
their rights of person and property, to sup¬
press insurrection, disorder and violence, and to

punish or cause to be punished all disturbers of
the public peaco, and' criminals; and to this cud
be may allow local civil tribunals to take jurisdic¬
tion of and try offenders, or when in his judgment
it may be necessary for the trial of offenders, he
shall have power to organize military commissions
or tribunals for that purpose, and all interference,
under color of State authority, with tho exercise
of military authority under this Act, shall be null
and void.
SECTION 4. That all persons put under military

arrest by virtue of this Act shall be tried without
unnecssary delay, and no cruel or unusual punish¬
ment shall bo inflicted, and no sentence of any
miltiary commission or tribunal hereby author¬
ized, affecting tho life or liberty of any person,
shall be executed until it is approved by the officer
in command of tho district ; and the laws and regu¬
lations for the government of tho prmy shall not
be affected by this Act, except in so far as they may
conflict with its provisions.
SEGKON 5. That when the people of any of said

rebel States shall have formed a constitution of j
government in conformity with the Constitution J

of the Uniled States, in all respects, framed by a

convention of delegates elected by the male citi¬
zens of said State, twenty-one years old and up¬
ward, of whatever race, color or previous condi¬
tion, who havo been resident in said State for ono

year previous to tho day of such election, except
such as may bo disfranchised for participation in
tho rebellion or for felony at common law; and
when euch constitution shall provide that the
elective franchise shall be enjoyed by all such
persons as have the qualification herein stated
for election of delegates; and when such consti¬
tution shall ho. ratified by a majority of the
persons voting on tho question of ratification who
are qualified PS electors for delegates, and when
such constitution shall have been submitted to
Congress for examination and approval, and Con¬
gress shall have approved the same ; and when
said State, by a vote of its Legislature elected
undefsaid oonstitution, shall havo adopted tho
amendment to tho Constitution of the United
States proposed by the Thirty-ninth Congress, and
known as Article 14, and when said article shall
have become a'part of the Constitution of the
United States, said State shall be declared entitled
to representation in Congress, and Senators and
Representatives shall be admitted therefrom on

their taking tho oath prescribed by law, and then
and thereafter tho preceding sections of this Act
shall be inoperative in said State.
Then follows "WILSON'S amendment to this sec¬

tion : "Provided that no person excluded from
tho privilege of holding office by said proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the United;
States shall.be eligible to election as a -member of
tho convention to frame a constitution for any of
said rebel Stales, nor shall any such person vote
for members of such convention."

Mr.. SHELLAUAUGE?.'s amendmont makes sec¬
tion 6 : "That until the people of the said rebel
States shall by law be admitted to representation
to Congross of tho United States, any civil govern¬
ment that may exist therein shall bo deemed pro¬
visional only, and shall bo in all respects subject
to the paramount authority of the United States,
at any time to abolish, modify, control, and super¬
sede the same; and in all elections to any office
under such provisional governments all persons
shall be entitled to vote, and none others who are
entitled to voto under the provisions of the fifth
section of this Act. And no person shall be eligi¬
ble to any office under such provisional govern¬
ments who would be disqualified from holding
office un dor the provisions of the third article of
said Constitutional Amendment."
