THE SOUTH CARCLINA MURDER COM-
MITTEE.

‘We published, some {ime ago, &n abstract of the
majority and minority Reports of the specia. Com-
mittee appointed by Congress to “‘inquire into the
mrder of Union soldiers in South Guolma” The
majority report covered many columns, and
was based, a9 its strong point, -upon -the tes-
timony of Generals S1cmrEs, THOMAS snd others,
commanding Depariments in the South. From
the evidence given by these commanders, the
majority of the Oommitte drew very broad
inferences,—their minds having clearly been
made up before hand, both to declare the
South in & state of anmarchy, and also to cen-
gure the President for his course in the case of the
Anderson Prisoners, the subject more immediately
before them. =

‘The minority Report, signed by the Hon. Ep-
waARD Coopz, one of the Committes; exposes, the
fallacy of the ressoning of his collesgues, The
facts of the case, as set forth by Mr. CoOPER, com-
pletely exonerate theé President from any connec-
tion with the final reléase of the persoms who were
arrested and tried and convicted before a military
tribunal'in South Carolina. After sentence, as’our
readers are aware, thé punishment of two of the
prisoners was commuted by General Srcres, and
that of the others by the Preasident, ‘“under the
advice and recommendstion of the Becretary of
War.” Mr. STANTON testified before the Comimittee
that he advised the President to commuie the
sentence of these men because “it seemed to be
improper to recommend the execution of the capi-
tal entence when there was any doubt as to th:
