WASHINGTON, March 18.-In Hie Senate the cre¬

dentials of Mr. THOMAS, the newly elected Senator
from ll aryland, was presented. Tho motion to
refer thtm to tho Judiciary Committee was clabor-
ratcly discussed. Without action tho Supplemental
Bill was taken up, the Houso amendments were

concurred in, except that requiring the majority ot

registered voters to ratiFy the constitution.
Tho Bill authorizing tho Secretary of War to fur¬

nish BBOWNLOW with arms and equipments for
twenty-fivo hundred militia waa passed. The Son-
ate then went into executive session and after¬
wards adjourned,
In the Houso of Representatives a large number

of Bills were introduced and ordered to be referred
to tho appropriate committees when appointed.
The Iresident was called on for information

relativo to Fenian affairs in Canada, and tho French
evacuation of Mexico.
A joint resolution excluding liquor from the

Capitol building and tho adjacent grounds was

passed.
Tho Senate's Supplemental Bill was taken up,

i<nd the following clause was added to the oath:
"That the applicant for registration had never

been a member of the State Legislature or held

judicial office and afterwards aided the rebellion.5'
This wa3 to cover cases in Virginia, where since
1859 such officers wero not required to swear to
support the Federal Constitution.

In the sixth section, the clause requiring at least
half the registered veters to ratify the Constitu¬
tion, was stricken out, and a clause making false
swearing punishable was added, and the Bill
passed.
A resolution allowing a suspension of the rules

by a vote of two-thirds, during the remainder'of
this session, was adopted.
A rei olin iou directing tlie Judiciary Committee

to enquire whether Maryland has a Constitution
which Congress can consistently recognize as Re¬
publican, was adopted.
A joint resolution directing a suspension of pa}"

mont for drafted or enlisted slaves, and dißcharg"
ing tho Commissioners under said law, was

passed. ;
A joint resolution that money captured, and tho

proceeds of captured property, be paid into the
Treasury, was adopted. This amount includes
several millions now .in special deposit in. tho
Treasury. The House then adjourned.

on Thursday last. The manner of fcadeath is r! «?-
tailed as follows in a letter to tho Sentinel:

CHAPEL HILL, March 14, .1867.
The Rev. James Phillips, D.D., Professor* of

Mathematics and Natural Philosophy, and senior
member of tho Faculty ol* tho University, is no

moro. Though his health for the past two or

three years has not boen very robust, and tho
weather this morning \ cry inclement, with his ac¬

customed punctuality ho went to the Chapel, in
ad^auoo of Ino swiiiinons by tho t. ohego bell, for
tho purpose ol' oflioiating at morning prayer. Mr.
Herbert Mullett; a member of tho Juuior Clasaj on

entering tho Chapel after the bell h;id begun lo

ring, saw tho Docto.- seated alone ou the ros¬

trata, ÛOWCIÎ to him, ¡md, his 3 lue;-.ion nut being
-returned; approached; and just tis ho reached iho
rostrum perceived that ho was failing from hin
.seat. He dropped to tho floor inmio. iateiy in th«)

rear of thc puiyit, and died in less thau ten min¬

utes. Dr. íiftllott, the family physician, was iu at¬

tendance just as pulsation was ceasing.
Dr. Phillips was born in tho County of Esses,

England, on tho icldof April, 1792.

Our Washington Letter.

[SPECIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE DATXX NEWS.]

THE CONGRESSIONAL NUISANCE REFUSING TO ABATE
ITSELF.

THE CAPITAL, March 16th, 1867.-We are likely
to have our hopes of an early adjournment most
unceremoniously dashed, by the action of the
House. As I intimated in a former letter, tho
strength of even the very few members who favor
impeachment grows to be something colosal,
when exercised upon a House that has nothing to
do but wait paitently upon tho movement of the
Senate. And thus it is already being proven in
the Representative Chamber, and I fear, with a

power of arresting congressional adjournment, to
which there will bo little availing opposition.
The movement was made yesterday in the simi¬

litude of a resolution by LOGAN-BEN. BUTLER'S
right hand man-to instruct the Speaker to com¬
plete the formation of Committees for tho Fortieth
Congress, commencing with the appointment of
the Military Committee. This motion, which was

put twico, under different guises, and which, if
carried, at once places the House upon a business
footing, and induces an indefinite prolongation of
the session, only failed by a vote of fifty-five to
sixty-five, and required but the chango of five
votes to carry the proposition. LOGAN himself
avows that it was only thrown out as "-a feeler,"
and that, in approximating so nearly to a success¬
ful consummation, he sees the sure promise of ul¬
timately obtaining his end.
The significant fact, however, which points with

