PROCEEDINGS OF CONGRESS ON TUES¬
DAY.

SENATE.-The House joint resolution authorizing
the Secretary of War to transfer to the managers
ofthe Ohio asylnm,for disabled soldier.') and sailors,
the government property at Camp Chase was taken
up and passed. The Bill prohibiting any further
payment to the owners of slaves drafted into tho
United States servico was taken np, and after dis¬
cussion, laid ovor. The Committee on Military
Affairs reported favorably on the House Bill fer
thc payment of awards for the capture of Mr.
Davia. A resolution was offered by Mr. Conness
providing for tho appointment of a committee of
three Senators to inquire into the publication in
newspapers of tho proceedings of the Senate in ex¬
ecutive session. At tho suggestion of Mr. Conk-
ling, tho resolution was laid over.
A Committee of Cjnferenco was appointed on

tho supplementary Military Bill. A Bill was passed
authorizing tho Secretary of War to issuo one snit
of clothing for each invalid soldier in any regular
Soldier's Home in the United States. Mr. John¬
son, of Maryland, rose, and stated that his col¬
league, Mr. P. F. Thomas, Senator elect from that
State, had requested him to ask that his creden¬
tials should be referred to the Judiciary Commit¬
tee, as he courted tho fullest investigation into all
his public acts. The reference was accordingly
made. A Bill was introduced declaring that nb
person shall be eligible to either House of Con¬
gress who has ever borne arms again't the United
States, or aided, in any manner, any hostile Gov¬
ernment. It was referred to tho Committee on
the Judiciary. The Committee of Conference on
the Supplementary Military Bid made a report,
which was concurred in by the Senate. An Execu¬
tive session was hold, after which the Senate
adjourned.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.-A Bill was passed

to romedy the defect in the enrollment of tho Bill
relative to import duties on woollens from which
the words ''long woollens" were inadvertently
omitted. A joint resolution was passed prohibit¬
ing the further issue of Agricultural COIIOÍTO scrip
to any Southern State, except the State of Tennes¬
see, until such States are fully restored to all thoir
constitutional rights as States in the Union by
Congress. A Bill was also passed exempting lad¬
ders made of wood from the internal revenue tax.
The Supplementary Militan- Reconstruction Bill,
as amended by thc Senate, was -taken up, and the
House refused to recede from its amendments
thereto, and ordered a committee of conference on
the disagreeing votes.
A joint resolution was passed extending tho pro¬

visions of the Bill in relation to the publication of
the laws to the States not mentioneu in said Bill,
and to the Territories, and providing for the pub¬
lication in three papers in Louisiana. Mr. Ste¬
vens then callenup his BÜ1 for the confiscation of
property in the Southern States. It will bo found
in iud in tho proceedings elsewhere. Tho Bill
confiscates all tho public lands belonging to tho
ten seceding States, and all the lands and other

Property forfeited by the Act of Congress of July
7, 1862, all of which is to be seized, condemned
and sold.
Ont of the proceeds each adult malo freed slave

ig to receive 40 acres, and each one who is head of
a family 40 more. Ont of the balance a sum of
fifty dollars for each household "is to bo appropri¬
ated to the erection of buildings for the use of tho
late slaves. $200,000,GOO is to be invested in United
States six per cent, bonds and the m tore et added to
tho pensions of Union soldiers, and $300,000,000 is
to be appropriated to pay damages done lo loyal
citizons by the civil or military government of tho
Confederacy. Tho remaining sections of the bill
prescribe the methods and machinery by which it
is to be carried into effect.
Mr. Stevens proceeded to make a speech upon

the subject, but had uttered only a lbw sentences
when his strength failed, and he was compelled to
ask Mr. McPherson, the Clerk, to continue tbo
reading of it. Tho whole Bubject was then post¬
poned until December next. The House then
went into Committee of the Whole and took np the
Bill appropriating one million of dollars ro the
relief of the South. After a long discussion the
Committee roso without toking any action on the
Bill.
Tho Conference Committee on tho Supplementa¬

ry Military Reconstruction Bill made a roport,
which was"concurred in, after a short discussion.
The House recedes from its disagreement to the
Renate amendment, but inserts an additional
amendment prv.vid.ng that Congress shall be sat¬
isfied that there was no interference with voters at
tho election, and that the Constitution adopted
meets tho approval of thc majority of the poopie
in the several States. The House thon adjourned.

