The Great Banquet of the Season.

SPEECH OF GOV. ORR.

BURIAL OF THE DEMOCERATIC PARTY.

At 6 o'clock yesterday evening the members of
the Board and their invited guests entered the
spacious and clagant banque hall of the Charles-
ton Hotel, to the inspiriting music of the U. 8. 6th
Infantry Band, which was stationed under tha ver-
andah in the quadrangle.

The hall had been besutifully and tastefully dec-
orated, under the supervision of A. W. WARDELL,
Jr., Esq. At the head of the table the Stars and
Stripes were unfurled, enshrouding within their
folds the Palmetio Flag. Over tho contre wos the
following legend: “When commerco flourishes,
orosperity reigns.” The room was further decora-
ted with the British, Russian, French and Spanish
flags. The fou: ensemble of the Hall was of daz-
zling splendor. Never befora have we seen tables
go finely ornamented, and all in parfect taste. In
front of the President was auchored a large vessel,
the George Peabody, under full head of steam;on
the table *o the left was the Temple of Liberty, an
elegant 8. .aoture, in the construction of which not
a little archilectural skill was exhibited. Opposite
to it was a locomotive and freight train crossing
the Edisto Bridge. Further down or the eastern
table was a pyramid of steple productions of South
Carolina cotton and rice, and opposite to it o
splendid Palmetto tree, with fac simies of . Sea
Island cotton piled around. These orcaments wers
all manufactured by Mr Jorx Marror, King street.
In addition to these ornaments a neat bouquot wzs
placed by each plale. There were in all about 200
covers.

The
power exists i that body to dictate thoee ferms, It is
secure for tie next two years, snd when they place them-
selves squarely and broadly upon that platform, I for
one, do not propose to go to the Supreme Court or sny
whero alsq, tor the purpoee of disputing that power; but
in good fuith I will accept the terms, humillisting as
they may be, and openly, fairly and squsarely urge their
adoption before our people. (Great applause.)

As I have szid to you these terms are humiliating, and,
in many rcspects, ungenerous and unjust, but when
Congress excreiso their power in epite of the President of
the United Siates, and without regard to the Constitu-
tion which has in vain been held up to them for the last
eightecn months, I see no othercourse for u to adopt
o5 o matier of interest than to yicld. I happen to bie one
of that c¢lsss of peisons that are disfranchised A
henceforth, and forever, Ihave neither the privilege of
enroling myself a8 & voter of my vole at the bal-
lot box, nor of becoming a candidate for the humbiest
office under this organization, and, therefore, the conn-
gel which I may offer uponthe present acoasion may be
rogarded as accepted by even those who are In the habit
of distrusting me as the expreszlons of an individual en-
tirely disintercated and anxious only for the welfare of
his people. [Applause.] :

I regard that tostl-
monial as & indication ot the respectand uffaction which
her sons entertain for the Executive of the State, now
sod in all times past, and I trust that the same regard
will oe extended to her E tive in future, - (Applause )
Iam glad to meetyou on the present occusion, becsuse
this meeting iz calculated to promote the commercial

ty of your State. I um especinlly glad, if jorno
otber renson, to meet you amid such pecullur sseocia-
tious, I find around me the high diznituries and fune-
tionaries representing the army &nd navy ot the United
States. D}Applau&u.} I also tind around me the civil
officers of the Goverament of the United States. (Ap-
plausge.) I fiud also the chief officers or your own ciiy.

It is the first occavion winch I have had the opportu-
nity of attending, at least within the l'mits o soutn
Carolina,

since the termination of our umortunate wui,
where with such & combinadon of influences there have
been exhibited embstantial evidences that we were at-
tempting to reconstruct the Union, and again reunito in
the same spirit of amity which existed previous to the
commeuncement of the suruggle. (Applause.)

I ghould be very glad, it it were in my power, to Indi-
cato a plan by which the prosperity of Charleston,—a
city which not only enjoys tne afectons of your people
lhiere, but the affections of the peopls oi the entire stade,
to a degree which is not enjoyed perbaps by any city upon
earth,—I will not except even the city of Paris, of which
it is said that Peris is France,—may be assured; but L
know of no means of your promoting your prosperity, in
the t aspect o1 aftairs, without tho introduction of
capital. When I look around, snd recognize gentlemen
here of the highest charucicr, intelligence and enter-
p ise, I Tealize that Charluston does ot lack for che cle-
ments that are calenluted to give her a position highor
oven than ehe oocupned in former times. (Apususe.)

