GEN. SICKLES’ ADDRESS

TO THE

In accordance with our promise yesterday morn-
ing, wo publish in full, to-day, the address of Gen.
D. E. S1ceces_at the dinner given by the Ch rles-
ton Board of Trade on Tuesday evening last. If
will be read with interest. General Sickles said :

Mr. President and gentlomen, I thank you
for yom kind expressions of co.fidence and
commendation. The reation I bear to the
people of the Carolinas, while temporarily
charged with the supervision of th-ir gov-
ernmont, imparts additional interest and gratitica-
tion to the honor conferred upon me on the pres-
ent occasion by so many persons of consideration.
I prosume some of you may oxpect from me inti-
mations as to wy line of conduct. I shall not, 1
fear, gratify even a reasonable degree of curiosity
on that subject. But at all events I may, without
departing from the reserve imposed upon me by
my official position, end its responsi ilities and
duties, tell you what I shall not do.

_ First, I shall not for o moment think of depriv-
ing myself of the able and efficient co-operation
my old friend Governor Orr. (Great cheering.)
Nor shall I fail to aviil mysnlf of the aid and asgis-
tance of any other civil officer in South Carolina.
who performs his duty as zealously and faithfully
as I know Governor Orr has endeavored to dis-
charge his duty. (Cheers.) !

Gentlemen, Iam sure I can add, not only for my-
gelf, but for every rfficer of the sxmy of the United
States, sorvinz under my command, that under no
circumstances will we sanction any act of injustico,
spolistion or wronz committed upon any citizen of
North or South Carolina.

Gentlemen, I w.ll offer to you another assurance;
you hava my authority for the statement to capital-
ists, tradeis, to manufacturers—to ell who desire
to embark :Vlilﬁi'lom agricultural fleld of labor, and
to all who to invest moneys in your securitics
and in your lands, that the military authoritios will
do nothing tending toimpuir the vaiue of your pos-
sessions, or o increase the risks of those who bhave
herstofore embarked in enterprises on your soil
Whatever we can do to strengrhen confidence in
your resources, and to promote the material pros-
perity of the commonwealth shall be done,

I coneur heartily in the oonident expectations
which have been expressed as to your future. Iam
one of those who believe that there are few things
illxllgosaﬂglg to Americans, I believe that tha civil

political misfortunes, the disaslers in trade
and agrioullure, the privations, hopes aud dis-
couragements you have snffered, and which would
have crushed almost any people who had not ex-
sraordinary energies, perseverance and faith in
the future, will all be conq_narad by the elas-
ticity, vigor wnd fortituca characteristio of
the ~American people. There is nothing in
tha history of Bouth Carolina that suggerts
that you are an ex-eption to theso traits of cur
countrymen, It may not be unbecoming in me to
say, although you would perhaps refrain from
saying 80 yourselves, that, in the war which has
just closed, the people of the South have shown
such resources, and the ability to employ thn,
end such encrgy, and resolution, ond couraee, o3
will, if wisely directed, sumount greater difficul-
ties than any now bofore them.
I will go further, and venture a suggestion in
reference to your line of a~tion. OF course I shall
not tres upon the T ilitical arena; for as to
that I am as mush dwsquanfled as his i-}xcenency
the Governor, tuough not hy & oonstitutional
amendment. (Linghter.} I shall sbstain, as I
am required to do by the daties of my position,
from sny allusion to the political bearing of any
matter which you have to consider. With this ro-
servation, let me say to you. gevtlemen, in all cnn-
dor, that one of the first duties you have to dis-
charge to yourselves and to your fellow-citizens, is
to ramove all distrust as to your purposes, Zeelings,

prosperity and power, as in culture and military
renown. Power thus developed is conservative to
nations and to civilization, Itmay be that for a
brief period while the new order of things is in
process of adjustment, the productive eu.]i:;ity of
the South will be impaired, This cannot % long.
I'he cotton crops raised by free labor last year
under greator disadvantages than aro likely <ver
to oceur again, sold for as much as the largest .crop
ever raised in the South, Before many years the
most prosperous, opulent and contonte rical-
tural population in the world will cultivate the ter-
ritory lving between the Potomac and the Rio
Grande.

