?*noonday-Yellow Fever.^'Th'e; deightfutweather
generally enjoyed during this month will no doubt
jndnce many strangers to test the salubrity of the
climate, and- we feel, confident that they will not
Tegret tije.jBtep.

-other way tho bufe of mortality would provo the
correctness of the assertion that even with the

? yellow fever, Charleston is more healthy than Bos¬
ton.

THE CHARLESTON POLICE.-There are few cities
of the size aitd importance bf' Charleston that are

under a bettor or more perfect municipal govern¬
ment. Sinai tho close of the war, both before and
after the organization of the civil government, we
nave had fewer rows, ordisturbances of any de¬
scription, thin the majority of the Southern cities.
Although tho impoverished condition of the
treasury has prevented tho po^.c.? force from being
increased to the same size tl lit was employed be¬
fore the war. yet tho present small body, number-
lng only 150 men, have been found fully capable to

preserve order in the city. The men are under
admirable control, and their duties are performed
with a strict regardto the rules of the office, copies
of which are given to each private on his becom¬
ing coméete d with tho force. Some of the princi¬
pal rules laid down are, that the policeman shall
not use his baton, or abuse any prisoner, except
in self-defence. For the instruction of those par¬
ties who may have fônned a different opinion re¬

garding the rules and regulations, we publish the
following sections :

No. 118.-"Any member must not use his baton
except in tbs most urgent case of self defence."
No. 33.-"Any member of the Department who

shall wilfully maltreat or use unnecessary violence
towards a prisoner or citizen, shall, on complaint
Deing made, and the* fact established by compe¬
tent testimony, be immediately discharged from
office."
Every cara is taken by the officers to see that

the men art what they claim to be, guardians of
the peace, and any conduct that would tend to incite
a disturbance is severely punished. .

The eniieate cordiale now existing between the
civil military authorities is a proof, that should
occasion require, they will act in concert and not
bo antagonistic, but in the present quiet condition
of the city therejbs no dancer of any disturbance
that cannot be quelled by úhe force employed for
that duty.

NEW HOSE REEL.-WO ffflftho pleasuro yester¬
day of inspecting a new hose reel, ordered and
-made in this city for th? Marion Fire Engine Com¬
pany. Thi3 Company was authorized by the City
Council to procure a hose reel, and were advised to

purchase one at the North; but they wisely con¬

cluded tba'; it was best to encourage home manu¬

facturers, md gave tho contract to Mi*. HENRY
'STEINKEN, machinist, at No. 280 Meeting street,
near Spring, and tho result has proved that their
judgment was correct. Mr. STEINKEN has labored
faithfully nt his contract, and has produced a reel
that will l>ear comparison with any that has been
brought from the North. The entL*o cost has
been abonl. $450, which -s $50 cheaper than those

imported; and, with the exception of fie two bells,
the entire work was done in this city, and at Mr.
S.'s workshop.
The reel is fight and well-balanced, and the

closest scrutiny fails to find any defective points.
It is paint<3d red and gilt, and on each side bears
the hame of the company, while the tool-box, in
the rear, has the motto "We'll Try" inscribed on
it in gilt hitters. The caning on tho pole and tho
omamentt.1 brass work immediately attracts atten¬
tion by their neatness, and the lout ensemble will
not fail to convince the beholder that the Marion's
nave obtained a reel that will match with their en¬

gine and be an ornament to the Department.
With th* exception of tho two bells, which were

procured from thc North, the ontiro reel was man¬

ufactured in this ci y, and is nu ample proof that
Charleston mechanics are capable cf producing as

nnework as their sharper and more practiced
"brethren of other cities. The reel is furnished
with two lino bells and three lanterns, and is in

every respect complete and perfect, and wo con¬

gratulate the Swamp Fox Company upon their ac¬

quisition.

The petition of D. T. CORSIN, Esq., for admis¬

sion was read by Col. JOHN PHILLIPS, late District

lina.
The petitions for citizenship of JACOB H. C. CLE-

BEOK and FRANOIS MELCHEBS were read by RODOLPH
SEIGLTNO, Esq., and the Court being satisfied that
all the circumstances connected with the case

were correct, they were sworn and admitted as

citizens.
The Judge then addressed the Grand Jury,

Tlie Annual Parade of Fire Department.
CHARLESTON, S. C., April 15, 1867.

Messrs. Editors: An announcement has been
made through two of the daily papers, that the
Annual Parade of the Fire Department has been

postponed from th e 27th to the 30th instant. This
is greatly to be regretted, as there seems to be no

suitable excuse why the postponement has been

agreed upon by the Board of Firemastors, and
probably no legitimate pleacan be shown that ren¬
ders necessary any delay. It has been laid down
by the City Council, in an ordinance in relation lo
the annual par&le, that the same shall be
held on the 27th of April in each year, unless
that day be Sunday, and I think that the
Board have assumed more authority than is
entrusted to their keeping by postponing the
parade without the sanction of Council. The day
on which the parade falls suits all classes of
our community, especially that portion which com-

I poses the department. The parade, if allowed to
take place at the time appointed by the Ordinance,
would enable all who participate in the same to
take a day of rest ofter its occurrence, and would
hot cause a farther loss of time to the members of
the department-many of whom are compelled to
resume their duties immediately after it has trans¬
pired. It is hoped that, if the Board have not
made final arrangements for the change, that a

reconsideration may be hod, and the day on which
the parade falls be adhered to. Annexed is the
extract from the Ordinance referred to:
An annual parade of the incorporated companies

for inspection by the Mayor and Aldermen of the
city, sholl take place on the 27th day of April-or
if the said day be Sunday, then on the Tuesday
next thereafter-in each and every year, and the
Board are hereby authorized to extend the neces¬
saryorders for the same.

created by any existing law shall not be disturbed, nor

shall thc possession or the use of the samo be in any
wise interfered with, except in the execution of a judg¬
ment or final decree, in cases where they are authorized
to be enforced.

