"hat is the impending danger? Simply the re-
action after the gebn.nch. When it comes, a reck-
oning will he the first in order.

There will bo a legion of defaulters. Those who
have carried & multitude of schemes in their hands
will come to the reckoning with great disadvan-
tage, and will wonder, amid the general shrinkage,
what has become of the riches of which they
counted. Dobts will be tangible, fised facts; and
their uncomlortable array will present o ghastly
gpectacle aguinst the vanishing assets which will
not wipe them out.

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« DISCIPLINE.”

We have no taste for the horrible, and have
therefore generally refused to regale our readors
with the many highly wrought and revolting
gtories we find almost every day in our exchanges
about whipping children to denth ard other kin-
dred atrocities. In the Northern and Northwest-
ern States there appewrs to be o mania af present,
making such occurrences alarmingly frequent.
One of the most recent instances of the kind comes
from Chicago, chronicling the drowning ol one
child and an attempt at murdering another by a
woman of that eity. The motive was the desiro to
revenge hersclf upon the parents of the children,
because they had refused to recognize her on ac-
count of her abandoned practices. The Rev. JoEL
LINDSLEY’s pious barbarity is still fresh in every
one’s memwory. Killing a little boy four years old,
because ho would not say his prayers, is an exem-
plification of Christian stoicism, that was mever
equalled even by a Brourus. So againa case of
long-continued systematic cruelty is related as
having been practised in Hackensack, mpen an
orphan girl Ly her employers ; and another in In-
diana, where an apprentice toy was tortured by
burning, beating, banging and guffocation, till
death brought relief to the miserable creature. We
have read also, within the past few months, of
several cages of undue “discipline” upon girls in
the common schools of Massachnsotts—and this
not unfrequently by female tenchers, who, upon
reforence of the cases to the Board, were exonera-
ted from all blame. Butwe delight not in such re-
volting scenes or incidents, and have generally
gaved our readers from the painful perusal of such
brutelities.

But it may not be unprofitable to inquire into
the cansos of this fearful epidemic, for it fairly
threatens to assume that form.” Here we find a most
disgraceful plague spot giving the lie to all our
boasted civilization; all our vaunted progress in an
enlightened Christianity. The native dopravity of
the human heart of course will be called upon to
father the whole enormity.

; ' Cotton During the Lot> War.

The attraction of high prices induced attempts
at cotton oulture in most quarters of the werld
that gave the least promise of success. Many of
these efforts, backed up as they were by v'ritish cap-
ital, have led not only to an incrensed production
but to great improvements in the preparation of
the staple. These advances in getting up the ar-
ticle for market has raised up a more formidable
competition than the South has ever before expe-
rienced, and she may expect that the effect of this
competition will be to bring down the price of cot-
ton to a low figure, but with the skill, intelligence
and superior capacity of the planting population of
this scction, united to the great advantages bo
stowed by nature for the growth of this valuabl
commodity, we have no foar but that nltimately
the South will come out triumphant. We givo be-
low an extract from an English paper giving some
va.lnq.ble information in reference to the growth of
cotton in that part of the world:

COTTION SUPPLY ASSOCIATION.

At the nsual meeting of the Execative Commit-
tee, held in Manchester on Tucsday, 29th March,
1867, a number of reports and papers were Tve-
sented.

INDIA.

A letter was read from the acting cotton com-
missiocer, Dharwar, ruporl:in% that there will bo
1 Bombay not only a large, bul a very supcrior
crop this year. He stales that he has been nearly
alt over the cotlon districls, apd that the staplo is o
very great improvement both in quanticy and
&:f,tay as compared with last year’s erop. Now

t cotton epeculation has decreased, and a stea-
dier business has commenced, is the timo to push
on improvements in cultivation, as well as to intro-
duce superior varieties. Cotton improvemont
never received more attention in the Bombay
presidency than it is now doing. ~One mnotable
1nstance of turning out a comparatively worllless
cotton, and introducing a better description
on o wholesale scale, has . been ex-
hibited in the Ehandeish Zilla, and other
improvements are very largely- but quietly buing
effected in most other districts. The official re-
port on tho Bombay cciion crop will shortly be
torwarded. A cattle power, not for horses or

nies, but for slow working bullocks and buf-
faloes, animals that will not do at the most more
than two miles an hour, is much needed. Such a
“power,” constructed from special representations
is now onits way oub, and if it suceseds it wil
prove of great benefit. A lotter was received from
the honorary agents of the associution, Dombay,
requesting fu: ther supplios of sced, and enclosing
reports onthe cultivation of Peruvian cotton in
India. The experiments in Dharwar appear to
have been ex-eedingly satisfactory, This descrip-
tion of cotton has only to be sown every fowrih
year, and the cost of cultivation is cunscquently
muecit diminisied, artificial watering is not neces-
sary, and it sueceeds in soil too poor aud stony for
any other kind, and in which the rcgular annual
crops do not gi\'ilproﬁtabla returns.

