From a reporl just presented to Gen. E. E.
Scorr, Commissioner of the Freedmen’s Burcau
for South Carolina, and kindly furnished us by Mr.
ReuvseN ToxrinsoN, Suporiutendent of Edueation
for this State, we gather the following intercsting
gtatisti. -, showing what has been done by the Bu-
rean, 1ssisled by benevolent societies in the Norlh,
towurd tho education of the freedmen of South
Carolina.

In many localitics the
children can ouly givo o fow days of cach week to
the school, as their services are needed either in
thefield, or about the house while their parents are
in'the field. T
“Tho domand for educational facilities increases,
and becomes more imperative every day; end it
has occurred to me that possibly an ofticial appeal
to the people of the North from the Major-General,
the Commissioner of the Bureau, in behalt of tho
various associations engaged in this educational
work, might be productive of much good.

FROM EUROCPE.

BY STEAMEE TO APRIL 2.

Napoleon’s negotiations for the acquisition of
Luxembourg engaged the atiention of the North
Gorman Parliament. A strong feeling of Union:
patriotism prevailed. It was recommended that
party differences be cast aside for preparations to
oppose the approach uf the faroignar. Count RBia-
marck delivered a very -able, cautious spoech.on
the subject, in -the course of 'which, withont
attempting to influence the public mind, be indi-
cated pretty plainly that the sian crown wound
geck: to maintain the territorial inviolability of

any.
Lu:(embam?; was c‘i.lmf.!;e.l'a:nml{J agitated. Rein-
forcements of Prussimu troops had been thrown
into-the garrison, and & state of disciplince expect~
ant of invasien was maintained night and day.
Placards in support of annexation to France were
distributed.
The London Times says that the Russian-Amer-
ican cession treaty must be taken as evidence of
the existence of an ‘‘undefined sywnpathy” be-
tween Russia and the United States, and es procf
of the determination of the American people to
gnld the Monroe doctrine at all points. Canadu,
London Times adds, can have her indeper-
dence, with liberty to seok her futuresat suy

ma.
A French General maintains, in a pamphlet just
printed in Paris, that France can place five sepa-
rote armies, of vne hundred thowsand men each,
in the field ; that her war power is of amazing pro-
portions, and that it would reguire a European
coalition of ten Powers furnishing one hundred
thousand men ench to conquer her.
" A Paris letter in the London Times reports onc cf
the first evidences of Napoleon’s home difficultics
thus :
The retirement of Count Walewski from tho
Emidcncy of the legislative body wus announced
y himself st the opening of the Chamber. Tho
disagreement between him and certain members
of the Cabinet is set forth in & short letter written
by him to the Emperor and published in the
Moniteur. Personal disscnsions, independent of
his own will, havo led to this step, and his resigne-
tion i8 with a view to rostore harmony. (The
causes of these dissensions are not hinted at in
the official nor in any other journal. M. Walowski
was in fevor of carrying out practically the liberal
concessions promised in
Jauuary 19, and he did not approve the army
organization project as originally proposed; he
would not brow beat the minority of the Chamber,
and he strove to act with perfect impartislity s
its president.
In Paris, elthough the official prints continue to
be studiously silent respecting the Luxcmbourg
q&gstmn, the feeling was unanimous that the
French government stood committed to a step
which while it fails to allay the apprehension an
irritation caused by the eggrandizement of Prus-
sia, was almost unanimously regarded as likely {o
precipitate a European war.
It is inferred in London that the £8,000,000 guar-
anteed fﬁ})&r cent Loan for the Canadian Inter-
colonial Railway, is not, under any circumstances,
likely to be brought out for several months, an
the instalments then may be expscted to extend
over o cousiderable period.
‘Lhe report of the London Bank of Mexico and
South America, ready for presentation on the 9lh
of April, shows an availeble fotal of £14,712, after
transferring £12,937 ‘‘as o further provision for
bad and doubtlul Jebts,” and recommends a divi-
dend of 10s. per share, making with the previous
distribution scven and a hulf per cent. for the
year. This will absorb £10,000, and £1000 is to be
written off preliminary expenses, leaving £3712 to
De carried forward. The stute of afluirs at Bogota,
New Granada, bas been one cuuse for the large
rovision required for anticipated losses. Vrom
Mexico and Peru the accounts of the business of
the Bank ure favorable.

A semi-official denial is given in St, Petersburg
to a rumor that differences hrnd arisen botwesn
Frunce and Russia which had prevented ihose
Powers from addressing a coliective noto_to the
Porte counselling the cession of Candia to Groece.

The Paris papers puoblish intelligenc : from Con-
stantinople which states that the negotintions be-
tween Egypt aud the Porterelative to the demanda
of the Viceroy were progressing favorably, and
that they would shortly be concluded.

In Ircland the Dungarvan flying column came
upon some ermed Fenians near Mitchelstown,
April 1. Refusing fo surrender, one was mortally
wounded and two captured.

