Gen. Pope and. Gov. Jenkins, of Georgia.
AUGUSTA, April 24.-A correspondence has taken

place between Gen. Pope ami Gov. Jenkins, of this
State.' Pope asked Jenkins if he had seen General
Orders No. 3, issued April 10, in reference to or¬

ganizing St ites under the Military Bill,' before thc
latter issued his address to. tho people .of Georgia
advising non-action untilthe question was deciaod
by the bupromo Court? Gov. Jenkins replied that
he hs " "ot supposed that he was exercising such
freed«, in expression of opinion relative to public
matters as seems still accorded citizpns of the Re¬
public, not imagining that it had been abridged by
tho Occident of the speaker or writer holding

w office. In futuro he should do and Bay what he
believed was requirod by duty and the oath of
office. This, ho hopod^ would not involve either
conflict or controversy belweon them in the execu¬
tion of their respective trusts, as he thinks it need
not. Everything of this character he desires to
avoid.
The General says, in reply, that Go»'. Jenkins'

explanation is satisfactory, BO far as tin.past is
concerned, but being sent to execute tue laws of
Congress, he will carry out the provisions of the
Military Bill, which recognizes the existing State
povernments as merely provisional, and are permit¬
ted to continuo for tho administration ci the State
laws during,the progress of reconstruction. Had
Congress contemplated opposition from the civil
authorities, it would have legislated the present
State governments ont of existence.- He (General
Pope) requires that the civil machinery of the
State be not perverted to frustrate the execution
of tho laws. The civil officers oré required not to
use then- influence to prevent the DOOpie from sub¬
mitting to and carrying,out- the laws of Congress.
After discussing the matter fully, Gen. Pope says
that he will be compelled to remove all officers'
while in office who use then: influence to prevent
the execution of the laws, but hopes chat harmo¬
nious relations may continue between.tho military
and civil authorities.
The paragraph 3 in General Orders No. 1, reads

as follows r "It. is to. bo clearly understood that
civil officers thus retained 'in offic3 -shall confine
themselves strictly to- the performance of their
official duties,-ana wh.V> holding offices they shall
not use any influence wi ttever to deter or discour¬
age the people from taking un activo port in re¬

constructing their State govorhment, under an act
of Congress to provide for a more efficient govern¬
ment of tho reoel States, aud an act supplement¬
ary thereto. , j

Our New York Letter.
[FROM OCR REGULAR CORRESTOXBENT.J

NEW YORK, April 22.-Ou last Saturday night
the New York Herald, tho most successful and
best conducted nowspnper iii tho world* chnnged
its base from thc old stand at the corner of Fulton
and Nassau streets, and was installed in ¡ts new

quatters, where now, on the Bite ol' Barnum's
Musoum, it harps out its banner from tho most
magnificent newspaper establishment on thc face
of the globe. I am not sufficiently conversant with
the science of architecture to furnish your readers
with a description of the building, suffice to say
that it is one of the handsomest and most sub¬
stantially built marble edifices in this city of
palaces, the style of architecture being, as I am

informed, a mixture of tho Ionic and ornate
Italian, with a mansard roof to cap the climax of
its grandeur. Tho new building is an ornament to
the city, and will always be regarded as one of the
sight? to be seen by strangers who visit this grant
metrópolis. I need not advertise the Herald
further, for it. takes good caro to sound its own

trumpet, and can do so with much bettor effect
than I can.
The war-suggesting news received from Europe

in the past week, has caused, gold to fluctuate con¬

siderably, ranging from 134 to 139],-and there has
consequently been a most exciting time in tho gold
room, "where fortunes have been lost and won. The
Herald tells us that even in the event of actual war
between France and Prussia, there is no reason

why gold should go up, we must, therefore, como
to thc conclusion that tho procious metal is ex¬

ceedingly -unreasonable, for it did go up consider¬
ably, morely on the strength of the war rumors.

Henry Bergh. the president of the society for the
prevention of cruelty to animals, hos beon so far
carried away by his over-zealonsness in bohalf of
his zo-onic proteges, that he finds himself treading
upon VÍ ry delicate ground, having undertaken to
prosecute a Jewish butcher for alleged inhumanií y
in the killing of his cattle, which it appears ¡re

slaughtered in accordance with the laws laid duwn
in Leviticus, by having their throats artistically
and religiously*cut witu a sharp knife, instead of
having their brains knocked out in an irreligious
and inartistic manner with a dull club. Now,
whereas the Jews havo always regarded this law
with a just pride as a moat humane one, Bergh
disagrees both with the Jews and with tho teach¬
ings of the Pentateuch, and favors the clubbing
system, wherefore he has ordered the arrest of the
butcher md appears as his prosecutor. Could his
clients, the dumb beasts, have a say in the matter,
I think it probable they would prefer that clubs
should not be tramps.
Fifth avenue is fast losing its prestige as an

