shall forfeit and pay to tho City a penalty of fifty dollars
for each and every offence or default, and in addition
thereto a further sum of fifty dollars for each' and 'overy
month during which tho provisions of this Ordinance
shah romain not complied willi: 'Provided, howeoer.
That nothing ho rein contained shall apply to tho special
partners ofa limited partnership.
