A
proof that thia cotton ls far superior to tho beat
long.ataplo over brought to tho market, ia the
price th tt it conimauds among merchants: Throe
dollars per peru nd waa offered and refused, as it
could easily bring three fifty in France, where tho
finer grades of cotton aro extensively used In the
manufacture of différent goods'. Mr. TOWNHKND'H
cotton bas long boon celebrated aa the finest ever
brought to Charleston, but thia suppuscs all that
ho baa previously grown, and shows to what per¬
fection tho culturo of tho plant'may be carriod.
When tho question of labor has been diflnltely set-'
tied, and our plante rn have' adopted tho, different
labor-saving machines and improved methods of
agriculture, ITO may expect our «tapio to beoomo
finer, softer, and moro silky than nt present, while
at tho samo timo tho price «rill be proportionally
improved. .tti.M '.'
