TieBa is great grain,” have determined to remove
that obnoxious element, dust, which is so great a
nuigance to. the' body corporate. To effect. this,
the servioes of the efficient street brigade have
‘been secpred and armed with broom and shovel;
they have been sent not to disperse but to collect
the enemy. The result of their raid is to be seen
jn the clean streets and the dust-heaps near the
eide-walks ; the latter are removed s “speedily .as
gustacatters & heap to the-four- points of the
compass, and the labor of the day is loat.

Fortunately the ‘Southern planters were not con-
tont to load & life of idleness, but immediately’
commonced to repair their ruined fortunes, and
by the aid of Northern skill and ingenuity to es-
tablish ‘an agricultural interest which would be
guperior to (hat destroyed.
