HUMANITY.

We do not generally care te reproduce the
violent and vindictive langnage in which some
of the Northern press still indulge. It can
minister neither to our comfort nor to our in-
terest to know that there arc men in whose
hearts hate can never be quenched. For our
part, we are anxious to do ull that can be done
to restore those relations of mutual good will
which can alone secure peace and prosperity
for the future, and not to prevent the healing
and consoling work of time. Desides, the tone
and temper of the Northern press have been
arowing steadily kindlier and fairer.

But thers is one notable exception. The
Evening Post is edited by n man whose hair is
grey with the experience of o long life, to
whom God has given those large and generous
sympathies which belong to the poet, and who
hag, in the exercise of his genjus, clothed pure
and noble thought in immortal verse. Surely,
if there wus & man to whom the American peo-
ple might have listened for the eloquent utter-
ance of & lofty generosity—for thesweet plead-
ing of that humanity to which, in all times and
among all people, the sorrow of & great and
broken renown have been peculiarly sacred—
that man ought to have been Winnrax CTLLENR
Bryast. Surcly, in all history, there has
been no scene so full of those sad contrasts
which touch even the most stolid natures, than
Jerrersox Davis standing as a criminal be-
fore Judge UNDERWOOD, in Richmond.

1 he ia so ill-advised and foolish as to attempt
any publio & bere, he will, not improba-
bly, excite a public commotion and tumult. When
;ush Jaws remain unexecuted, when greil and
atrocions criminals are by the connivance of the
authorities sllowed to escape punishment, the
sense of outraged justice sometimes leads the
people to take matters into their own hands, and
to deal that justice which is denied by the courts
and other suthorities. We do not mean to justify

such resort to violence; but we know that tho

publi miad s Ceepy o Ete ool o e
dent and stiff-necked traitor, but also st his shame-
less insolence in coming here to show himself im-
mediately upon his liberation.

This is simply infamous. And yet this same
paper denounces fiercely the riot in Mobile,
and claims for Judge KeLiy not only the right
to go to Mobile and speak, but to “use the bit-
terest languoge he could command,” and its
editor has just written s letter to Gov. Fexrox
pleading most plaintively for the pardon of
Kercauy, the gold forger.

If such were the general temper of the
North, reconstruction would indeed be a very
idle world; but we refer our readers with
pleasure to the editorial of the New York
Times on the Mobile riot and the speech of
Mr. Greerey at Richmond, as better evi-
dences of the feeling of our “‘countrymen.”

—————

OUR PUBLIC SCHUOLS.

For the information of our readers we pro-
pose to give a brief account of whatis doing in
this city in the cause of Public Education. We
are the more encouraged to do this on account
of the taunt ever on the lips of our detractors
about the “ignorance of the poor whites of
South Carolins,” and our alleged indifference
on the subject of common schools.

The present Common School system was in-
augurated in Charleston in July, 1866, when
the St. Philip School was opened. This sys-
tem is not perfect; but it was thought the best
within our reach, and many of us remember
the all but insuperable difficulties, those of our
public men encountered, who stood in the fore-
frontof this struggle. To W. J. BEXNETT,
Esq., perhaps, more than to any other one
man, Charleston owes these schools. If they
have been successful, if they have conferred
upon our rising generation even a modicum of
the benefit contemplated in their establish-
ment, Mr. B., we feel assurred, will feel him-
solf pmply repaid for all the years of arduous
labor and unremitting care and attention
which he has bestowed upon these institutions.
The name of Hon. C. G. MeuuiNGER, the hon-
ored Chairman of the Board, is so indissolubly
connected with the Public Schools of Charles-
ton that it is unnecessary to do more than sim-
ply to state the fact Lo sccure its universal ac-
knowledgment.

In its main features the system followed in
these schools is the same as prevails in all or-
ganized and properly supervised public schools
everywhere. Itis onlyin minor points that
they differ; some paying greater attention to
certain branches of study than others. Where
education is under the guardianship of the
State, as now is the case in every enlightened

