selves responsible, and it was only afier a long de-
Hberation hat it was decided by Couail to adopt
this plan rather than burden the citizens with

viertaxes. It waa to relicve the citizens, but
especially the:defaulting tax payers, that the bills
were struck’off, and it was expected that they
would he favorably received by the communily, ss
the mioney ‘was returnable at par to the city. At
firat this proved to be the case, or the depreciation
was so slight a8 not to affect the treasury,bab it ap-
peared to be too good an opportunity to make
money out;of the. necessities of others, and the
bills were hought up by parties at o large discount,
and returned-fo the city at par. .

This depreciation i3 peculiarly severe upon the
city official as tbey(are—all of them—paid in this
money, abd-they thust-either submit to the extor-
tion of the 8hylocks or wait until the treasury can
redeem theixbills. It would hsve.bsen an easy
matter for the citizens to ha%e ected in concert
and taken the monoy at its par value, but they
peem {0 have forgotten every cousideration but
self agrandizement; tho past- hus left no whole-
some lessons, and as long as they rise they care
little who suffers. The city has acted her part well
if not wisely, for rather than sue the tax-payors
ghe granted them time to recuperato, and, like in-
gratea, they hiave sj;‘n.ng the hand that preserved
their property. Paper moncy can never be con-
sidered at the same value as gold, bub the City ot
Charleston. hea naver fail:d to return her bonds,
and before the war City 6 per cents. were consid-
ered an excellent investment. Tho war has im-
- poverished corperations as well as individuals and

it ia & dificult matter in the present emergency
for Couneil to meet the necessary oxpendifures and
make both ‘ends ‘meet. Repairs ure necessary in
every part of tho city, but if the finances are ham-
percd they will never be commenced and our fu-
ture proeperity be but s dream. It was un old
adage that corporations had no rouls, but it will
become & truism if their pockets are cmpticd, for
then they will be co1 pellad to turn a deaf ear on
all complaints and only do what is ebsolutely ne-
cessary to keep the wheels in motion.

If the citizens do not prove equal to the cmer-
genoy, and show by their countonanco and works
that they have faith in the city money, they will
eventually be the groatest sufferers. A few, but
unfortunsately a very few, continue to reccive thie
bills at par; but when the depreciation is so gen-
eral, 2nd done, too, Ly some why were the origina-
tors of the plan, their action can be commended,
but not followed. We appeal to all who have the
welfare of the city at heart, and desirc to sco her
take her former position in the wo:ld, to assist her
now in the hour of meed. A concerled action
viould accomplish wonders, for confidenco would
be restored, the city would be rolieved, and, above
all, there would be the consciousness that they

_g' had done their daty.
