The Supplemental Act. uses this most em-
phatic language; *“That before the first day of
September, &c., the Commanding General, &e.,
shall cause a registration to be made of the
male citizens of the United States, twenty-one
years and upwards, &c., which registration will
INCL¥DE ONLY THOSE PERSONS WHO ARE QUALI-
FIED TO VOTE FOR DELEGATKS BY THE ACT
AroRESAID, and who shall have taken and sub-
scribed the following oath.”

Who are thus *qualified to vote for J.cgates
by the act aforesaid ?"

Section 5 of the nct answers: “A convention
of delegates elected by all the male citizens of
snid States, twenty-one years old and upward,
of whatever race, color, or previous condition,
who have been residents in said State for one year
previous to the duy of such election,” &e., &o.

Now it is clear that to register, the applicant
must do two things; 1. Be entitled to vote for
delegates by this section &; and 2. Take the
registration oath.

If he is not qualified by section , he cannot
take the oath nor be registered.

- Well, the Commanding General of each Dis-
trict is instructed upon the close of the regis-
tration to order an election, of which at least
‘thirty daye’ notice must be given, but the date
of the election is left entirely to his discretion.

Now, take a practical illustration. A applies
to be registered; he has been s reident but six
months in the State. How can he say be is
quelified under section 5? e canuotsay that
o has been o resident twelve months before
the electié:i. for the election is not ordered, and
“neither -he, nor the registers; nor the Com-
manding General himself know when it will be
ordered. If the election should be ordered two
months after the registration, he would not be
qualified; if ordered six months afler, he would.
And yet the registry can include “only thoae
persuns who are qualified to vole for delegutes by
the Act aforesaid,” and the Act aforesaid says
distinetly that qualification includes 8s o sine
qua non twelve months’ residence before the
election.

We think it clear that this is one of the omis-
sions which is due to the hurry and utter want
of all statesmanlike consideration with which
the Act was passed. But we thinkil equally”
clear that the Attorney-General, in supplying
the hiatus, haserred. If it must be supplied,
letit be by a just snalogy, and require the
blank to be filled up-with twelve months so that
by securing the requisite residence before regis-
tration, you sccure the requisite residence be-
fore eleotion. Both interpretations are con-
structive, but the latter neither contradicts the’
letter of the Act mor opens the door tothe
frauds, which, under the other interpretation,
will surely be practiced.
