PROGRESS OF RECONSTRUCTION.

When the Reconstruction Act was passed by
Congress, some of the lending men of the
South wrote to Senator SmEnmax, and others,
who were among the prominent sponsors of
the bill, to know whether it might be deemed &
finality ; and the reply in every instance was
an assurance, that if the Southern people ac-
cepted the terms offered by Congress in the
jSuERMAN Military Reconstruction Act, passed
'March 2, 1867, they might feel assured that
iCongress and the Northern people wou 1d faith-
ifully execute their part of the compact, and
receive them back into the Union, without any
/further imposition of financial burdens, oivil
‘or political disabilities, or any other species of
pains and penalties. True, it may be said, no
| one Senator or member of Congress was au-
thorized to speak for the body; and mo such
pledge is binding. But it must be considered
that these assurances came from those who
carried the measure by a large msjority ; they
were, moreover, the leaders of this majority,
and were therefore in a position to understand
the temper both of Congress and of the Northern
people. And by way of further proof that
Congress was in earnest, and meant to make
this Act o finslity, they passed, a few woeks af-
terward, in the Extra Bession, a Supplemental
Bill, defining, and in some instances limiting
the first-Act. It is fair to presume, that all
these rrecautions would not have been taken,
it Congress had not designed in’ good faith to
abide by its enactments.’

The South accordingly, with few notable ex-
ceptions, throughout the length and breadth of
its territory, pccepted this Act, not with plea-
sure or alacrity; for only hypocrites could have
been: capable of such s manifestation. The
