On Baturday and Sunday
nigglal- last we had almost a_deluge, accompanied
by & regular storm of wind from the no heast,
ing the temperature quite unpleasant. For
the last ten days the lands have been completely
water-sobbed, so that littlo if any work could be

done. In the meantime the Ehma, a8 it ever docs,
has grown with a luxuriance that is likely to choke
up the crops. Planters have hardly experienced

such a time for the last ten years. The rains have
kept the river up until we now have a pretty de-
structive freshet, 1t being over the tops of the corn
on the bottom lands. It is now falling, however,

and we hope the damage will not be so great.

Tae LATE RAxg.—We have had, during the past
weelk, & succession of heavy rains, which have
done & vast amount of injury. The accounts from
all perts of the district ate discouraging. e
streams have been higher than at auny time gince
the beginning of Spring, and we have heard of the
wa.ahjn% away of three or four mill-dams. DBut the
greatest damage is to the crops. Most of the
] ho field, and the
heavy rains have, in many places caused it to
sprout ; the loss in this shape is difficult to esti-
mate. Oats, which were nearly ready to cub and
promised en unusually heavy yield, are boat down
on the ?‘onnd to such an extent as to malie it doubt~
ful whether half a crop will be gathered. Corn is
injured, as it is generally in the grass so much

& heavy crop. Cotton suffered less than the other
crops, and if the sensons are favorable, it may do
very well yet. All crops on bottom lands may as
well be counted out in estimates of the year's pro-

ST. PETER’S AND ST. PAUL'S DAY,

The 29th day of June has been long set apart as
the anniversary of the martyrdom of 8t. PETER and
Sr. Paur, which is supposed to have taken place
A. D. 67. To-day, therefore, will be celebrated the
esighteenth hundredth anniversary of this festival,
and His Holiness, the Pope, has taken the neces-
sary measures to have a celebration at Rome to-
day, worthy of the place and the occasion. Invi-
tations have boen issued to Catholic Prelates in
every part of the world to assist in the ceremonies,
and this call has been responded to very numer-
ously. A dispatch from Rome, o few days ago,
announced the presence in Rome of 500" Bishops
and about 20,000 Priosts. Bishop Lyncw, of this
city, it will be remembered is among the guests.
The ceremonies in the Eternal City to-day we feel
gure will be among the most imposing the world
has ever seen, and the demonsiration must be
considered as of & mixed character—religions and
political, or rather hierarchical.

This is & fitting time to look at the Roman Cath-
olic Church, and the place she hss held, and now
holds, in the world's history, and this we cannot
do in briefer space or fitter language then in
MAcAULAY'S celebrated passage on this subject:
“There is not, and there never was on this earth,
& work of human policy so well deserving of ex-
amination as the Roman Catholio Church. The
history of that Church joins together the two great
ages of human civilization. No other institution
is left standing which carries the mind back to the
times when the emoke of sacrifice rose from the
Pantheon, and when cameleopards and tigers
bounded in the Flavian amphitheatre. Tho proud-
est royal houses are but of yesterday when com-
pared with the line of Bupreme Pontiffs. That
line we trace back, in an unbroken serios, from
the “Pope who crowned NAPoLEoN, in the nine-
teenth century, to the Pope who crowned PEPIN,
in the eighth; and far beyond the time of
Pepin the august dynasty extends, till it is
lost in the twilight of fable. The Republic
of Venice came next in antiquity. But the Repub-
lic of Venico was modern when compared with the
Papacy; and the Republic of Venice is gone, and
the Papacy remains. The Papacy remains, not in
decay, not & mere antique, but full of life and use-
ful vigor. The Catholio Church is still sending
forth to the farthest ends of the world missionaries
as zealous as those who landed in Hent with Av-

the same spirit with which she confronted ATTILA,
The number of her children is greater than in any
formeér age. Her acquisitions in the New World
have more than compensated for what she has lost
in the Old. He spiritual ascendancy extends over
'the vast countries which lie betwean the Plains of

the Misscuri and Cape Horn, countries which, a

century hence, may not improbably contain a pop-
ulation as large as that which now inhabits Eu-
rope. The members of her communion are cer-
tainly not fewer than a hundred aund fifty millions;

The progress of the Roman Catholic Church in
the United Btates, during the past sixty years, has
been more than one hundred per centum every ten
years. In 1808 there was one diocese, two bishops,
gixty-eight clergymen, eighty churches and
gtations, one college, and two female schools. In
1861 there were forty-five bishops, 2317 clergymen,
9795 churches and stations, over thirty colleges,
snd not less than 150 schools for girls.

