Thoy roplied that they lind
nothing to do with Oenoral Hickies' orders; that
thoy aclod under General Scott, who was tho ruling
power In thia State, and would sustain Uicir notion I \la this caso; that thoy had orders from him »lo¬
ciaring that fr, edmon should nat ho ioquirod to
-give bail, and that thoy locognizcd him univ, andthat this negro should not givo bail; that Congroeswould sustain Honorai Scott In what ho did. Mr.
Moody still' declining to dischargo tho prisoner
upon his own recognizance, thcv called a freed¬
man standing hy, Coleman Alford, and in-
Blrnotod him to go to tho jail nnd order
tho Jailor to tum out tho prisbner. Al¬
ford started oft* in hot liasto, ami on tho verbal order
delivered by tho nogro, tho jailor turned tho pris¬
oner out and ho is now at tarp e. Wo bavo no wish
to lnoroaso Uio excitement which thia affair has
occasioned, and wul not assail tho motives of tho
officers of tho Jluioan. In a conversation with
Capt. Pingroo afterward, lb which wo endeavored
to convince bim of his error, ho aesnrod us that ho
wu acting in accordanco with Ooncral Scott's do.,
