Registration of Foreigners.
Editor of the Daily News :

Either my manuscript of the 25th erroncously
expressed my meanmng, or else the demonof the
«Case played the devil with my lines, for my friend
Capt. PAREER, the worthy Chairman of the Bosard
of Registrars for the 1st Precinct has grievously
mistaken my meaning. Imust answer the latter
pars of his communication first, and that I shall do
apologetically. In the last paragraph of my letter
of the 26th, the types ehould have said : “Strange
that neither the Radical captain, Chairman of the
Boatd Bf Registrars for the 1:t Precinct, nor the
hard-baked sbolition Radical of the 3d, should
disoourage you (foreign-born citizens) from rogis-
tering, and that the other two (boards) should
throw impediments in your way, and their chair-
men themselves so lately reconstructed.” I sm

that I was misunderstood by a person I
esteem _so highly and justly as Ido the captain,
andno doubt other people may have been misled
for the same reason. If you be kind enough to
publish this all will be put straight again, and I
shall remember all my life the wise aphorism of
Wansa, the son of WrrLEss, to be more perspicu-
ous, because, saith Wamma, “The hasty hand
catcheth frogs for fish.”

But the Captain says that I charge *‘some one,
with a persistent effort, to excluda foreigners from
registration,” and ho asks with military prompt-
ness, “Whois it? I have said and reiterate not
a person, but party—the expiring embers of the
Southern Democratic party. Not the several
Boards of Registration in this citx, nor the press,

During the late
war many of our “boys” from every part of the
South experienced the happy reality of all they
had heard of the wealth and beauty of the Old
Dominion, of the generous hospitality of her sons,
and the watchful care and the kind, patient and
unremitting attention of her dsughters. Forthese
christian offices to their loved ones, the people of
every Southern Btate feel profoundly grateful, and
will ever entertsin, in their heart of hearts, a cher-
ished memory of all these good and noble deeds.

Virginia hes recovered rom the ravages of the
war more quickly and thoroughly, perhaps, than
any of her more Southern sisters. Bo we have
frequently heard it said; and so we should judge,
also, from & private letter received in this city,
giving an account of how they live in good old
Virginia. This correspondent writes: We have
plenty of fresh butter, sweet milk and buttermilk,
and such bread ss you have never seen anywhere
outside of Virginia. We have the greatest quan-
tities of everything that is good. For dinner yes-
terdsy we had the nicest fried chicken and fritters,
a baked fillet of very fine veal, boiled ham and
cabbage, fried bacon and peas, tomatoes excel-
1ently baked; stewed corn, beets, raw tomatoes
nicely peeled and dressed, muoch finer than any
vou get at Charleston; good Irish potatoes and
bread, white and light as a sponge. Next, for
dessert, peach pic in o deep dish, full of fruit, and
covered with real puff paste, milk and watermelon.
The peaches-are plenty and very fine, large and
juicy.

For breakfast we have bot rolls, hot bread, bat-
ter cakes, chicken, cold meat, ham, good coffee
and milk.

For supper hot rolls, cold bread, cake, cold
meat, good tes, milk, plenty of ice, and nice fresh
butter always.

Now what more can any one want in the shape
of creature comforts ?

In another letter the same correspondent writes
from Richinond : rose at five this morning, and
went with Mrs, — to market; and such a mar-
ket I never saw before. Such quantities of frait
of all kinds—the most besutiful peaches, the larg-
est watermelons and cantelopes, the finest apples
aud pears, plums, grapes and huckloberries. 'L'his
was a great cherry sesscn also, but they are all
over. Inever saw such large fine tomatoes be-
fore—only three cents s quart. Chickens and
eggs to mo end. Eggs dfteen cents a dozen;
chickens, large and fst, four for a dollar.

Then the meat is splendid—the fattest mutton
and lamb for 124 cents per pound. Veal, such as

you never see in Charleston, al the same price ;’

and then every thing in the meat market looked
80 nice, fresh and clean ; and such an abundance
of every thing I have never seen in the Charleston
market., The morning was beautiful, the air so
fresh and bracing, and ‘every thing looked bright
and young. I mever tire looking st the green hills
and the clear river.

So far our correspondent. How it makes one's
mouth water to read of such dainties, the very
cornucopia of good living. We are in favor of
emigration. Who will join us in forming a colony?
We are off for the Old Dominion. On to Rich-

1. Beil enucled, by the Senate and Howse of Representa-
tives, now mel and silting in Generas A y, and by the
authority of the same, it aball not be lawful for any
person, except a pilot or public officer, to board or st-
tempt to board s vesael arriving in the port or barbar of
Charleston, before such vesssl shall iave beeu made fast
to the wharf, without first obtalning | eave from the mas-
ter or person having charge of such vessel, or from her
owner or agents,

I1. It shall not be lawful for any owner, agent, master,
or other person having churgs of any vessel arriviug or
belng in the port of Charleston, io permit or suthorize
any saulors, hotel or t jing house per, not licensed
88 hereinafter provided, or any sgent, runner or em-
ployee ot any sallor's or immigrant’s hotel or boarding
houss, to board, or sttempt to board, any vessel arriving
in, or iying, or ueing in the harbor or port of Charleston,
before such vessel shall have been made fast to the wharf,
or anchored, with intent to invits, ask or solicit the
boarding of any of the crew employed on such vesael.

LIL 1t shall not be lawful for sny sailor's or lmmi-
grant's hotal or boarding house keeper, or the employ*e
of sny sailor's or immigrant's hotel or Loarding bouss

any of the ere¥ employed os any vessel beiny in the
Larbor of Charleston.

XII, Whoever suall offend against any or either of the
provisious contained in section 1, 2,3, 4, 5, 10 and 11, in
this Act, shall be ceemed guilty ol o misdsmoanor, snd
shall, upon conviction th f, be punished by impri
ment for & term not exceeding one year, and not less
than thirty days, or by a flue not exceeding two hundred
and fifty dollare, snd not less thun one hundred dollars,
or by both such fine and imprisonment.

XIIL. The word *vessel,” as used in this Act, shall in-
alude vessels propelled by steam.
