WasEmveTos. Scptember 3.—Wheress. by the
Constitution oi the United States, the esccutive
power is vested in the President of the United
States of America. who i5 bound by solemn cath
taithfally to execute the office of President, and to
the best of his ability to preserve, protect and de-
fend the Constitution of the United States, and is,

by the same instrument, made Commander-in- |

Chief of the Artay and Navy of the United Btates,
and is required to take care that the laws be faith-
fully executed.

And whereas, by the same Constitution it is pro-
vided that the said Constitution, and the laws of
the United States which shall be made in pursu-

TJoms's Israxd, So. Ca., September 2d, 1867,
To the Editor of the Clarteston Daily News:

Sitting 10 the piazza of ons of the fashionable
board ces of that charming summer spot, Le-
gaveville, with the sun just painting the western
sky in the grand snd gorgeous style so pecaliar to
the Southern 20aet, and the stimulsting air blow-
ing fresh from the sea, is mot an unfit time for
musings of ono sort and another. The man whose
thoughts conld run uncharitable under such be-
nignant influences, whose judgment harsh and
sentiments unkind, could be bat a hyhocondriac.
And 85 the thonghts wander unbridled they na-
turally siray and turn about the subject, which of
all is 10 us, of these rural regions, the most vital
and absorbing, ith all due deference to orders
from headquarters, reconstruotion acts of Con-
gress, and squabbles and skirmishes in the politi-
cal world, the graad problem of labor to be solved
on this Tsland, and, for aught we know to the con-
trary, on all the Islands of the Southern coast,
the just and equitable distribation of muscle, mo-
ney sad land, is aboveall. By the latter no one
supg me to indulge in sny foolish vagaries
of fres lsnd speculstion or confiscation—a
kind of national, melo-dramatic highwayman's
game of demandivg, in highly ornate lan-
guage, with pistol pointed, your purse to
relieve unmerited distress. The man who
thinks that s respectable number can be found to
advocate confiscation in Congress for anything but
buncombe, deceives himself. True, you do meet s
man at odd times who thinks it might come to
that. But sift him and you will find the idea one
thot is picked up and preserved—in pickle as it
were. It did not come by regular deduction of tho
developments of events. Some great man (?)
whose poseible confidant he thinks himself, but
whose shadow he really is, might have regarded it,
in tho veering causes and movements of the times,
us posaible. But even that possibility is now re-
moved beyond human power, Take the land from
whom and far whose benefit? From every South-
ern landholder? What'an army of desparadoes
that would create. It is well enough to say that
the South was thoroughly, desperately beaten, but
could it, under the sssumed condition, be kept
down short of an .army almoat as vast as the one
which swept the country triumphsnt? In the
present and prospective state of half aparchy,
when every man is eagerly watching the next
move of the powerful, contending: partics st the
asat of government, the calling info exi of
another army would be simply furnishing the
means to one set of partisans to strike dead
the other, 1f Radical leaders ask for universal
cenfiscation, they aim beyond and through that to’
a consolidation and eentralization of governient.
It sou wish to creste sstrapies, do it by gradually
pushing one-man-power alng, independent of
lew, right or rule ; it wants but little more. But
do not attompt it through that fearful other way.
The former we are prepared for, and could get
used to; the latter we pray earnestly never sgain
to see with bodily eyes.

Further. What of the lands themselves thus
swept from the owners and left at the dieeretion
of Congress? Would they be given away or sold
out to pay the national debt? Congress would
scarcely be imprudent enongh to make land-
owners of the negroes without compensation.
For, naturally highly excitable, give him freedom
and franchige, and land next, and taking the latter
gs & natoral consequence of his citizenship, he
will, before he can be brought to @ thorough
political education, soon demand that which
peither North nor South can farnish. In caseofa
gale, whee are the buyers of the land 7 how much
of the money wa3ld go to the treasury ? and wko
oculd cheek the promiscuous army of speculntors
in & field 8o vastand various 7 And a limited con-
fiscation would briug nothing, absolutely nothing,
o the tresspry in compaunson to the troubles
raised, injustice done and costs incurred, This
vigionary bugbear, confiscation, stenda st the gate
of sll tromble and despondence. It keeps out cap-
ital. Money will not go into a Btate in 8o ynset-
tled a condition as this. Why unsettied? We be-
lieve, down here, thst the present boiling and
hissing state of affairs is kept np by Congress,
the Freedmen's Buresu, snd those interested in
the confusion in a thonsapd weys. Even JOENSON
has injured the South much. Were it not for tho
utter and hopeless apathy of the Northern people,
things could not be carried on without some inter-
ference from them. The presa talks of it as the
onjy available atticle in trade. Newa from the
South is shpnned, unless it comes in the shape of
riote and bloodshed. Who cares ont of Virginis
what judge has been deposed, eriminal proceed-
ing spgpended, finding of juryoverraled, myrderer
, of pdventurer made governor for &n
hour? For seven ysgrs past the most exciting
news, the most froquent topic 5f conversation, the
most profognd and learned sermon, the 1nost
fiercs and flery harspgue—all have treated of the
South, or tapics remsting fo it.

Finally in close connection with and inseparable
from capital compg the theory of labor. Since the
resumption of plunting oy this ieland, the owners
and lessees have allowed freedmen to remain on
the plantations and occupy their houses on yerbgl
conditions or wriften contracts. Some planters al-
lotted them certain quentities of land and furnished
seeds and provisions on the promise of two or
three days’ labor per week. Others, snd & majority
perhaps, sllowed them all the land they wished to
cultivate, binding them by contract to plant two
and a half to thre acres of cotton to the full hand,
one-balf of the proceeds of which to g fo the
planter, The latier was in most instauces tg fur-
nish & limited supply of food o be paid forin extra
labor, cotton or cash. Whatever else & freedmsn
chose to plant, corn, potatoes, peas, rice, ground-
nuts or welons, was his own, and his own solely.
These contracts gre sauctioned by the Bureau.

