The prover-
bial wise man, Wio always carries the blue ging-
ham umbreils, no maiter how cheary aud promis-
ing the morning opens, is doing oniy & GECessary
act of precaution. For kaow ye, that getting wet
in these low-lands is equal to making & con-
tract with vour docior for the speaddy vl
dance of & troublesome customer. In this
month fevers are particularly wmalignant and will
not yield to common remedies, capecially if they
had anv start at all befora teken in hand, Cases
of deaths from fover at Rockville, on Wadmalaw
Island. are said to be of frequent ocenrence. In
our own marsh-bordered villaze of Logareville
sickness is searcely known, and it wants but the
presence of those gaily flitting visitors of Saratogs
and Newport to make this as enviable a summer
yesort as the most fashionsble one in the land.
Within 8 half mile’s sail of tho ocean through
Stouo Tnlet, this village was the much coveted
prize of all the guaboats off spacial duty in the
biockading fleet. An ill-advised order lsid the de-
fenceless town in ashes ufter many screaming vifi-
tations from gunboats and transports. Now, wlter
war and villsge are things or the past, even the
name of the ofticial from whom emanated the man-
date to burn can not be traced, and the villagers
designate the destruction of their houses a5 tha
decd which crowned the climax in theirrace of
folly. Itcan't bat look so in their eyes; eyes
which beheld stately mansions sgurrounded by
gardens, laid out with exquisite taste and cnltiva-
ted to the perfection of harmony and beauty, giv-
ing way to rough board dwellings, with not even &
fence girding the yard, but, in its stesd, noxions.
musquito-breeding, waste weeds. .
Report has it that the cotton is exsting pods. It
would be & wonder if tho incessant wel weather
did not affect it that way. Therealsoisa fear of
rust, and between the latter, the shedding of
bolls and the caterpillar, this cotton growing com-
munity is in a feverish stafe of expectation as to
which has it. - The interesting litile game goes un
withont consulting those most vitally concerned,
One or tho other seems _incvitable since the plu-
vian donations ara liberal beyond tho recollection
of mai. £
This is the happy time of the croaker. Let him
surfeit himself with misgivings that after all may
prove only hopes deferred.

Excitement ruu high at this point & few nights
since.

Since the terminvalion of hoatilities, two erops
have come to market, and although the seasons
Luve been somewhat unpropitious, and the diffi-
cuitics of tho labor question grest and serious,
the moneved value of the exportable products of
this scetion have been uearly, if not quite, as large
a5 before the war. Notwithstanding these finan-
cial receipts, the country. to an observer, shows
but very limited signs of recuperation, and the
indications of vitality in many quarters seem less
distinet than shortly after the termination of bos-
tilities. Our political situation, no doubt, has had
a tendeney to grestly depress our hopes and re-
tard enterprise, but it would seem reasonable to
think that, allowing all proper force to such influ-
ences, they would weigh but little in prevent-
ing exertion, when sociely stood in need of the
very necessaries of existence. It is our impression
that the great need of this portion of the country is,
that industrial effort should he more general;
there aro large classes, both white and colored,
who are attempting to escspe work, and who con-
sumo ihe results of the work of others, and wealth,
therefore, does not accumulate. The labor of
many, in consequence of being conducted on old
and effete systems, fail to produce the bestre-
sults, The planter s attempting in many plices
to work a larger number of hands than he can by
any means make profitable, and many of our most
worthy citizens are, we foar, not looking with suf-
ficient earnestness to the great fact which must
muke itsell felt at last, that {o live the maes of
society must labor. The State has a generous
soil, capable of s most varied agriculture, and a
climate, except on the coast, in which the white
man can generally work with success. It would
onlv seem to be necessary that all fhe citizens of
the State should show & proper disposition to per-
form Lheir duties to themselvea and the com-
munity, in order to restore the wealth of the
country. '

Indian Affairs,

Judge Kinuey, of the United States Special In-
dian Commission, has jost arrived from Fort Phil.
Kearney, having been absent six months in the
discharge of his official duties. About 6000 war-
riors, composed of Sioux, Cheyennes and Araps-
hioes, are now concentrated north of Fort Phil.
Kearney, and demand, as a condition of peace, that
soldiers be withdrawn from the country, the
posts abandoned, and the roads to Virginia City
given up, as the country belongs to the Crow
Indisps, with whom weare at peace. The do-
mand, if complied with, the Judge thinks, may
wrspend, but will not settle, the difficulty. He
apprehends the next demand will be to_suspend
work on the Pacitic Railroad, which is being
through-the same country without consent of the
ludians, Judge Kinney confirms the report of at-
tacks on Mujor Powell's party on the 22d of August,
and is of opinion there were 2000 Indians, and that
Major Powell killed nearly 200. Kinney thinks
this deleat of the Ludians may open the way to a
treaty of peace, and that one more punishment
like that sdministered by Major Powell, would
give us permanent peace.

