The
health of the Islands and Demerara was gooa,
with the exception of Jamaica, where yellow fever
had made its appearance on the north side of the
i g raro occurrence.

One in the business street
destroyed £50,000 worth of property.

The money for ita erection
was supplied by Irishmen in tho United States,
and its bell bears the inscription, *‘Presented by a
few Irish in America who love their misruled
country.”

The London Tines has reason to believe that
the reportof the ritual commission, which the
Archbishop of Canterbury hss announced, will
shortly be issued, and will be decidedly adverse to
the practices which have been lately brought into
vogue by & section of the Clergy of the Church of
England. The majority of the commissioners
condemn theso innovations as i]latl or inexpe-
dient, and advise that they shounld ‘be prohibited.

The Garibaldiens, and Gazmarpr himself, have
given up 1l sttempts against the Pope—at least
nntil such time as there shall be some chances of
gnceess. The cordon of troops which the Italian
Government have drawn arotnd the Papal domin-
jons is so strong that any attempt at evasion or
invasion will sarely fil. We see no chance of
GarmpaLpI getting into Rome, except in the event
of a European war involving France and Ifaly.

Needles wore first made in London by a negro
from Spain, in the reign of Queen Many. He died
without imparting the secret of his art. The art
was recovered in 1565. Evrias Growes first taught
the English tc make needles, but the art was
sgain lost for nearly a century, when it was again
recovered by CERISTOPHER GREENING, Who settled
at Long Crendon, in Buckinghamshire.

pounds in the gun, obtaining less than 1200
feet against the target. If the triul should end
now, it will be the coolest pisce of jugglory on re-
cord. The Woolwich 8-inch ride gun was to be
compared with the American -inch smooth bora
not, indeed, against the sawo plate,  but by a con-
trast of results achieved. luto the lormer was put
its maximum charge; into the latler but three-
fifths of the charge often used in it, aml only fwo-
thirds of the service charge for battle preseribed
for three vears in our navy. Unthis sb cing, it
appears, the Enghsh gunners pronounee th. Ameri-
can gun o “failure.” Instead of ringing the
chaguges on that word, lel them treal the big
smooth bore to o respectuble charge of powder,
and then see what it will do.

Tee Hegarp's oty of Mexico corvespoudonce,
dated July 29th, says that President Juanez hnd
completed the formation of his new Cabinet. The
whole country had been laid off into Military Dis-
tricts, to which ReeuLes, Diaz, Esconkpo, Conro-
wa and Avvagez, have been assigned in command.
On the 15th of July the President was arcorded an
informal reception, wlich was rather an indiffur-
ent affair, the people being conspicuonsly wanting
in the usual Mexiean enthusiusm for brilliaut pa-
geantries. A youth named Maxniiiay read o
poem dedicated to Juinez, and u little girl named
(!ARLOTA presented him wilh & golden erown.

Aarox Burr on one occasion expressed this
iden strongly and forcibly. At the time of nulli-
fication in this State he said to a gentleman
from this city, “there are men enough in South
Carolins who can raise s storm, but there is
not one in the State who can quell that storm
when raised.”

The contest between the North and the South
has terminated in giving & marked develop-
ment to the theory of blind majorities. Under
that theory minoritiesare entitled to no protec-
tion.

There are other and more dangerous results
growing out of the theory that the blind will of
the majority is the law of the land. The first
and necessary result is the total loss of liberty.
This loss, it is true, takes the shape in the first
place of despotism of the masses, but where-
ever that despotism exists the distance is not
great from anarchy on the one hand, orone
man power on the other. Our fathera foresaw
this. 'They were not only wise men, but they
were animated by pure and noble instinets.
Well versed in the policy of the past they were
determined to frame & government which would
avoid the shoals and quicksands on which other
governmeuts had been destroyed. They knew
1hat & race of born kings may become effete,
und they determined that their chief executive
ofticer should be elected. They knew that long:
pussession of power made men forget their re-
sponsihility to their fellow men, and they elect-
ad their president for a short term. They had
seen oligarchies oppress the people, and they
avoided anything approaching (o uristocracy.
They bl seen turbulent democracies banish
aud ostracise their noblest und best men, and
they guarded jealously the rights and privileges
of the humblest citizen. They had seen the
bud effects of the union of Church and State,
and they provided against the possible union of
veligion and politics. They knew that small
Stutes would certainly be oppressed by their
stronger sud more powerful neighbors, and
they established a perfect equalily in one
branch of the legistature of the nation. Theirs
was n government of perfect checks auld
balances in whioh the smallest minorily was
protected by a written constitution, from the
most powerful and passionate majority. Under
{hat government three millions of people rapid-
ly increase | ten-fold ; commerce, arts and the
seiences flourished. Every man with health
and industry found bread, and with ordinary
prudence could lay up & surplus. Their gov-
ermaent was loved st home and respected
abroad.

Human venity, however, and human passion
can and often does destroy the noblest work.
The war came and with the passions of the
war the Radical party acquired power. Set-
ting itself up for a teacher, arrogating to itself
superior wisdom, rejecting the lessons of the