Buch dubious certainty to a lengthened sitting of
this extra extraordinary Congress, ÍB in the action
of the House Committee on Expenditures, which,
under a pretence of investigating and reporting
upon certain abuses in the New York Custom
HOUBC. has in reahty struck hands with the im¬
peachment junto, and with the hitter is conniving
to so protract the session as to enable the Judiciary
Committee to complete their case against the Ex-
acutive, and present tho several counts for his in¬
dictment and impeachment.
This coalition was formally apparent yesterday

by the adoption of a resolution providing that the
Committee on Expenditures shall investigate the
conduct of HENRY A. SMYTHE, Collector of the Fort
New York, with a view to impeaching that officer,

mould he be found to have been guilty of bribery
ur ether crime. This is all that appears upon the
mrfuce, but tho key to the plot is in a private un-

leistanding that immediately after disposing of
the President's veto to the Supplementary Recon¬
struction Bill, which is now before the Benate, the
Committee above referred to will report in favor of
impeaching SMTTHE. The House, having author¬
ed the preparation of the report, cannot well de¬
stine to give it immediate action, and so at least
tom* weeks of further business is at onuc made a

''special order" not to be arrested.
And then comes the coup (Fetal of the impeachers.

Tho Judiciary Committee, which is putting forth
herculean efforts toward the preparation of evi¬
dence against the President, have promised, upon
the faith of Mr. BOTHWELL, of Al asa acunsetts, to
be in readiness to report by the last week hr April.
By tho programme I have already inchoated, the
House wilt be made to wait upon the Judiciary,
and thus is opened the prospect of an endless ses¬

sion. .

THE AMENITIES OF DIPLOMATIC LIFE.

Yesterday, Senor FECUNDO GONI, tho newly ar¬

rived Spanish Minister, was presented to the Presi¬
dent, and "passed the time of day" with our Sec¬
retary of State. Mr. OOKI is a dark, handsome
man, about forty years old, whose diplomatic lifo
has been passed mostly in South American Repub¬
lics, like all new-comers, he is a stioklor for the
pomps and circumstance of his position, and in
visiting the Executive mansion yesterday he per¬
sisted in wearing the full uniform of his order,
notwithstanding the advice to tho contrary of the
attaches of his legation, who have been here long
snough to bocomo Americanized into contempt for
such mummery. Howbeit, the Minister repaired
:o the State Deportment in "full cap and feather,"
ind thence was escorted to the White House by
Secretary SEWARD. Of the subsequent interview
sith the Chief Magistracy, there is nothing worth
recounting, aa it partook entirely of that school¬
boy declamation which has boen in vogue for the
reception cf foreign representatives in this coun-

ry throughout the last decade.
It may not bo uninteresting to remark, however,

hat ISABELLA'S agent was not a little disconcerted
it the outset of the morning ceremonies, to find
Hr. SEWARD waiting to receive him, clad in robes
io more decorous than parti-colored dressing-
iown, and a very limp collar and cravat. His Bur-

irise was still further heightened when, on step¬
ping into tho dingy old carraige, Which tho Depart¬
ment hires by tho year for the use of the Premier,
io found scated opposite the doorkeeper of Mr.
SEWARD'S apartments, who was accompanying the
jarty as a bearer of tho inevitable portfolio of
'tate papers. Her Majesty's Minister had been
startled slightly by Mr. SEWARD'S rakish morning
iostume, but at being forced to sit vis-a-vis with a

nessenger of tho Department, and rah his gold
ace and decorations against the flimsiness and
seediness of SEWARD'S old coat, quite unsettled
lis reflections for tho remainder of the day, as I
earn privately from parties intimate with his Le¬
gation.
It does seem a little cruel that because SEWARD

is a slatternly old fellow-unkempt and fossilized
:ven when brought to the surface on State occa¬

sions-we cannot peremptorily put a BJ op to such
jutrageous woundings of the sensibilities of every
foreign minister who for the first time comes with¬
in our midst. Let the "Blue.Book" hereafter pre¬
scribe the clean linen in which tho head of tho
State Department shall be arrayed from week to
week, and, at tho same time, expressly tabooing the
presentment of that forlorn old morning gown on

public occasions.
THE REDMAN Di WASHINGTON.

pi cacher, po iticiau and mountebank, both before
aud during the war ; but who from his very pecu¬
liar nature bas made himself here, where he is
known, exceedingly unpopular among whites and
negroes. The latter class aro particularly bitter
against thisp-rson, as was demonstrated by a

meeting held here last evening, which was address¬
ed by a Dr. Harriss, connected with the Bureau.
The sable Doctor advocated Hunnicntt's principles,
and defended that person ; but ho found his sable
hearers wee not disposed to be gulled-one of
their mini ber, a Mr. James Brooks,-effectually
crmbattiug all tho remarks of the man of medi¬
cine
Tho reverend mulatto is expootad here to-mor¬

row night, when he intends to harangue the ne¬

groes in his usual Richmond style; hut I am as¬

sured by colored citizens of respectability that he
will meet with no reception, o thor than a tin-pan
serenade.
Tho city is garrisoned by two companies of tho