such mutual concessions as will lead to a restora¬
tion of our formor happy relations,"
Governor Gcory, of Pennsylvania, in a recent

massage lo tho Legislature of that Stato, acknowl¬
edges tho receipt of theso resolutions, and
suys that under ordinary circumstances he
would be satisfied simply to submit tho com¬
munication without commont, but, Kays he, when
"wo reflect that tho people of North Carolina
inviting this assembly aro not in full commu¬
nion with tho loyal States ; that they have
boen for '

many years in tho habit of looking
with great indifference upon the national interosts,
and of tolerating disloyalty; tha-. throughout the
thrilling and sanguinary war of the robeson thoy
used their utmost efforts to destroy the Consti¬
tution and tho Union, and to establish a hostile
Government of their own; that they recently re¬
fused to ratify tho mild and wholesome amendments
to the Constitution; that Congress,by the passage
of the Reconstruction Act, has made a salutary
provision for their future military government,
and that for tho other refractory districts lately
engaged in rebellion, is not tho presumption with
which these unrepentant rebels and subjugated
traitors now ask for mutual concessions surprising?
Tho people of Pennsylvania have always been lcyal
to tho government, fruo to the constitution and
taws of tho nation, and'have stood in the foremost
ranks of the defenders of tho Union, Tfcey have
no concessions to make, certainly nono to those,
who have waged a troublesomo war, and who have
been conquered at tho pomt of tho bayonot. Tho
doctrino is certainly abhorrent that delea' ed trea¬
son should ask the loyal men of this country to
meet them upon equal terms in Convention to
amend the Constitution they ropndiated and at¬
tempted to dostroy. Tho guilty failure of those
men has assigned them to a far different task-
submission to the terms of the conquerers and
obedience to that law which we all obey.

THE PRESIDENT'S VIEWS OF THE MILITARY. BILL.-

The Washington correspondent of the Ilerala of
Tuesday, says :

In an interview with President Johnson last
Sa turday, the subject of reconstructing tho South¬
ern States under tho mw military governor bill
came up, and his opinion berg asked on tho suo-
jeet, he shook his head gravely and remarked that
thc holding ot elections under military control
was in conflict with the spirit of republican insti¬
tutions, 'Thon rising and retiring to an ad orning
room he returned with a book in hishand and read
tho following extract from an address of Daniel
Webster to the citizens of Massachusetts, on tho
occasion of the celebration of the completion of
the Bunker Hill Monument, on tho 17th of Juno,
1843.
They aro yet on their trial, and I hope for a fa¬

vorable result ; but truth-sacred truth-and fidel¬
ity to tho causo of civil libertv compel mo to say
that hitherto thoy have discovered quite too much
of thc spirit of that monarchy from wliich they
separated themselves. Quito too frequent resort
is made lo military force, and quito too much of
the substance of the people is consumed in main¬
taining armies, not for dcl'enco against foreign ag¬
gression, but for enforcing obedience to domestic
authority. Standing armies are tho oppressive in¬
struments for governing the peoplJ in thc hands
of hereditary and arbitrary menarche. A military
republic, a government mondo l on mock elections
and supported only by thc sword is a movement in¬
deed, but a retrogrado f.nd disastrous movement,
from the regular and old-fashioned monarchial sys¬
tem. If mun would enjoy the blessings of repub¬
lican government, they must govern themselves
by reason, by mutual counsel and consultation, by
a sense and feeling of general interest, and by tho
acquieecene of tho minority jn tho will of tho
majority properly oxprcsscd, and above all, thc
military must bc kept, according to tho language
of our bill of rights, in strict subordination to the
civil authority. Wherever this lesson ia not both
learned and practiced, there can bo no political
freedom, A b'snrd, preposterous is it, a scoff and a

satire on free forms of govornmsnt to be prescrib¬
ed by military leaders, and tho right of sufljago lo
be exercised at the point of the sword."
HÍ3 (tho Pr-sideut's) own feelings, he said,

agreed with Mr. Webster on the subject.

LAiBEST DATES BY THE ATLANTIC CABLE.

LONDON, Marjh 10.-Largo bodies of troops have
boen sun) to Liverpool to preserve the peaco, a

riping ot tho Irish in that city being apprehended.
A large number of Fenians have been captured in
various paris of Leland, and many of them com¬
mitted for high treason. A general rising of thc
Foniaus is expected to take place throughout Le¬
land to-morrow (St. Patrick's Day!. Thc Govern¬
ment, which .« fully informed ol' tho movomouia of
the Fenians, is behoved to be able to suppress any
insurrection before it assumes very formidable
proportions.
Tue emigration to America from Cork, for the

past few days, has been extremely large. Many
of tho emigrants were recognized as being con¬

nected with Thu recent Fenian uprising near Kil¬
larney. It is supposed tho miiisual exodus ia
carny d. in part at least, from anticipated bloodr
shod in Ireland.
DUBLIN, March 17.-Thc fears that the Fenians

would attempt anothev general rising to-day have
not been roalizcd. Dispatches froni all partj of
the Island report that thc country is quiet. Fre¬
quent arrests are made by thc Police in the dis¬
affected districts.
LIVERPOOL, .tiarch 17.-No disturbance was

created here by the Fenians to-day, as was feared,
and tho city is entirely tranquil.
They have made $50,000 for the State by a tax on

dogs hi Mississippi at fifty cents per head.