You need capital. How is.that capital to be produccd?
Previous to the war you had s bonuing capital uwount-
ing to eomething like %14,000,000. You bave uow &
b cupital amounting to ubour $400,000. Look ut
the coutrast ; $400,000 us comp.red with 14,000,000!
And you have necded, during wils preseut season, tha.
514,000,000 more than you did when you shipped from
the port of Charlestoa 300,000 bales of cotton. Durnug
the prosent yoar you had brought to your port probabiy
not more than 100,000 bales ; snd if you wid travel
through the State you wilt find that whe crop to be
brough® here noxt full will be materially reduced. Why?
Because ag merch nts, factors aud ugents, vou have not
been able to extend to the farmer und planter those ficil-
itles for coltivating the bropd acies mow lyug idle,
wuick wow? have yiclded their truit, if he could havu
commsanded the nevessary capiwel How then, Mr.
Presideut. and geutlumen, are theso diliculties to e
removed ?

Yor two long years it hag been my aim to conduct the
aftnirs of the State in & manner that should develupe its
resources, and yet be, 1 accbrdance with the courso in-
dicated by the Exccutive of the Upited States. In &
measgure, however, my efforts have been unsvailing, and
within the last thirty days 8 sl greater chauge Las been
- ecesgituted. After we had done all that was requited of
south Carolina, Conygress comes Torward and declares
that that body, and not the Presideut, hus the right to
dictato the ierms upon wlich tne recoustraction vt the
btate is to be effucted. Carrying out that view, Congress
passed o bill n¢ its regulur session knowu as th. Sher-
man Bill, and, durmg its rec nt ecssiou, what is krown
as the Supplemental Bill; and the vitul guestion uow
presentsu 10 the peopls of South Curoliua, s woll as the
pecple of all the Southern States, is wheier wo shall
aceept the terms of those billa aud endenvor carnestly,
and in good fuith, to carry out their provisious, or Tuld
our arws 1n silence, apathy, indifference and contempt,
with o determinauon 1o take no step. Lhis is the ques-
tllmpmcnm to the considerution of the Southern puo-
ple.

[GExNERAL ORDEERS No. L]

I. IN COMPLIANCE WITH GENERAL OEDERS NO.
10, Headquarters of the Army, March 11th, 1867, the un.
deraigned hereby sssumes command of the Second Mill-
tary District constituted by the Act of Congress, Fublic
No. 8, 2d March, 1867, entitled “An Act for the more
efficlent government of the rebel Stafes.””

1. In the execution of the duty of the Commanding
General to maintain the security of the inhabitantsin
their persons and property, to suppress insurrection, dis-
order ;i:nd _violence, and to punish or cause to be pun-
ished all disturbers of the public peace and crimrinals,
th, local civil tribunals will be permitted to take juris-
dicHon of and try offonders, excepting only such casesas
may by the order of the Commanding General ba refered
to & Commission or other military tribunal for trial

IL. The civil government now exiating in North Caro-
lina and South Carclina is provisional only, and in all re-
gpects subject to the paramounnt suthority of the United
States, at any time to wbolish, modify, control or super-
cede the same. Local laws and municipal regulstions
not inconsistent with the Constitution and laws of the
United States, or the proclamations of the President, or
with such regulutions as are or msy be prescribed in the
orders of the Commsanding General, are hereby declared
{o bo iu forco; and, m conformity therewith, civil officers
are hereby authorized to continue the exercise of their
proper funotions, and will be respected and obeyed by
the inhabitants,

IV. Whenever any Civil Officer, Magistrate or Court
neglects or refuses to perform an official sct properly re-
quired of such tribunal or officer, whereby dueand
righttul security to person or property shali be denied,
the cage will be reporied by the Post Commandcr to these
Headquarters. -

V. Post Commanders will cause to be arrested persons
charged -vith the commission of crimes end offences
when the civil authorities fail to arrest and bring such
offenders to trial, and will hold the accused 1 custody
for trial by Military Commission, Provost Court or other
tribunal organized pursuant to orders from theao Head-
quarters. Arrests by military authority will be reported
promptly. The charges preferred will be accompanied
by the evidence on which they are founded.

VL The Commanding General, desiring to praserve
tranquility and order by means and sgencies most conge-
nisl to the peopie, solicits the zealous and cordisl co-
operation of civil officess in the discharge of their dulies,
and the ald.of all good citizens in preveuting conduct
tending to disturb the peace; and to the end that occa-
slon may seldom arise for the exercise of military su-
thority in matters of ordinary clvil administration, the
Commanding Genersl respecifully and earnestly com-
mends to the peopleaud authorities of North and South
Carolina anrescrvod obedience to the suthority now es-
tablished, and the diligent, congiderate and impartial
execution of the laws enacted for their government.