In conclusion, let me borrow an illustration from
the most brilliant of modern historians. ‘‘Ariosto
tells a pretty story of a fairy, who, by some mys-
terious” law of her nature, was condemned to ap-
pear at certain seasons in the form of a foul and
venomous snake. Thoso who injured her during
the period qf her disguise, were forever excluded
from participation in the blessings she bestowed.
But to those who, in_spite of her loath-
some aspech, Pltl&d’ and protected her, she
afterwards revealed herself in the beantiful and
celestial form which was natural to her, accom-
paniod their squs, granted all their wishes, filed
their homes with wealth, made them happy in love
and vietorious in war. Buch a spirit 18 liberty.
At times she takes the form of a hateful reptile.
Sle grovels, sbe hisses. she stings. But woe to
those who in disgust suall venture to crush her!
And happf' are those, who, having dared tore-
ceive her in her degraded, frightfol shape, shall,
2t length, be rewarded by her in the time of her
beauty and her glory.” (Great cheers.)

T trust that nothing more will he expected of
mo than to return my sincere thanks for this hearty
manifestation of your land regard and esteem.

[GENERAL OBDERS No. 1]

1. IN COMPLIANCE WITH GENEBAL OBDERS NO.
10, Headquarters of the Army, March 11th, 1887, the un- -
dersigned- hereby assumes command of the Second Alil-
tary District constituted by the Act of Congress, Public
No. 68, 2d March, 1867, entitled “An Act tor the more
efficient government of the rebel Btates,”

11. In the execution of the duty of the Commanding
Genersl to maintain the'security of the inhabitants in
their persons snd prorerty, to suppress insurrection, dis-
arder and violence, and to punish or cause to ba pun-
ished all disturbers of the public peace snd cxixinale,
the local civil tribunals will be permitted to take jurls-
diction of and try offenders, excepting only such casesss
msy by the order of the Commsanding Genaral be refered
to a Commiesion or other military tribunsal for trial,

I1. The civil government now exsting in North Caro-
lins and Bouth Carolins is provisional only, snd in all re-
gpects subject to the paramouut authority of the United
States, at any time to ubolish, modify, control or super-
cede the same, ,Local laws and municipsl regulations
not inconsistent with the Comstitution snd laws of tic
United States, or the proclamations of the President, or.
with such regulaiious ns are Or may be prescribed in the
orders of the Commanding General, are hereby declured
to be in force; and, 1 conformity therowith, civil oflicers
are hereby suthorized to continue the exercise of their
proper functions, and will be respected and obeyed by
the inhalitanie,

IV. Whenover any Civil Officer, Magistrate or Court
neglecta or refuses to perform an officinl act properly re-
quired of such tribunsl or officer, whereby due ant
rightful securily to person or property shall be denied,
the case will be yeported by the Post Commander tu
Headqguoarters.

V. Post Commandera will cause to be arrested peramf.
charged with the commission of crimes and offences
when the civil suthorities fail to arrest and bring such
offanders to trisl, and will hold the acoused in custody
for trial by Military Commiagion, Provost Court or other
tribunal organized pursuant to orders from thess Head-
quarters, Arrests by military suthority will be reported
promptl, o charges preferred will be sccampunied
by the eviitnee on which they are foundeod.

VL The Commanding Geueral, desiring to preserve
tranquility and order by means aud agencles moat conge-
nial to the people, solicits the zealous and cordial co-
operation of civil ofticers in the discharge of their duties,
and the ald of all good citizens in preveuting conduct
tending to disturb the peace; and to the end that occa-
slon may seldom srise for the exercise of military au-
thority iu matters of ordinsry civil administration, the
Commusnding General respecifully and earneetly com-
mends o the peopleand suthorities of North and South
Carolins unreserved obedicuce to the authority now es-
tablished, nnd the diligent, considerale snd impartial
execution of the 1aws enacted for their government.