X. In suits brought to recover ordinary debts, known
j as actions ex contractu, bailas heretofore authorized,
shall not bc demanded by the suitor, nor taken by the
Sheriff or other officer serving the process. In suits for

trespass, libel, wrongful conversion of property, and
other cases ku'.v, n as actions ex delicto, bail as heretofore
authorized may be demanded, and taken. The prohibi¬
tion of bail in eases ex contradi-, shall not extend to par-
tics about to leave the State ; but the fact of intention
must be clearly established by proof.

XI. In criminal proceedings, the usual recognizancos
shall be required and taken hythe proper civil officers
heretofore autho/ized by law to tako the same, Provi¬
ded : That upon complaint being made to any magis¬
trate or other person authorized by law to issue a war¬

rant for breach of the peace, or any criminal offence, it

shall be the duty of such magistrate or officor to issue
his warrant upon the recognizance of tho complainant to

prosecute, without requiring him to give sacurity on
such recognizance.

XII. Thc practice of carryiug deadly weapons, except
by officers and soldiers in thc military service of the Uni.
ted States, is prohibited. The concealment of such wea¬

pons on thc person will be dcemod an aggravation of thc
offence. A violation of this order will render the offen¬

der amenable to trial and puniphment by Military Com¬
mission. Whenever wouudiug or killing shall result
from thc use of such weapon, proof that the party carried
or concealed a deadly weapon, shall bo deemed ovidence
of a felonious intent to lake thc life of the injured
person.
X'H. The orders hcrctoforo issued in this Military

Department, prohibiting the punishment of crimes and
offencesby whipping, maiming, brauding, stocks, pillory
o» other corporal punishment, are in force and will bc
obeyed by all persons.
XIV. Thc punishment of death in certain cases of bur¬

glary and larceny, impos d by the existing laws of the
provisional government in this Military District, ls abol¬
ished. Any person convicted of burglary; of larceny,
when the properly stolen is of tho value of twonry-flvo
dollars; of assault and battery with intent to kill; or of

any assault with a deadly weapon, shall be deemed guilty
of felony, and shall-be punished by imprisonment at
hard labor for a term not exceeding ten years nor less
than two years, in the discretion of the Court havingju¬
risdiction thereof. Larceny,' when the value of the prop-
prty stolen is less than twenty-five dollars, shall be pun¬
ished by imprisonment at bard labor for a term not ex¬

ceeding one year, in the discretion of the Court
XV. The Governors of North and South Carolina shall

have authority, within their jurisdictions respectively,
to reprieve or pardon any person convicted and sentenc¬
ed by a civil court, and to remit Anea and penalties:
XVI. Nothing in this order shall be construed to re¬

strain or prevent the operation of proceedings in bank¬

ruptcy, in accordance with the Acts of Congress in such
cases made and provided, nor with thc collection of any
tax, impost excise, or charge levied by authority of the
United States or of the provisional Governments of North
and South Carolina ; but no imprisonment for overdue
taxes shall be allowed. Nor shall this order, or any law
of the provisional governments of North or South Caro¬
lina, operate to deny to minor children, or children com¬

ing of ago, or their legal representatives, nor to suspend,
as to them, any right of action, remedy, or proceeding,
against Executors, Administrators, Trustees, Guardians,
Masters or Clerks of Equity Courts, or other officers or

persons holding a fiduciary relation to the parties or the
subject matter of the.action or proceeding.
XVII. Any law or ordinance heretofore in force in

North or South Carolina, inconsistent with the pro¬
visions of this General Order, is hereby suspended and
declared inoperative.

Headquarters, in reference to the proceedings of the civil
authorities of South Carolina in the collection of taxes,
the following letter of instruction from his Excellency
the Governor, to the Comptroller-General, is published
for the information of all concerned :

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENTS. C., 1
COLUMBIA, 19th February, 1867. J

Hon. S. L. Leaphart, ComptroUer-Otneral:
Sra: Upon conference with several of tho Tax Collec¬

tors, as well as the Attorney-General, I am satisfied that
the enforcements of the Acts of the General Assembly,
according to their technical import, will be very oppres¬
sive to tho poor who are unable to pay their taxes and
have no property, and who, in such contingency, are re¬

quired to be arrested and confined in jail until they do
pay the execution; and it will impose a ruinous burthen
on the State to pay for dieting all who may be arrested.
When OQCO placed in jail, there is no power to release the

delinquent until the Legislature meets. In the present
straightened condition of the finances of the State it must
be avoided, and you are hereby directed to issue a notice
to the Sheriffs of the several Districts, instructing them
not to arrest and put in jail any delinquent in a tax exe¬

cution unless such Sheriff, upon inquiry, shall be satis-
fled that be or she is fraudulently concealing property, or

withholding money belonging tè him or her; and that in

every case whore he believes tho delinquent is unable,
for want of means, to pay, that the execution shall be so

endorsed, and no proceedings further taken upon it

The instructions of the Governor wül be carefully ob¬
servedby Sheriffs and all other officers. Sheriffs or other
officers charged with tho execution of process for the col¬
lection of taxes, will be required to report to the Com¬
manding Officer of tho Post in which their duties arc

performed, the names of all parties imprisoned for the
non-payment of taxes, the amount of tax due, and the
amount of costa and fees, together with the evidence
showing "that he or sho is fraudulently concealing pro¬
perty or withholding money bolonging to him or her."
Post Commanders wül see that the requirements of this

Circular are observed.