_Tke only dilticulty apprehended in the introduc-
tion of Pernvian cotton over a large area is the
chango it would necessitate in the method of cul-
tivation which prevails among the rvots, who are
accustomed to treat cotton as un annual).  Further
supplies of Peruvian reed are requested, which,
however, it is feared cau ecarcely reach the up-
country districts early enough for the next sowing
scason. A parcel was received containing varions
sumples of cotlon grown from Dharwar New Or-
leans seed in the Kulludghee Zillah, Bombay L'resi-
dency, in the Khargone district of Central India,
in the territory of his Highuess Maharajah Hollow,
aud in the Dholpore district of the same terri-
tory, logether with samples grown from
Egyptian  seed in the Ahmedabad collceto-
rate. The yield of a beeguh of land at
Khargone planted with indigenous cutlon,
wag 126 1bs., against 288 Ibs. trom New Orleans seed,
while the profit to the farmer iu the lormer case
wag only two rupecs three annas and ten pics.
against lifteen rupees four annas nnd six pies, the
profit from New Orleans sced. Tle experiment is
{herefore considered to be highly important, Let-
ters were received from the cotton commissioucer,
central provinces and the berars, containing re-
turns of the quantity of cotton received at and
forwarded from the cotton yards at the statiuns
of the Great Indian Peninsular Railway doring
the present season. Having but a single line,
the cottou, which powrs in all at onc time,
must necessarily get blocked; one means of
yreventing this and of easing the trafiic would be

y pressing the colton; but until Europear: houses
becone estublished up-country, there 13 nol much
chance of uny great quantity of cotton buing full
pressed in the interior. A begiuning has been
made, end n great improvement is expesied next
season.  Already four European agents Luve set-
tled at the principal cotton meorts, and are doing a
aood commission business, and the number will
doubtless, soou Le doubled. 'The opivion is
strongly expressed, that, to sccure good und cheap
cotton at Manchester, it is necessary that mer-
chants should scttle up-country near the great
markets, and buy and press there. ‘I'"ie Jabbul-
pore exhibition was a suecess; there wasa very
good show of cotton, and also of cotton machinery,
considering the distances and difficulties of trans-

Epiror Damx News: The Court of Common
Pleas for Colleton District, Judge Moses presiding,
cloged its regular spring session this afternoon.
Ag a mere “looker-on,” I have thought to prepare
a plain, suceinel account of its proceedings for
your columns. : - -

Judge Moses has fully sustained the expectations
of his friends in bringing to his high position that
dignity and ability which ia the pride of our Btate
judiciary, and that courtesy which the true gentle-
man never forgets. :

His charge, upon the opening of the Court, was
sensible and appropriate; and in referring tp tho

condition of the country and the course all sound
policy enjoined upon us to pursue, he arose to oc-
casional flights of eloquence which will long be
remembered by those who listened to his words.
He said there is n total revulsion in our social con-
dition. The patricians of yesierday, we are the
plebians of to-day; and tga fortunes which our
fathers_toiled so long.to build, demolished by the
desolating ténch of war, must be remodelled and
reconstructed, The powerfal auxiliars of the
rising generation are no more, and their fature
depends upon the intrinsic worth of their own
heads and their own hearts. In some respects it
may be a benetit, for reveraes teach humility, and
o due sense of human wealmess; and if every one
is the architect of his own fortune, we may see &
race of builders appearing who will be an honor to
themselv~s and thoir conntry. To this sourco he
looked with pride to see restored the constitutional
hopes of America.

In relationta the freedmen and our obligations
to them, his langnage was Iucid and effective.

Among the causes tried wus one for murder, one
for Highway robbery, three for burglary, in twa of
which wero two persons cuncerned, and one for
horse stealing, tried under the act of 1865—all were
convicted. Monday Lesecsne, charged with mur-
der wag defended by Hon. W. F. Coleock and Mr.
Wm. Godfrey. The whole trial was conducted
with great care ; the jury selected from among the
most intelligent gentlemen of the pannel, and the
testimony, which was principally given by colored
persons, was confined to the strictest rules. Itis
due to the witnesses to say, their testimony was
given with so much truthfulness and clearness
that it was impossible for the jury to avoid convic-
tion.