The Vienna Evening Post publislies a statomont
of reforms to be carried out, and of which the ob-
ject will be to separate the political admiunistration
of justice, with a view to offect & reduetivn of ex-
endilure in the public service of Austris.

Tor the purpose of carrying into ‘effect the pro-
visions of an Act entitled “An Act to provi
ficial Legs for all citizens of the State who have
losl their legs during the recent war,” approved
December 20th, 1866, T caused o notice to be pub-
lished to all manufactarers of artificial limbs to
exhibit their epecimens in the city of Columbia on
the fourth Monday in March, and.appointed &

Talloy, Rtobert W. Gibbes and B. W. Tajyler, to
examine the various specimens submitted.
Thev unanimously recommend the “Army and
Navy Leg” of Dr. Bly, and his “‘Anatomical Leg,”
as combming more advantages than any others
exhibited ; and I, therefore, concluded & contract
with Dr. Bly, to furnish the citizens of this Btate
with the “Army and Navy Leg,” at the price of
g'alht(}s cach, which amount is to be paid by the
{9
The cost of Dr. Bly’s anatomical balland socket-
jointed leg precluded me from contracting for it,
ecause tho sum appropriated by the Legislature
was insnflicient to have furnished that leg to each
cilizen ; nevertheless, each person who chooses to
do so, may, by paying Dr. Bly from his own means,
tho additional sum of £75 35, secure this more per-
feet linb, the cost of which is $150.

His office will b located in Charleston, and but
ono trip is necessary to be made there for the pur-
pose of having the limb propar]ty.' adjusted to the
gtump. Before its dolivery each leg will be in-
spocted by o competent person.

dTo p:incnrc a leg, the following rules have been
adopted:

1.ch person other than a citizen of this State is
entitled, under tho Act of the Legislature, to re-
ceive an artificial leg, :

2, The person n;f:plyi.ng musk appoar before the
Clerk of the Court for the District in which he re-
gides and satisfy that officer that he is a citizen,
that he lost his leg during the recent war, and is
embraced within the provisions of the Act of the
Assembly aforesaid. The Clerk will therenpon give
such & person an original and duplicate certificate,
under the seal of tho Court, certifying that the
party is entitled to recoive a leg.

8. The Clerks of the Courts have bad forwarded
to them blank forms for measuring the stump.
Each citizen will procure two of these on obtaining
his certificates. After carefully making the meus-
urements, as directed in the form, he will enclose
the original certificato and measurement to Dr.
Douglass Bly, Charleston. 8. C.

The-duplicate certificate he will retajn in his pos-
session, until he receives notice that his personsl
presence is required, at Dr. Bly’s office, for the
purposc of adjusting  the leg to the stump. Upon
exhibiting this certificato to the conductors of the
soveral railroads of the State,” thev will /doubtless
rivo him freo transportation, going and returning,
one time, the Logislature having in the Act re-
quested the Railroad Companies to furnish trang-
portation free of cost, and each conductor will
mako such endorsement upon the certificats as will
revent it from being fraudulently nsed again by
he same or any other person, ”

Dr. Bly will notify persons at what time it will

be neccessary for them to attend at his office in
Charleston for the purpose of fitting the leg to the
sbtump.
As two hundred and fifty or more artificial limbs
are to be supplied, considerable time will be neces-
sarily consumed in their manufacture, and you are
requested to practice palience in what may
seem to you an unreasonable delay in procuring
your limb. :
Dr. Bly advises that, unless some pressing
emergency oxists, the now leg should not be fitted
to the stump during the warm seson, and that
the pati®nt himself will bo most likely to obtain o
satisfactory result by awaiting the return of cool
weather. 3

The Clerks of the Court will be entitled- to
charge their fees for their official certificate, but it
is presumed that they will, under the circum-
stances, cheerfully ronder the service ﬁstuibonsly.

(GencralSchdfiéld has informed a member of the
Virginin Houde of Dolegates that “the disqualifica-
Lion to vote or-hold oftice does not apply under
the recunstroction bill to persons who were forced
into:the resel service: by conscription, - notwith-
standing that they had taken an oath to support
the Constitution of the United Btates, and served
in any of the capacities enumerated in the pre-
scribed form of oath. - Thi.will reduce the num-
ber of persons disqusalified to vote or hold office to
a very small margin, The disqualification will be
confined altogether Lo those who volunteered in
the enrly part of the war, few of whom sre now
living. The survivors are principally of the con-
acript class save perhaps & few officers who held
ranks from the beginning, and obtained their com-
missions by appointment.
The advantages thus secured will be more than
counterbalanced oy the active efforts of the Radi-
cals to secure the negro vote, and the utter in-
differcnce so far manifested by the conservatives
with regard toit. It is conceded mow, by men
who bave a good opportunity of forming an esti-
mate, that Petersburg will go for the Radicals by
a majority of 600, and Richmond by a majority of
1500. These results must of con:se be attributable
to the supineness of the Conservatives. for other-
wiso they could not oceur in view of the large pre-
poaderance of white voters in both cities.