aristocratic locality, and this on tho account of tho
fact that enterprising boarding house keepers have
taken it by storm, finding that they can make
theil1 business pav there notwitstanding the enor¬
mous rents, for all of the fools in the world aro not
by any moans dead, and many of them aro here,
and being here are willing to be closely shaven,
and peconiarly *horn provided tho barber shops
are located in Fifth avenue. Park avenue, situated
on Murray Hill, and running from Thirty-fourth to
Thirty-seventh street, is probably a better home
for the elite than Fifth avenue, except high up
town in the vicinity of the Central Park.
Tho labor movement is still the excitement of

the day. All classes of workmen. are jo .ing in
the striking demonstrations. The bricklayers are

up and in arms, the coach drivers are driving
tho thing onward, the journeymen bailors are

crying out for a rise in wages, the plasterers aro
determined to screw their courage to the sticking
point and hold out to the last. All who eat bread
by the sweat of their brows aro detorminod to
make enough to eat butter also. The bosses arc

indignant, and some of thom are resolved to fight
the battle to the bitter end-and thus stands the
war between labor andeapital.
A young lady of a romantic turn of mind, who

moved in the iirst circle of society hore, movod out
of the circle a day or two ago, and out of tho City
at the same time, having become enamored of a
half dozen very large diamonds and ono very large
mustache and having eloped with the gentleman
whom she adored. The gentleman who had repre¬
sented himself as a loreign count, turns out to be
not a count, and ofno account at all. and as it has
been ascertained that the diamonds had been bor¬
rowed from a friend, the ambitious young lady has
nought to console her, but the reflection that
chough all else be false, the mustache is real and
bonafide.
A negro named Bradley, hos applied for admis¬

sion to the New York bar, but tho committee re¬
fuses to admit him, on tho ground thai he was
expelled from the Massachusetts bar for malprac¬
tice, and that it is hinted besides that he figured
conspicuously in a criminal case in Boston in
which he was neither judge, juryman, nor counsel.
The objection to Bradley is not that he is not
smart enough but that he is too smart by more
than half.
Ata private theatrical entertainment given a

few nights ago for the bone tit of the Southern Be¬

Arrival of thc Bremen.

By the arrival of the steamer Bremen from
Southampton, April 9, wc have later details of Eu¬
ropean news.

THE WAR NEWS
excites increasing interest in England and on the
Continent. The Paris correspondent of London
limes, writes April 8 :
I scarcely remember any period since tho Presi¬

dent's election in 1848, though many important
events have occurred since then, when more uu-

cainess, disquiet, and enervating discouragement
prevailed among all classes of society than at this
moment, and ali this aggravated by the persistent
silence of thc Government on the questions which
a 'itate the public mind.
There is a sense of disappointment and some¬

thing more even among those who were accustom¬
ed to place unbounded coníidsnec in tho ability of
their rulers. They see that tho whole policy of
Prussia is a crashing answer lo M. Rouher; that
his theory of the three fragments is dissipated by
the treaties with the Southern States of Germany;
that any secret designs in respect of Belgium ave

responded to by tho marriage of the Count of
Flanders with a Princess of Hohenzollern, and that
the pretensions to Luxemburg arc disposed of by
tho interpellation of M. Bennigsen, by the intense
agitation in Germany and the appeal to tho Powers
th it signed the Treaty of 1839. Ono of the Paris
papers, never favorable to the annexation ol' that
province to France, says:
"The question of Luxemburg is no longer ono

of aggrandizement, it is one of national dignity
and influence. A great country hlio France is
alwavB at liberty not to put forward pretensions,
but the day it does put them forward and consid¬
ers them just, it cannot renounce them at the bid¬
ding ot any loreign power, especially when that
power hos no right of its own. The day when it
is otherwise, the day when France expresses her
wish only to bend before the injunctions of tho
foreigners, sho is no longer a Power even of the
third rank, and, to usc M. Thicrs's expression, sho
is no more than Belgium. The conclusion to bo.
drawn from the article of the Etendard is, thou,
either the evacuation of Luxemburg by Prussia,
or war, ofter a brief delay, between Prussia and
Franco."
The apprehensions of tho public arc moreover

increased by the ramor that Marshal McMahon
has been telegraphed for; that a note, "couched
in energetic terms,'* rolative to Luxemburg, has
been addressed by tho French government to that
of Prussia; and that certain officers of the stall'
have been sent en mission to thc Rhino. The
truth is, that people believe France to bo drifting
into var with Prussia. In these circumstances it
is not surprising that there should be a general
stagnation pf business, and that the spirit of
commercial and industrial enterprise should be
paralyzed. At the Bourse on Saturday, there was
not merely a fall in tho Rentes, but a panie,
which affected all sorts of public securities.
On tho strength ol' the dispatches from tuc
Hague it was hoped that it would open with a