country in Europe, and, in a measure, we be- |

lieve, nlso in many of the States of this Union,
there is a uniform system; the sudies, school
Liours, text books, cte., being all prescribed by
the Minister of Public Instruction. The people
of the United States horetofore have almost
uniformly opposed such an organization, much
in the same spirit and for the same reasons, if
we are not mistaken, as make them oppose the
establishment of a National Church. Bulsince
we have an Internal Revenue Bureau and simi-
lar machine for taking care of the freedmen;
gince we have become reconciled to & large
standing army, and a Rudical reconstruction of
the original Constitution, both of the United
States and the individual States, we can look
forward to the establishment of a Department
of Education with less of jealousy and appre-
lhension than was our wont heretofore. Cen-
tralization of the Government is already an
accomplished fucl; and we have more reason to
anticipate substantinl benefit from thig off-shoot
of it than from any other. The last Congress
laid the foundation for such an organization, in
creating & Dureau of Education, to which we
were plensed to see the right man appointed,
Mr. Hgxry Barsary, than whom no iitter per-
son could have been found to fill such o trust.
Mr. B. has devoted bhis whole life, his means,
and o well endowed mind, with admirable tal-
cats for organization, to the camse of common
schools. The Bureau ot present is nothing but
amere office to receive and dispense informa-
tion, not elothed with any power. This, how-
ever, we bave little doubt will soon follow.
Where education is not under the entire and
exclusive charge of the Government, the great
dificulty always has been, and must continue
to be, to procure suituble teachers. A sgystem
of common schools, withyut sewinaries or nor-
mal gchools for the training of teachers, is an
anomaly. Though the system were ever so

good, and the text books all that could be de-
sired, unless the teachers be competent, in
character, habits, nalive intelligence and nc-
quirements for & proper discharge of their du-
tiag, failure must be the result.

We are glad, therefore, to have it in our
power to state that we believe our Commission-
ers have succeeded in making judicious ap-
pointments for the schools under their charge.
Mr. Hexry P. Arcnerm, the Principal of the
St. Philip street school, has served a regular
apprenticeship at teaching. Ile was vice-Prin-
cipal at the Friend street school as long as that
establishment was in existence, then was elect-
ed one of the assistant teachers at the High
School of Charleston, which position he filled at
the time he was elected to his present post. We
have been several times at the St. Philip street
school, and have come away every time with a
better opinion of the system in use there, and
the admirable manner in which it is carried
out. As in all other cducational establish-
ments we have visited, since the close of the
war, College, High School, and Female Somi-
naries, so here also we noticed the eifect of the
war. It is safe, we believe, to assume that our
youth of both sexcs, and of every condition,
have lost al least two years in their scholastic
progress. Doys, of an age and size who should
be in the Fifth Reader, “through all the sums”
in Davis, in algebra, Sallust and Xenophon,
now read in the Third Leader, pursue long di-
vision, or arc beginning ro feel their way in
decimal fractions, nnd know pothing of “gran-
mar,” save as it is retailed in chatecbetical
doses by one Roswewt C. Sautu. There are
individual exceptions, of course, butwe believe
our statement is correct as a rule. While this
vetardation is certuinly to be regretled, itis
not necessarily an irreparable loss. Many of
the greatest thinkers on these subjects, who
were, morcover, practical men, hold that a boy,
whose physical education has been well cared
for, who commences his school education nt
twelve years of nge, other things being equal,
in the long run usually has the advantage over
bim who begins school at five or six. Every
one can call to mind iustances of this charac-
ter. If, therefore, our boys and girls shall,
during the next few years, bave the benefit of
regular attendance at sclool, taught by good
teachers, every trace of this loss will soon be
obliterated.

The St. Philip street school has had 7000
pupils on its roster since July, 1856; when it
opened. The average attendauce lust month
was 068,

The Friend street School opened May 23, |.

1859, and was burned Deccmber 12, 1861, con-
tinued in the building of the German Friendly
Socicty until August, 1863, when it was dis-
continued. Up to that time the number of pu-
pils enrolled had been 2598.

The Girls' High and Normal School of the
State of South Carolina opened May 23, 1859,
and closed in August, 1864; up to which time
the entire number of pupils had been 481
This institution, under the charge of Mr. F. A.
SAwYER, took rank with the very best of its
kind in the land, and its graduates may now
be found engaged as teachers in overy State of
the South. This school was reopened in Janu-
ary last, Rev. H. M. Moop being the Principal.
The average altendance at this school last
month was 49.

The Morris street School opened in October,
1860, and was discontinued February 18, 1865.
Up to that time it had 3200 pupils. 1t was un-
der the charge of P. F. Ssutu, Esq.

During 1861, when all these schools were in
full operation, they had an average attendanco
of 2573; the maximum being in March of that
year, 2690, with 76 teachers. The number of
teachers engaged at present is 35, inclusive of
5 connected with the Meeting street school,
which is in charge of Mrs. IsaperLa Braig,
and last month had 212 pupils.

The present buildings are inadequate to ac-
commodate the half even of the children who
have been applying for admission; and we ear-
nestly hope that the Board of Commissioners
will soon have it in their power to put up other
buildings, and thus inerease the facilities for
common school education to the full extent of
the public demand. We feel the importance of
this subject—an importance that cannot be
overrated. Our people must be educated, and
the education of the State, like the education
of the individual, must commence with the
foundatien. Educating from sbove downward
is o very elow process, as has been repeatedly
and abundantly demenstrated. The beginning
must be with the common school, and we hope
our future legislators will beur this fact in
mind.