Arrest of C. C. Bowen.—A Mighty Man fall-
°  em.—Views of Congress Vanished.

We mentioned briefly in ourissue of yesterday,
that the above named individual had been arrested
by the military authorities. The following commu-
nication, published in the Savannah Adverfiser, of
the 20th instant, will throw some light on the an-
tecedents and character, of Bowex: -

Mz. Eprros : Noticing'in your paper a few days
since a paragraph clipped i-om ul::r Charleston
Mercnry, in regard to a 8 made to the ne-
1008 in Summerville, 8. €., in which C. C. Bowen
informed his hearers that if they did not voto the
Radical tioket they would be sent to the Poniten-
tiary, I was more forcibly than ever reminded of
the fact that the antocedents of all the white Ra-
dieals in the Bouth most singulacly coincide with
each other.

I first made the acquaintance of this C. C.
Bowen at the Marshall ITouse in this city in 1802.
We were then organizing & company under the
act of the Confederate Congress, in regard to
Partiean Rangers.

Bowen enlisted with us, and from associating
with him during the following two years, in the
seme company, I learned that he was a Rhode
Island man by birth, hut had of late been pettled
in Bouthwestern Georgia, from which place he
peregrinated through the country as a profession-
&l faro dealer and gambler in peneral, and also
that'he had married one of the most notorious
prostitutes in Macon. Bo much for his Justory
previous to my meeting him.

_ Our company was_finally mustered inlo service
in the 21st Gt(ﬂlﬂ Battalion of Cavalry, nnder the
command of Msjor W. P. White. After doing
gome picket duty in the neighborhood of this city,
we were ordered to report to Gen. Beauregard nt
Charleston. While there, from th> nccurrences of
vaeancies, and tho cool effrontery of Bowen, he
mansged to get elected Captain.

While holding that office, he made a good thing
of it by taking in substitutes, and for a large por-
tion of the money he would give them leave of ab-
sence; they of course never returning to the com-
mand, the supposition being that they had desert-
ed. By these, and other little games, he managed
to become the owner of nine horses, which were
ridden m the command by men who were not able
to own horses themselves.

Frcm Charleston we were ordered to Waccamaw
Neck, opposite Georgetown, 8.0C., to picket the
Federal gunboats. While station there Bowen pro-
cured o furlough to come to Savannah, and while
hero, by some fraudulent means, procured money
from the pay department. For this cause Major
. P. White preferred charges against him ‘‘for
conduct unbecoming an officer and a gentleman.”
On these charges he was court martialed in
Georgetown, and, on conviction, dismissed tho ser-
vice. Immediately on the promulgation of the
order of Gen. Trapicr, announcing his dismissal,
Bowen left for Waccamaw.

_ A few nights after his departure, as I was scald-
ing o dead shoat which had bitten me that day, I
heard & reporl of a gun at Major White's gunarters.
The whole camp was in an uproar, and I amon
the rest went into Maj, W’s quarters, where I foun
him lying wounded, shot through the knee, from
which wound he died in about three weeks, in the
Georgetown hospital, murdered in cold blood.

The y upon whom suspicion fell was arrest-
ed. He proved to be a cergeant in our company,
and he ackrowledged that he stood outside of the
house and shot Major White through the weather-
boarding. He showed us tho hole where the ball
entered the house; he showed us where he had
thrown the murderous weapon after doing the dae-
tardly deed; he showed us a blind made of brush,
alongside the road leading to the landing, which
C. C. Bowen hnd constructed, behind which to
hide and shoot Major White as he should pasa
going to or retorning from the landing, and he
confessed that C. C. Bowen had promised him the
best horse he owned if he would murder Major W.

Bowen was immediately arrested in Augusta, by
telegraphic orders, and brought to Charleston and
confined in the jail. Shortly after this we were
called to Virginia, where unti the surrender, more
stirring scenes olaimed my attention, and the man
had almost escaped my memory until I saw his
pame in your paper as a Radieal.

Comment on my humble part is unnecessary,
and having extended this much longor than I ex-
pected, I will closo by only saying that there are