Here, then, was the finest possible opportuLicy
offered to a man in his condition. He had n
money to buy pravisions or pay house rent. “Harl
are both,” saysthe planter; ‘‘use them; the omc
free, for the other pay me when your provisions
are gathered and your cotton ginned.” Again, he
knew nothing of mechanical arts; the Lendllng of
the hoe was easier to him than anvthing elsc. 1ie
could not emigrate, “for,” as Benator TRUMBULL
pathetically remarked on the floor of the Senate,
“he could not read the finger-post by the weyside.”
And under the disinterested and benevolent
(Judge SHELLABARGER'S gpeech) protection of the
Bureau, nobody asked him to emigrate. Here he
had all thet he could reasonably ask for or needed.
Congress thought he needed the franchise, end,
rather than have him dissatjsfled, they thrust that
upon bim withoat being esked for it.

The openly exprossed opinion of every man on
tiis 1sland is that going into partnership with ne-
groes wili not pay. Fov the latter directly form
another partnership, or rather a sort of coTpora-
tion or monopaiy with the Bureau, thi: entrance
into which the planter is effectnally barred. The
vers ugme of the institution fmplies that unless a
froedman it i8 not for you, It holds the position
of a not-over conscientious pettifogger to his cli-
ent. Noone blamesit. Itisthe natural result of
labor for pay. The reverend gentleman who is
said to be one of the wain springs of its runoing
gear our way, 8nd whose influenca at the nation’s
capital in shaping things to suit the times, is only
equalled by the force of the powerful trip-hammer
on iron at white heat, will probably bear testimony
that no impediment has been thrown in the way of
the entire aud unrestrained freedom of action of
people here. I believe that gentleman to e tho-
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roughly and sincerely honest inhis convictions,
and whenover the occasion for adviee or instruc-
tion presented, be was always found at his post.
Yet be only suw these people in their holiday
cloihies, and he himself would have s bill of com-
plaints as long as the moral law, where he to work
with them for a three months as we do.

The upshot of it all is, that this squatter-
sovereignty exercised by the negro, and backed by
the Bureau, must coms to grief. If assistance, in
& pecuniary way, can be reaohed, the negro must
cither hire out, buy land, or pack up and make
way for him who is ready to take his place in the
fleld. <

Wilh all kindness end candor, the acta of the
Bureau cannot always be interpreted to .the
especial renown of that institution. If it would
‘oe guided more by equal justice to the discordant
slemonts of society ; if benefits bestowed on one
portion did mot redound too often to the
detriment of the other; if the common psth
could be made more smooth, and the common
prospect more bright; if harmoeny in spirit and
action could be made the resl object of ils mission,
the Bureau would soon be looked on in the light of
& benefactor. Btill the blame lies not always with
it. [Its kindest ascts and noblest efforts have been
misunderstood by its proteges. Only *children
of a larger growth,” at best, they should be guard-
ed against the handling of *“edged tools.”

Tue Burraro CoURIER ssys: “Tobacco seems
to be of great use in prisons, not only s s substi-
tute, but also a8 & most useful aid to discipline.
With reference to this & very curions development
Las come out during & recent debate in the Aus-
trian Chambers. Complains were made, as they
are made sbout our own prisons, that life in them
was getting somewhat too comfortable for the
purpose. The Minister of Justice, however, de-
fended the messures introduced for the alleviation
of the hard lot cf the condemned criminsls. Not
only the reading of newspapers, he said, had prov-
ed benefleigl, but, and in & muoch higher degres,
the introduction of tobacco smoking.” He said:
«T avow the truth of the fact that the convicts are
now allowed snuff and pipes. Nay, I am proud of
having myself introduced it in several places; for
the permission to use snuff and smoke tobacco isa
magic aid of discipline. 1t simply acts like & mira-
cle. The mers threat of forbidding tobacco acts
instantaneously upon the most hardened calprit,
No amount of solitary confinement or flogging
comes in the remotest degroe near it.” For the
past year or so tobacco hss been issued to the
soldiers in our army, they drawing their rations
of plug as regularly as rations of bread, meat or
coffee. We should think it might also be used ss
& disciplinarian in this case. Thereis probably
no habit that gives such control over a man salhe
use of tobacco, particularly when chewed. We re-
member several years ago seeing an sccount of &
train of cars snowed in for several days on &
Western prairie, the passengers being & great
portion of them without food. Yet when supplies
were reached, the first loud cry was not for food
or drink, but for chewing tobacco. It isa novel

In tho extreme Northern sections of the cotton
region the crop is doing well generally. In Ten-
nessee cotton is promising & fair yield, but not &
Isrge one. .he accounta are favorable trom the
Atlantic States. Arkansas, Northern Alssissippi,
Georgia and the Atlantic Beaboard States, will do
very well—much better than the extreme South-
west, Col. A. M. Hobby, who has just made &
tour through a part of Texas, writes 1o the Galves-
ton News that he has s 8ad réport to make of the
cotton crops along the coast. His statements
accord precisely with thoso that have already been
published. There is Bcarcely a prospect for any
crop in Liberty, Wharton, Brazoria, Fgﬁt Bend and
Matagorda Counties. Fort Bend is said to be in
better condition than the other counties named,
but not more than 500 bales is predicted there, in-
stead of 8000 which might, under ordinarv circum-
slances, have been expected. Colorado County
cotton is in s state hardly less deplorsble. An
average cropis expected in the Red River country.

to the crops—says the B Advertiser.

The Helens, Phillips County, Arkansas, Clarion,
says the cotton in that region promises well.