“Poor (urlotta” has had a hard timeof it since
her ineflectual visit to the Pope last Fall, It was
then that her mind first became disordered.

In every dish, every drink offered her,
she suspecied deadly poison, and so strong was
hor convietion that she would est nothing but
fruit.

Ot course the sdminpistration of medicine was
aut of the question, and tepid baths ani psycholo-
gical treatment were the only resources of her
physicians, The most delicate attention was
necessary to uvoid whatever was likely to increase
the mental malady, and those about the Empiess
had to appear quite unimpressed with her illu-
sions, and to dispel gloomy thonght by rational
and anexciting oceupations. She refused to see
her pareuts, to admit visitors, to walk out of aoors,
or to ullow the company of « lady with her. One
thought beld her mind. Onleaving Mexico she
had promised her liusband that, in case her mis-
sion was unsuccessful, she would await him
«t Miramar. She wsited, but in vain, In
January her general health improved, Her
gppetite  Lecame  better, she ate freely,
walked out, oceupied hersell ularly with
reading, painting, embroidery and music, and
ghowed by her conversation and lstters that
her intellect, at least, had racovered much of its
former strength and balance. But the disease
was there ; and on the 2d of June a temporary
sickness was sufficient to arouse her former fears
of poison. Then came the anmiversaries of her
husband's birth and departure for Mexico. The
poor, shattered mind dwelt upon the sad associa-
tion# of those days, until the malady was upon her
againin full power. She again denied food, re-
fused society, and sank into her former state. Her
health glso declined, and in this condition it wns
that the unfortunate Emprees was taken from Mi-
ramur to Belzium, upon the advice of her new
vhysician, Ur. Bulkeps, cargying with her. as the

those editors of Northern jownals who seem but
too well pleased when giving notoriety to any
stutement detrimontsl to the Southern metropolis,
thitt there are no = secret vecords ™ ot the progress
of vellow fever kept--no records but which may be
inapected ub any reasonable hour,

I'rony the published reports we glean some facts
concerning yellow fevir which eannot fail to prove
leresting.

e reports of the rising in Spain are increasing.
A severe fight has taken place rlzzar c:ostongt:m. tlfe
insurractionists, with the exception of the leaders
and abont thirty of their followers, being cut to
pieces. :

The Madrid Official Gazette declares that in Cat-
alonia and Aragon the rebels have been everywhere
put to tlight. ’

The Ofticial Gazette also announces that the in-
surgents in Catalonis and Aragon have been beat-
en in several encounters, The loyal attitude of the
army has essentially contributed to this result,
and conflidence has now been re-established.

The following is an extract from the dispatches
published by the Captain-General of Catalonia,
relative to the insurrectionary movements in that
provinee :

"The small bands of insurgents in the countr
district of Tarragons are being nctively pursued,
and they have slready sustained some deteats.
The band nnder Escobedo surprised and esptured
three carbincers at Villanueva., One of them after-
wards succeeded in reguining possession of his
rifle by main strength; he i:omd a sorgeant and
four carbineers at & rdhouse, whence the
opened & sharp fusilade upon Escobedo’s band‘:
and kag;. it in check until the arrival of a company
of the SBavoy regiment, Which had been conveyed
to Villanueva by the steamer Leon. At Salien, on
the road to Rens, a company of the Toledo regi-
ment eame upon & band of forty men from Rens;
two of these were killed, and ten wounded, the re-
mainder throwing down their arms, which were of
& very inferior character, and dispersing. A com-
pany of the Luehama regiment, on the Sorra du
Can Torres de Prudslls, fell in with another band
of nsurgents, two of Waom were made prisoners,
and the others dispersed. They sre being very
actively pursued. The insnrgents cannot hulé
their ground before the Queen’s troops. Many
stragglers are taken prisoners, An infantry de-
tachment has beaten a band of insurgents 1n the
wood of Vels, and completely dispersed them, cap-
turing fifteen rifles, some side arms, u banner, and
some munitions. A dispatch from the Governor of
Figueras announces ihat the band under Prejal
has been beaten and driven back toward the French
frontier.

The Cork Examiner savs: “On Monday the In-
man extra steamer sailed trom here, having em-
barked 440 passengers, sud the same day the Cu-
nard extra steamer Aleppo embarked 170; on Wed-
nesday the Guion steamer Manhatlan took on
board 170, and yesterday there proceeded in the
Inman steamer City of Bosion, 55; in the National
steamer Virginia, 140; and in the Worcester, of the
Baltimore line, 25—total 1,000 ns. From the
8d July, up to yesterday, a period of seven waeks,
thirty-threc transatlantic steamers, exclusive of
the Canard mail boats, sailed from Queenstown
for America, and during the same interval 5200
padsengers were transported across the Atlantic.
That would leave an average per week of about 743
souls, which at & time when labor is at & premium
here, seems almost unprecedented in tha snnals of
emigration from Ireland.” -