Twenty-first United States infantry, formerly Sec¬
ond Battalion Twolf h infantry, commanded by
Captain MeC. Netterville, Major Johnson is in
charge of the Bureau, as well as the commander
of the forces, and attends legitimately to bis omi
business. Tho troops occupuy the Citizens' Hall,
on ritre.-s Ann street, once used as a theatre, and
a placo tor holding political moetings. These two
companies aro veli satisfied with the location, and
for their amusement aud improvement Imvc estab¬
lished two reading rooms here, at which all the
k acting newspapers and periodicals of thc day are
received. A co f plaint u however made of nut re¬

ceiving tho Sunday Herald, a paper wiiich they say
always supplies tho deficiency in the news of the
week.

PROCEEDINGS OF CONGRESS. .

In the Senate on Thursday several petitions
were presented and referred. A bili was reported
back formally authorizing the Atlantic Telegraph
Company of New York to make soundings and lay
a cable on the American coast. Mr. Pomeroy in¬
troduced a bill authorizing the Postmaster General
to contract lor the weekly transportation of a mail
between New York and Bremen. Some other busi¬
ness of an unimportant nature was transacted, af¬
ter which Mr. Trumbull called up the Supplement¬
ary Reconstruction bill. Mr. Drake offered an
amendment authorizing the registered voters to de¬
cide whetherthey ¿ hould have a convention or not.
Aleugthy debate ensued, during which Mr. Fessen-
den declared that rather than force tho people of
the South hack into theUnion he would keep them
out. The amendment was rejected by a vo i e of 17
yeas to 27 nays. Mr. Drake then offered another
amendment requiring the electors to vote by closed
ballots, and providing that such Bhall be the mode
of voting in future, unless otherwise ordered by
consent of Congress. Messrs. ConkUng, Fessen-
den. Doolittle, Wilson, Henderson, Buckalow and
Corbett, spoke against the amendment, denouncingseorot bailóte. Pending the discussion the Senate
went into executive session, and soon after ad¬
journed.
In the House Mr. Covode offered a resolution

calling for a select committee .to investigate cer¬
tain charges of irregularities in the Treasury Dé¬
partaient. Mr. ChancLer objecting, the resolution
went over. A Bill was introduced fixing the time
for the election of Representatives and Delegates
to Congress; also one making eight hours a dav's
work for all mechanics and laborers employed by
tho Government. A petition asking that the same
privileges be extended to sailors as are now ex¬
tended to soldiers was presented. A resolution
was offered instructing the Committee on Elec¬
tions to report whether Mr. Hunt or Mr. Ohilkcott
was entitled to the seat as a Delegate from Colo¬
rado, i

FBTDAY'B PBOCEEDnraS.
The Senate passed the joint resolution to pro¬

hibit the eale or use of malt and spirituous liquors
in the Capitol building. A Bill was passed to pro¬
vide for the better security bf the lives of passen-
pers on steam vessels. The supplementary.Ach to
the Bill to "provide for the more efficient govern¬
ment o" the rebel States was then taken up. The
pending amendment, requiring that all electors
shall vote by ballot, was rejected. Ooo or

"two
amendments were adopted and the Bill said aside
until to-day. Jp lt
The House adopted a resolution authorizing the

Secretary of the Treasury to sell the coin and bul¬
lion now in the Treasury, claim d by cormin banks
ip Richmond. Va., and to retain the money derived
from such sale. A resolution was adopted direct¬
ing the Committee on Public Expenditures to take
into consideration the report made at the last ses¬
sion relative to abuses at the Dew York Custom
House. Another resolution, which was also
adopted, directs that if said Committee find that
Mr. Smvthe, the Collector of the Port of New
York, bas been guilty of bribery or- ofter' high
crime, it shall report articles, of impeachment to
the House.

Io the Bailor of the Richmond Times :

Sra :: I observed that tho Times has reprinted a

long and circumstantial statement representing
me, said to be taken from a Dublin paper, in which
it is asserted, amongst other things, that I have
" consented to be the future chief of -the Fenians
on both sides of the Atlantic :". and further, that
" tho sack of Chester Castle (in England) was pre¬
vente by th 3 order of John Mitchel.'' I am not
the chief of the Fenians on either: side of tho At¬
lantic; and I never sent any order,%or knew of
any order being sent, to regulate, to further, or to:
prevent any movement or proceeding of the Fe-:
nians, either in England, in Canada, in Ireland, or
in tho United States. "' I
I find, further, that American and Irish, jour¬