SIR. STEVENS' CONFISCATION BILL.

The following is the Bill for confiscating South¬
ern property, which THAD. STEVENS has introduced
in Congress, and which has been postponed until
next December :

Whereas, It is due to justice and as an example
to future time, that some prompt punishment
should be inflicted on the people who constituted
the "Confederate States of America," both because
they declared an unjust war against tho United
States, for the purpose of destroying republican
liberty and permanently establishing slavery, as
well as for the cruel and barbarous manner in
which they conducted said war, in violation of all
laws of civilized warfare ; and also to compci
them to make some compensation for the damage
and expenditures caused by the said war. There¬
fore,
Be it enacted, &e., That all public lands belong¬

ing to the ten States that formed the government
of the so-called Confederate States of America
shall be forfeited by tho said States, and becomo
forthwith vested in tho United States.

SEC. 2. And bo it further enacted, That the
President shall forthwith cause tho seizure of such
property, belonging to tho belligerent enemv, as is
deemed forfeited by the act of July 17,18G2, and
hold and appropriate the same as enemy's proper¬
ty, and proceed to condemnation with that already
seized.

8EO. 3. And be it further enacted, That in lieu
of tho proceeding to condemn tho property thus
seized, as provided by the Act of July 17,1862, two
Commissioners or more, as may bo by him deemed
necessary, may bo appointod by the President for
each of the said Confederate States, to consist of
three persons each, ono of whom shall bo an officor
of the army and two shall be civilians, neither of
whom shall bo a citizen of the State tor which he
shall he appointed, and the said Commission shall
adjudicate and condemn tho property aforesaid
under such forms and proceedings .as shall be pre¬scribed by tho .Attorney-General, whereupon the
title to said property shall beoome vested in tho
United States.
SEC. 4. And be it further enacted, That out of

the lands thus soized and confiscated, tho slaves
who have been liberated by tho operations of tho
war and the am ndment to the Constitution or
otherwise, who resided in tho said Confederate
States on tho 4th of March, 1861, or sincj, shall
have distributed to thom forty acres for each adult
male, and to each person who ia head of a family
forty acres, to be held in feo simple, but to bo ina¬
lienable for the next ten years after they become
seized thereof. Por the purpose of distributing
and allotting the said land, the Secretary of War
shall appoint as many Commissions in each Stato
as he shall doom necessary, to con ist of three
members each, two of whom, at loast. shall not bc
citizens of the State for which they are appointed.
Each of said Commissioners shall receive a salary
of $3000 annually, and all necessary expenses.
Each Commission shall be allowed one clerk, whose
salary shall be $2000 per annum. The title to the
homestead aforesaid shall bo vested for tho nso of
the liberated persons aforesaid, in. trustees, who
shall bo appointed by the Secretary of War, and
shall receive such salary as he shall direct, not ex¬
ceeding $8000 per annum. At the end of ton years
the absolute title to. tho said homestead shall bo
conveyed to the said owners, or to the heirs of
such as aro then dead.
SEC. 5. And bo it further enacted. That out of

tho balance of the property thus soized and con¬
fiscated there shall bo raised, in the manner here¬
inafter provided, a sum equal to $50 for each home¬
stead, to be applied by the trastees, hereinbefore
mentioned, toward the erection of buildings on tho
said homesteads l'or tho ase of tho said slaves, and
a further sum of $500,000.000 which Bhall bo appro¬
priated as follows, viz: $200,000,000 shall be invest¬
ed in United States six per centum securities, tho
interest of which Bhall bo semi-annually added io
the pensions allowed by law to pensioners who
have become so by reason of the lato war; $300,-
100,000 or so much thedjtf as may be needed,
Bhall bo appropriated to pay damages dono to loyal
citizens by the civil or military operations of the
Government of the lately sc^colfed Confederate
States of America.

SEO. 6. And bo it farther enacted, That the pro¬
perty of no one shall be seized whose wholo estate
on the 4th of March, 1865, was not worth more
than $5,000, to be valued by tho 'said Commission,
unites he Bhall have voluntarily beoom an officer
or employee in the military or civil service of the
"Confederate StatoB of Amerio," or in the civil or
military scrvico of some ono of tho said States,
and in enforcing all the confiscations tho sum or
value of $5000 in roal or personal property shall be
left or assigned to tho delinquent.