I am informed that in several cases the criminals
have been rccommended by the jury to oxecutive
clemency, Four white persons were convicted of
cow-stealing.

Ihavobeen prescnt on many such oc-
casions, but never, in my whole lite, have I heard
so much cloguence embodied in an exhortation to
eriminals, nor have I ever seen 80 much feeling
exhibited, both Ly the Judge and the audience, as
ou that oceasion. I rewember Mr. Wirts’ story
of the “Blind Preacher,” anG I can find nothin,
else in the storehouse of my memory to which
can compare this most excellent and most appro-
priste address. I could have wished that every
body in this District conld have heard it—especial-
ly the colored people.

Larly in the term the Grand Jury made a pre-
sentment upon the condition of the country, in re-
lution to thu matters of general indebtedness and
general sucing, which, I nuderstand, has been or-
dered to be published in some newspaper.

In the matter of debis, very little was done be-
yond the Process Dockot, which scemed to stick to
his Honor almost to the moment of adjournment,

An extra term of the Court has been ordered for
trial of cases of Tort only, to be beld on the third
Monday in May next. 1t is proper thatIshould
add, in making up this report of the charge of
Judge Moses, thut what has been written is from
memory, and after o lapse of several days. B.

Toe Locirn ReronTER.—At & printors’ festival,
held not long since in Columbus, Ohio, Mr. W. H.
‘Bustey, of tho Slate Journal, in responding to the
toast of the ‘“Local Reporter,” made a very charac-
toristic epeech. It is so much to the point that we
quote some extracts :

“Some years ago, when it was proposed that I
become & local editor, I asked E ﬁl?iond an old
newspaper man, the simple question: What are the
duties of a local editor? Ho answered bluntly, I
cannot tell von. A local editor is always badly
scattered. He is the bushwhacker of & newspaper
establishment. He works on the high-pressure
principle, always ready to blow up or to be blowed
up, but his position is not definablo. He docs o
littlo of everything. The question was repeated in
carnest. but always came tho same answer, I
thought the man unkind, and wns so unfavorably
unb\russcu with the duties of a local ecditor that I
dodged them, and commenced my newspaper
career in another department.

*Since that I have been compelied to admit that
tho man was right. Experience has tanght me
that the duties of a local reporter are learned and
Aot taught. His department is, in truth, the
s« irmish line of the eostablishment, It is his duty
to meci foce to fa-¢ with the world about him.
His battles are on the guerrilla plan, but must be
tcught with broken lines, and so gkillfully manng-
¢d as never to bring into aclion the heavy forces
of tho reserve. A reporter of local events becomes
necessarily a peeuliar person. He seems to the
world & very wmercenary individual. Ile goes
to see a man who has broken his leg, not to
sympathize, but to question him. He runs to
a fire, not to give ussistance, but to gel par-
ticulars. To wishes no man harm, but when
harm befalls, ho ealls it good luck. He hasan
item on the brain. It is his business to ask gues-
tions, his duty {o apswer none. A “burglary”
with him is simply business, something horrible
a sensation.  Mis receiving capaeity is very g-reat:
[none hour he will have been in the durk hell
h :_lc‘t.o look upon n murder, will have joined the
brigut circle of a Christian festival, have listened
to the eloquent words fromm o pulpif, bave heard
the sweotesl strains from an opera, have glanced
at the hest seenes of u drama, have lluaacaaztl him-
self of the imporlant news ot the capital, and,
having grected and questioned one hundred
people, be in his seat telling for the reader o dozen
diflerent stories in as many minutes.

“Seriously, the local editor is often misunder-
stood. Heis noless a gentleman than others of
mankind. There is as little of the morcenary
about himn a8 any other man of business., He can-
uot have the claborate politeness of the man of
leisure, and henco is often misunderstond. 'The
lady from whom he hurries awey, with a half
framed apology, o shake Lands with a rough look-
ing wan, pronounces him a bear. Inatinct"‘teuchua
the local thnt the rongh man has an item, and the
lndy would cxense Lig impolitencss did she know
that the stirring romance of the next day came
from the rough individeal who supplanted her in
the loeal’s attentions. The aristocrat thinks the
local a fool when lie turns fiom him to shake hands
wilh a laborer, the pcor man that he is aswell
when he meets him arm in arm with the rich man
On every hand he is liable to be misunderstood.
His motives are questioned, himself accused. But
lie bhas friends that rightly understand him, who
};n:; that a local editor is often aman with a ‘warm