Fort Sumter, whon he did us his t great
gerviee in Western Virginia by compelling the sur-
render of Pegram ageRich Mountain. .slfhe lan-
ning and the tightidd were both exclusively his--'
the reward was given to MeClellan, r tho
Great Delayer ].me ransferred to the Poto-
mac, Rosecrans tought tI% battle of Carnifex Fer-
ry, dmva. Wise, Iloyd and Lee across the moun-
tains, finished tho campaign with brilliant rapidity,
and when there was hardly & rebel picket ?ort on
this side of the Alleghany mountains, was relieved,
for no foult of his own, that a mountain de-
purtmont might bo created for Gen. Fremont. He
fought and won the battle of Iuka in September,
1862, while_Lis supcrior officer, Gon. Grant, was
lying inactive with his troops four miles from the
tield of conflict, and although for this engagement
he was wade a Major-General o volunteers, there
sprang oul of it » misunderstunding with Gen.
Grant which Las had mueh to do with the marring
of all Rosecrans’s subsequent career. The nest
month, »t Corinth, he beat Van Dorn and Price
with but little more than balf as many men as his
adversurios, gaining the most important victory of
the war up to that time. Recalled from the pur-
swit, greatly ngainstb his own judgment, by Gea.
Cirant, lie was relicved of his command nino days
after tlte battle and ordered to Cineinnati.

Two months atter his appoiniment, October 30th,
Lo the commumd of the Fourteenth Corps at Bow-
ling Green, Ky., o had converted a demoralized
rabble into o magnificent army, andled it across
the Cumbevland.  The four days’ battle of Stone
river was won nob more by the intrepidity of tho
soldiers than by the personal valor and skill of

tosecrans himself, and wus o magnificent prolude
to the brilliant campaign of the summer of 183,
by which hedrove Bragp’s army oul of Middle Ten-
uesses, and across the T'ennessee river. Tho battle
of Chicamanga in Soptowmber, wasa Dbloody en-
counter, in which both sides were too badly erip-
pled to continue the fray ; but it secured us in the
possessiou of Chattunonga, the objective point of
the eampaign and the key of all the country south
of the Cumberland wmountaing. Nevertheless.
Roseerans was again relieved of his command, and
for several months was allowed to remain in ob-
senrity. T'lien he was sent to Missouri, where, be-
siules doing efficient military serviee, he diseovored
Lhe scerch conspiracy of tho Knights of the Golden
Cirele. Yelb he was onco more romnoved, and has
uever hada commend since. '

[GexERAL ORDERS No. 1]

1. IN COMPLIANCE WITH GENERAL ORDERS NO.
10, Headquarters of the Army, March' 11th, 1867, the un-
dersigned hereby sssumes command of the Second Mili-
tary District constituted by the Act of Congreas, Public

effiolent government of the rebel States.”

1I. In the execution of the duty of the Commanding
General to maintain the secnrity of the inhabitants in
their persons and property, to suppress insurrection, dis-
order ‘and violence, and to punish or causa to be pun-
ished all disturbers of the public peace and criminals,
the local. civil tribunals will be permitted to take juris-
diction of and try offenders, excepting only such casesas
may by the order of the Commanding General be refered
10 & Commission or other military tribunal for trial.

IIL The civil government now existing in North Caro-
lina and South Carolina is provigional only, and in sll re-
spoots subject o the paramount suthority of the United
States, at any time to abolish, modify, control or super-
cede the ssme, Local laws and municipal regulations
not inconsistent with the,Constitution and laws of the
United States, or the proclamations of the President, or
with such regulations as are or may be prescribed in the
orders of the Commanding General, aro hereby declared
to be in force; and, 1n conformity therewith, civil officers
aro hereby suthorized to continue the exerciso of their
proper functions, and will be respected and obeyed by
tho inhabitante. :

IV. Whenover any Citvii Offcer, Magistrato or Court
noglects or refuses to perform an official act properly re-
quired of such tribunal or officer, whereby dueand
rightful security to person or property shall be denied,
the case will be reported by the Post Commander {o these
Headquartera.

¥. Pust Commanders will cause to be arrested persons
charged with the comission of crimes and offences
when the civil authorities fail to arrest and bring such
offenders to trisl, and will hold the nccused in custody
for trial by Military Commission, Provost Court or other
tribunal organized pursusnt to orders from these Head-
quarters. Arrests by military authority will be reported
promptly. The charges preferred will be accompanied
by the evidence on which they are founded.

VI. The Commanding General, degiring to preserve
tranquility and order by means and sgencies most conge-
nial to tho people, solicits the zealous and cordial co-
operation of civil ofticers in the discharge of their duties,
and. the nid of all good citizens in preventing conduct
tending to disturb the peace; and to the end that occa-
glon may seldom arise for the exercise of military au-
thority in matters of ordinary civil administration, the
Commanding General respecifully and earnestly com-
mends to the peopleand authorities of North and South
Carolins unresorved obedience to the authority now es-
tablished, and the diligent, considerate and impartial
execution of the laws enscted for their government.