riso. It was quite tho contrary, and on reflection
it was seen that those dispatches, instead of show¬
ing that the Luxemburg question was abandoned
only meant that it was displaced; that it was no

lon'ger at the Hague, but at Berlin; and that thc
resolution come to by thc King ol' Holland has the
effect of placing France face to lace with Prussia.
In addition to these causes of uneasiness we have
the numerous strikes among the various classes ol'
artizáus, and the combination existing among
them; the discontent occasioned by the unfortu¬
nate Army Organization Bill; mut the délicate
health of the Prince Imperial, which, however, I
am assured, has been greatly exaggerated.
Mr. Gconcn MCDONALD, the poet and novelist,

GOOD ENGLISH.

Quito a revival has taken place within the last
few years in tho study of English, "pure and un¬

defiled. " Archbishop TRENCH was one of. the pion¬
eers iu this new mine. His several workB on

"Words," "Proverbs," etc., mero "studies," con¬

tributed largely to attract attention and interest
to thiB vast fHcl, that had for years boon allowed
to lio tallow. The many learned works on compar¬
ative philology, that are annually published in
Germany, the labors of MAX MULLER in England
in thc same direction, tho laborious industry with
which Fronch and German savants ply themselves
to perfect tho lexicography of their tongues, all
these have had a tendency to prodnce a growing
want for wider research of a similar character in
England and America. DEAN ALFORD, in his
"Queen's English," and Mr. MABSH, in his "Lec¬
tures on tbe English Language," have given a

great impetus to the subject, and now we cannot
take up a review, magazino, hterary journal, or

oven a country newspaper, without finding an "ex¬
cursus" on .some nice point of grammar. Unfortu¬
nately, however, it is much easier to write, about
"Good English" than to write good English'; and a

verycommon occurrence now is to dissect the critics.
This is a task more easy than either gracious or

profitable. VOLTAIRE, ¡tis said, once remarked
that he had never seen any one who could write
ton lines of Fiench correctly. We presume it is
the same in English. There is a difference, how¬
ever, between mero grammatical accuracy and hy-
percriticism. Mr. GEORGE WASHINGTON MOON'S
strictures on Dean ALFORD and Mr. MARSH have
been mostly mere quibbling and disputes about
trifles.
Professor SCHELE DE VERE of the University of

Virginia has just published a very interesting
volume, much like TRENCH'S books, above referred
to, "Studies in English," or Glimpses of the Inner
Life of our Language." We have not yet seen the
book, b'it find it commended in the highest f erms by
critics of every complexion. The author is an excel-
lent scholar, possessed perhaps of amore thorough

I knowledge of foreign languages than any other
man in America. Knowing bim to be, moreover, a

man oi large general information, and of excellent
judgment, we doubt not his bookwül.be both valu¬
able and interesting.
Another work on a kindred topic has just been

issued by W. J. WIDDLETON : "Good Engbsh; or

Popular Errors in Language, by EDWARD S.
GOULD." It is surprising to find upon an: exami¬
nation of this little treatise how many glaring
errors even some of our best writers are guilty of in
the uro of English words. Carelessness and a too
ready acceptance of general usage as the standard
are the usual causes. Mr. GOULD calls attention
for instance to the use of the word jeopardize in-
stoad of jeopard, and says that hazardize, en-

dangerize and perüize would be quite as correct as

jeopardize. 'Leniency" (instead of "lenity") is
examined, found without the necessary papers of

authentication, and turned out of the dictionary.
"Donate" is another that fares no better, but as

the usc of that word is almost entirely confined to

illiterate newspaper reporters and members of

Congress, it calls for no further remark.
"Stopping,"as "ho is stopping-at the Mills