nals have printed a certain letter addressed to
Captain Gra: e, Fenian organizer for Minnesota,
and purporting to have been written by me. It is
true that I dU reply to a communication'from this;
Captain Grace, but the letter which I wro.o is not
the letter which he has published.. I g.ve him;
permission to print my answer; but, instead of do-,
ing so, he has given such parts cf it as he thought
might serve hi8 own branoh of tho Fenians, sup-
presssd the rest, and altered what he has jointed.
Such are the perils, and. eometimes tbo p^rdties,
of answer,ng letters from "Centres" that are not in
the circle of your acquaintance.
Tho substance of what I wrote was, that while I

approved of the Fernán organization in America
and in Ireland, I disapproved strongly of calling
on the people for largo contributions "of money for
immediato milit .ry operations, under tho .delusion
that anything important could be effected, either
in Ireland or in Canada, so long as England is at

Ssaco both with France and with fr e United
tates:-that I thought it wrong and cruel to de¬
mand such socr ces and such risks from the Irish
settled in America, upon the faith of every man
who promises 1"insurrection in the harvest," or
"war this year." or any given year:-~that ic was
too much in the Irish character to be impatient
for quick results; and that if the organizations
here could content themselves with keeping up
their own exißtenco for the present, demanding no
larger subscriptions than are sufficient forthat
purpose, I ehould be happy to co-operate with
them, waiting patiently for the essential condition
of all effective movement-war between England
and either of the other powers I have named.

It is with groat reluctance I have made these
rectifications, because I greatly respect and ad¬
mire the patriotic eagerness of my countrymen-for
the destruction of English dominion in their na¬
tive country; and it is.painful to me to say a word
which looks liko discouragement. Nothing but
the bxtonsive misuse of my name could have in¬
duced me to break my silence. '

One of its mem¬
bers-Judge Lawrence-had gone on a secret mis¬
sion to Canada, to toke tee tim ny there. He Y
boasted when he was about to start that he would
bring back evidence enough to convict tho Presi¬
dent, if all else failed. j
"What ho did bring back.; i¿! not: known to the

outside world, b_t as it. is contained in what,
takea.together, did-notf in the opinion of tho com¬
mittee, furnish sufficient grounds for impeach¬
ment, it may be concluded that it doesn't amount
to much.
"The ordeal to which tho President's private

character, as well as his public record, hau been
subjected, is one from which there are very few
men in tho United States who could escape un¬
harmed.
"Every person who knew or pretended to know

anything to his detriment, has been closely ques¬
tioned. The foulest scandal and meanest gossip,
of the streets have been solemnly resolved into de-'
DOsitionB against him,. Men whoso testimony
would not be rocoiv<-.d" unchallenged before thc
pettiest .police judge,-have been called upon to
swear against him, and ho has hal no opportunity
to defend himself againBt the most malignant
calumnies or the vilest slander.

'.And yet, after this drag-net of filth and libol
has boen atw-rk for nioro than two months, wo
.re told, practically, that*enough has not yet boondiscovered against him to warrant an indictment,
and moro time is asked to complete tho work.
"Now, it will bo admitted on .all hands that tho

President caïuoot bo impeached, except for/hign
crimes and misdemeanors.'

"Is itvery likely hat auch offences as would con¬

A .\nv National Debt.
The following wo clip from the Boston Post of

Thursday :

The claips of loyal men, North and South, for
property taken or for property destroyed during
the progress of Ihe war, beguii to come in at the
beginnii.g of tho first session of the last Congress,
and were referred to tho Committoo on Claims,
at tho head of which was Hon. Columbus Do.-
lano, of Ohio, one of tho aolost and most
oonsiderato men in public life. The New York
Times says: " So startled was tho Committee by the
amount of these claims that they reported a reso¬
lution, which was forthwith adopted, that until
otherwise ordered no claims of thia character from
thc citizens of the Southern States should be en¬
tertained. But this was simply a tcmporaiy eva¬
sion of an inevitable duty. It was like Bhutting
one's eyes to a danger too fearful to bo faned. Tho
Committee did not dare to let the country under¬
stand tho oxtont of these claims-which are per¬
fectly just, and can no more bo ignored than can
the Seven-Twenties or any other part of the public
debt. What the amount of theso claims will provo
in the end to be, tho country has no moans of
knowing.
Mr. Delano has intimated two or throe times,

wliilo urging vigorous measures of taxation in
Congress, that they would bo large enough to tax
to tho utmost the resources aud thc courage of
the wholo country. And we havo very good reason
to behove that tao amount of such ot huno ola.ms
as will bc found tu bc perfectly just, and auca as
must bu paid, will approach very nearly, if it does
no: equal, what ia iuidcrsto.)d to be t.io present ag¬
gregate of tuc .National Debt. This may acorn ex-
ua.'agant, as it certainly is alarming ; hut we be¬
lieve time will show tuat it ia not an over-atateiuoni
of tho actual fact."