SEC. 7. And bo it further enacted, That the
Commission shall put a just and impartial valua¬
tion on all the property thus seized and forfeited,
and when such valuation shall be completed in tho
several States, all tho said Commissioners shall
meet in Washington and assess the $500,000,000
aforesaid, as well as thc allowances for tho home¬
stead oaildines. pro raia on each of-thn properties
or estates thoa seized, and shall give nonce of
such assessment and apportionment by the publi¬
cation, for sixty days, in two daily newspapers in
Washington, and ih the two daily npWHpapers in
tho capitals of each of tho said Confédérale States.
SEO. 8. And be it further enacted, That if the

owners of tho said seized and forfaited estates
shall, within ninety dave after tho first of the said
provisions, pay into the Treasury of tho United
States the sum assessed on thoir estates respec¬
tively, all of theil* estates and lands not actually
Appropriated to tho liberated slaves shall be re¬
leased and restored to thoir owners.
SEC. 9. And bo it Portlier enacted, That all land,

estates and property of whatever kind, which shall
not beredëqriiéd, as aforesaid, in the ninety days,
shall be seid and converted into money in such
time and manner as may be deemed by the said
Commissioners most advantageous to tho United
States ; provided that no arable land shall be sold
in largor tracts than five hundred acres ; and pro¬
vided, farther, that no longer credit shall bo given
than three years.

ARREST OE HON. JOHN MORRISSEY, M. C.-The
Irish Times of the 1st inst, gives its readers the
following piece of information :

Last night at tho Limerick Junction, Assistant
Inspector General Brownrigg, of the constabulary,
arrested, on the arrivai of the mail train from
Cork, John Morrissey, the celebrated prize fighter
and member of the United Stator Congross, on a

charge of Fenianistn, just as he had alighted from
a first-class carriage. Ho had arrived at Cork by
tho Cunard nteamer Australasian, and was pro¬
ceeding lo Tipperary town. Ho is known as the
man who had tho first great fight in Canada, near
the American frontier, abouc eight years ago, with
John C. Becnan, whom Morrissey defeated after a
dosperato fight of twenty-three rounds, which
occupied nearly three hours. Ho has since becomo
a gm palace proprietor and ' logislator, and joined
tho Fenian Brotherhood at its commonccmcnr,
having subscribed largely to its funds. Morrissey
when arrested fainted, and had to bo taken to the
gontlemou's waiting room, whore restoratives had
to bo applied, after which ho was taken to Dublin.
In consequence of Ilia arrest, a largo force of in¬
fantry waa sent down carly this morning to the
Junction, where the mon aro encamped, for the
protection of that place.
When it is remembered that Mr. MORRISSEY is

occupying his scat in Congress, the above will be
appreciated,
REVOLUTIONARY MOVEMENT IN COBA_We aro re¬

liably informed that thoro is a deon under cuiront
of politics in the Islaod of Cuba, which is designed
soon to develop into a movement of serious conse¬
quences. It has its promptings in tho recent
attempt at poliiionl revolution in tho mother
30U"try, tho Spanish Peninsula, and it has f r its
special*object the return of Gen. Dulce to tho Cap¬
tain General's pala'co at the Havana. We aro as¬

sured that not only the politicians, but thc officers
ot tho army and navy are doop in tho scheme, ex¬

pecting, if it bo successful, to secure better pay
and promotion.
Wo do not doubt tho reality cf this movement,

nor its wide ramifications. Wo aro assured of
both on the most undoubted authority, Such un-
dorcturents, however, have always oxisted in tho
Island, evf r since thc first attempt' to throw off
tho Spanish yoke in tho American colonies.
There havo boon attempts of tho people
to gain their indepondcuco; attempts to
abolitionizo the Island: attempts of thc Creoles
to overpower tho Spaniards; attempts at
everything nuder tho ann, from tillibusterisni
on à graud scale down to a local emente. But
they havo all amounted to nothing, and that is
whv tho Island of Cuba is still called "the cver-
faitliful Isle." Held tight in tho Spanish vice,
eho has. alono, of all thc Spanish'American colo¬
nies, thc honor of a loyal nomenclature, And now
eo finn is sho hold, by the presence of a powerful
army and navy, and hy almost impregnable foi t-
resses, as well as hy tho executive offjoss all being
in the hands of Spaniards, who arc, every few
years, fresh from tho Peninsula, that thcro is
scarcely the p ssibility of tho success of any revo¬
lutionary movement.-. ATeio Orleans Times.