Houso," is condemned-fjhould bje\ staying. ^'But
that^'aud "but what," are animadverted against,
as "I don't know but what I will." "In our

midst" is attacked, and called a fugitive contra-,
band from tho Gorman. ;'f
We aro feiad Mr. GOULD objects to the restric¬

tion of tho word "ride," to conveyance on horse¬
back. Ho calls it a miserable affectation of accu¬
racy, I .. ..:?
Mr. RICHARD GRANT WHITE haa been writing a

series of papers on "Words and their Uses," for
tho Galaxy. His last is on British English and
American English. The standard in both coun¬

tries, he says, is the same ; yet a nico ear oan soon

detect thc habitat of the speaker. The difference
is not in pronunciation, but in pitch of voice and
of inflection." Tho pitch of-the Englishman's voice
is higher and sharper than that of the American,
and his inflections more vcriod than the other's,
because they more ^frequently rise. This paper
duals altogether in nice points of difference be¬
tween the pronunciation of the best educated in
England and America, leaving, out cockneys who
murd DI- their hayes, and those also who pronounce
g like/r, in " nofhing," and'with SAM WELLER
talk of "weal pies."
Somewhat akin to this is an anecdote we have

heard tho late Hon. WILLIAM C. PRESTON tell.
Some forty years ago, or perhaps even earlier in
the century, he crossed tho Atlantic in the same

vessel with ihe late Hon. EDWARD EVERETT.' It
was before th J days of steam, and tho two young
gontlcraon had abundant opportunity to become
thoroughly acquainted withjeach other, and a life¬
long friendship dated from that voyage, After
they h;.d been out a fow days, and a sufficient de¬
gree oí intimacy had sprung up between thom to
admit of such a liberty, Mr. EVERETT called the
attention of Mr. PRESTON to a provincüüism the
latter made uso of in the course of conversation.
Mr. PBESTON, all through lifo, remarkable for the
purity of his English and the delicacy of his taste,
no less than for the brilliancy of his public oratory
and pr vate conversation, was forced to admit that
he had been guilty of a solecism. A general
discussion ensued on the subject; each of tho two

friends, of course, standing up for his own section.
Mr. EVKIIETT contended that tho purest English
only was spoken by the educated classes of New
England, Mr. PRESTON, on the other hand, claim¬
ed this pre-eminence for tho sons of Virginia. lb
was not easy to settle the dispute; and it.was de¬
termined that each of them should quietly note
down the lingual peccadillos of the other, as they
occurred, and then at the close of the voyage they
were to comparo notos. Thoy did so, and whon in
sight of the bills of the mother country, Mr. PRES¬
TON produced a hst of 52 provincialisms against
Mr. E\ERETT, and the latter had 55 against Mr.
PRESTON. If 'wo of the best scholars and most
elegant speakers the country has known were not
free from provincialisms, how can such purity be
expected from the rank and filo ?

State Items.
MEETING OF THE FREEDMEN.-A meeting was

held on Monday night of some of tho freedmen cf
thia place, at which a sot of resolutions were pre¬
sented, e idorsing the platform of what is called
the "Union Bepublican Party." A colored man
by tho name of Randolph, from Charleston (last),
delivered a speech in favor of their adoption, in
which he inado a party uso of what ho called his¬
tory. His remarks were received with favor, and
tho resolutions were adopted in somewhat of an
informal style, and without much demonjtration.
Three delegates were appointed to attend the con¬
vention of this party to take place next month in
Charleston.
The meeting broke tip with a good deal of noise,

and tho quiet inhabitants of the town were much
annoyed by the whooping and singing as they
passed through tho streets after 10 o'clock. We
hopo this youthful ardor will bo repressed here¬
after, Ko one has a right to disturb a whole com¬

munity Arith barbarous yella.-Orangeburg Times.
A »SAD CASE.-On Monday, ono Isam Paul came¬

lo the village, and applicf tor relief from ono of the
Committee whose card appears in our paper. Ho
represented his condition as peculiarly piti¬
ful, and adduced, to substantiate his
appeal, his son, who was a palsied
cripple. Ho was informed of tho efforts
liebig made by the Committco (of which Bev. L S.
K. Legare is chairman) to obtain succor from the
Governor, a d his name was registered among
the many who filled up tho long list of poverty.
Later in the day might have been seen an emaci¬
ated cripple, whose countenance gave little indica¬
tion that a solitary gleam ot happiness had ever

penetrated with lighi thc clouds that shrouded his
life. His story was brief, and made tho heartsick.
His lather (Isam Paul) was very poor, had four¬
teen mouths to feed, and had left the frailest, thc
most helpless of them all, in the village, to get
along as best he could-he was deserted by his
father, and was without food or shelter.

.May not thc pangs of hanger have compolled
Bunn Paul to east his helpless child upon the
charity of our community V May lie not have com¬
mended him in prayer to tho care of Him who
promiseth "to feed?"
The hour is peculiarly sad. Eightv names were

reponed in a single day to the Belief Committee;
forty more ive heard from to-day; and all beseech
bread. Many a tear of gratitude courses
cheeks once radiant with happiness and plenty in
response to the noble efforts of tho Bev. Mr. Dick-
yon; pud we learn a lesson of patience in seeing so
much suffering. "Let him that hath a little be
content, and hun that famisheth bear up till a kind
God shall ivliu\c."-Orangeburg Times.
