The home distribution
showed 4689 natives of the New England States,
8254 natives of New York, 931 of Pennsylvanis,
1199 of other Northern BStates, 1244 of Southern
States, 13 natives of California, and 2 of Oregon.
To the foreign element, Ireland furnished 5366,
England and Seotland 1066, Germany 3082, France
166, Mexico 5, China 2.

The Bt. Louis Repubiican says that the wages of
employees are now generally going down, as will
be witnessed by the following schedule, furnished
by well known and deeply interested parties. It
says: Oaptain, per monith, $200; pilots, each, $200;
olerks, $150 and $75; engineors, $280; mates, £100
and $60; watchman, $40; steward, $75; cook house,
$125; cabin boys, $16 to $25; carpenter, §75. This
will be noticed as & moest remarkable falling off
from the wages paid but a short time since.

A violent harangue was delivered at the Taber-
pacle in Balt Lake, on the 8th instant. Brother
Szoax, editor of the Deseret News, declared him-
self a polygamist, and he would remain so. He

had violated, and he would continue to violate, the
laws of Congress prcnibiting polygamy. He de-
nounced the governmont as tyrannical and unjust,
and s having no right to make laws for the saints.
‘Elder Enenavr. followed, approving the sentiments
attered by SBroay. He had seventy children, and
calculated that in fifty years the Emmarr family
wounld ontnumoer the present aggregato of saints.

A correspondent of tho Richmond Dispalch
writes from Lexington, Va., September 21: The
town is again crowded with students, nearly all of
the Biates being represented. All are busy
making preparations for the session which has
just begun. Washington College opened on Thurs-
dsy. Four huddred students matriculated, and
large numbers have arrived sinco. Now there are
over five bundred here, and more still expected.
General R. E. Lz has entered upon  his duties,
having recovered from his late attack, but is still
fooble. Nearly all of the professors are here.
There are at the Virginis Military Institute about
two bundred and sixty cadets. The Institute
pbuildings which were destroyed by General Hux-
rE have not been entirely rebuilt, but, from pres-
ent sppearances, will be finished by next spring.

Great excitement was occasioned in Petersburg,
Va., Saturdsy, by the arrest in Chesterfield and
the bringing into town of & party of negro high-
waymen, who were captured by & party of their
own ocolor, aided by a policeman, while in the act
of committing & robbery upon a colored man
travelling in a buggy. The Eupresssays: “On
the way there the crowd of colored men made
several attempts to ill nse the prisoners, and were
only prevented by the strenuous efforts of the
officers. The greaiest excitement prevailed along
the route, and on Bycamore street, and in the
Court House yard tho attack upon the prisoners
was renewed by the colored crowd, but
Mayor CoLter having ordered the crowd to
disperse, under the threat of calling out the mili-
tary, the officers succeeded in getting tho robbers
eafely secured ip jail without injury. By the ex-
ertions of tho colored citizens, aided by the

officers, two more were captured in the evening.

The President can sffeot
pothing nnless ho sets aside the roconstruction
acts of Congress as null and void, and uses the
army to prevent the reassombling of Cyngress, or
to disperae it when reassembled. Should he at-
tempt this, civil war would be renewed, in case the
army obeyed him, and the end, whatever it might
be, would be most disastrous to the republie,”

Me. Loxcrerrow and his crities, MATTHEW Ag-
wor.p and his poems, snd the Catholic Church and
modern civilization, aro a.l “reviewed” by the
Nation. We are told thet : “Mr. LoNoFELLOW has
made a translation which 1= not only the most
faithful, but is the most poetic, and will be the
most popular of the versious of tho ‘Divine
Comedy.'” Mr. ARNOLD'S critic says : “Although
the quantity of verse written novw-g-days is far
greater than at any prévions time, no one will be
ready to assert that thereisa proportionate in-
croase of truo poetry. Tho facully of verse-writ-
ing and of expressing thought, sentiment, or emo-
tion in poetic form, becomes more common with
the incrcase of general culture. But culture,
though serviceable to genius, is not pro-
ductive of it, and sn age of culture may
be abundantly fertile in excellent verse
while 1t may remain barren of the poetry that
has permaunent, absolute, and universal worth.
The dangers of the Republican party are consid-
cred by the Nation, and we aro told: “The result
of tha elections in Maine snd Californis conveys
one or two iessons which, we feel satisfied from
what occurred at the Massachusetis Convontion,
the Republican party will take to heart.

Its ca-
reer in the future may be a8 glorious a8 in the
past if it will free itself from its bad tindencies,
will learn that liberty of thought is as sacred as
emancipation of the body, and that legal restraints
shonld have nothing to do with moral acts. Itis
hardly nocessary that we should make the appli-
cation of all this to the attempts which are being
made in Massachusetts and Maine to enforce by
law s standsrd of private morals for which, no
matter how it may be, the community ia evidently
not prepared.”

A QUERETARO CORRESPONDENT of tha Naw York
Yribune says that Ma:tainiax's body is kept on

exhibition in Queretaro, in a dirty second-story
room. A soldier guards the door, but admits all
who will pay tho admission fee. He says the cof-
fin stood in the center of the room, resting upon a
couple of rude wood benches. It iscovered with
black cloth, adorned with a chesp quality of gold
lace, the top of which bas a false coveror lid,
opening which case rovealed three glasses, throngh
which the silent form of the ill-fated Austrian was
ghown by the aid of a penny tallow candle kept by
tho soldier for visitors' nse. The Emperor was
dressed in a suit composed of a blue coat with a
row of brass buttons in front, dark blue pants snd
heavy cavalry boots. His hands were covered with
a pair of white gloves, very much soiled. His
mouth and eyoes were partially opon, plainly show-
ing his teoth and the color of his cyes. His beard
is quite gone, as well as the greator part of his
hair, which, I am informed, has been cut off by
Dr. Lisso, who bad charge of the embalment, and
sold, Lo receiving as high as fivo ouncea—3$80—for
smsll locks of the sume. The body of the Empe-
ror remained at Lisso’s house until last week, when
it was romoved to its present location, during
which time he made use of it as & means of Spgeu-
lation. Healso disposed of whatever effects be-
longing to Maxnuzray he eould obtain, and charg-
ing largo sums for small pieées of his blood-stained
garments, which’” he cut up and scld. Itis also
alleged that he has even removed small portions
of the gkull, for which he obtained a large sum,
roplacing it with wood. I cannot vouch for this,
but it hus general belief here.

The announce-
ment “To the Public” is curiously worded : “Tha
subseriber has sold his interost in the Evening
Gazelle to Mr. 8. J. Amreey, who has of late had Lhe
manegement of its husiness affairs. The sale was
made under circumstances which have led to the
immediate rosumption of the ficld by the subseri-
ber. 0l advertisers and friends are respectfully
invited to ‘fall into the ranks’ of the Fvening Mail,
which is the (Fazelle in new form.”

Toee Rouxp Tasre, writing of the two great
German statesmen, Prswance and Vox BEUsT,
eays: “Germans so rarely have a really great
statesman that they ought to thank tho fate which
has given them two at once.

THE B.'LJN QUESTION.

Under the above heading the New York
Tyribune recently said: **Shall four millions
of our countrymen be henceforth serfs and out-
casts in the land of their birth, with their de-
acendants through all generations ?  Such is
the great question remaining to be solved by
the judgment and votes of the American people.”
The 7ribune understands that passions must
be appealed to in order to be successful in the
appronching elections. It remembers how
successful were the slanders and falsehoods
uttered against the South, in strengthening
the Radical party, in the elections of the last
year, and it feels that the life of the party
will be lost, unless the minds of men can be
excited by some imaginary ovil. Every reader
of the Tribuns knows thst there is no abler or-
gan of party, on either side, than is that
paper, and it sees clearly the weakness
of the party in power. If s false issue
can be made, the party may be saved, and
this issue the ZTribune seeks to make. It
geos tariff questions agitating the party. It
knows that Sunday laws and liquor laws are
questions on which the party will be divided,
and the formidable question of the United
States debt looms up before it as a rock, on
which the party must eventually split. Mr.

and able as politicians, not to know that men
will seize upon living issues, and that no party
can be kept long together after it has accom-
plished its work. The Radical party was
organized for the purpose of preventing
the extension of slavery, and later in its career
it stood on the ground of general emancipation
of the slaves of the South., In this they suc-
cecded, and unless the party take a step in
adrance, it must fall to pieces, and in falling
to pieces Horace GREELEY, CHARLES SUMMNER,
Hexry Wizson, and the other Radical leaders
would lose the fruits of power. WENDELL
Paruuies beckons them to take another leap
forward. He wants “negro suffrage,” and
iz spite of any resistance * negro suffrage”
must be a plank in the Radical platform, or
the party must go to pieces before the next
Presidential canvas will be over. There are
issues of vital importance which are necessari-
Iy pressing themselves on the country, and the
party which merely represents what was a
great issue, must give way to those who have
work to do. In this country there is no room

for idlers ; and this is as true of political parties
aa Unless a party hus

something new to offer, its past viotories are
very soon forgotten. Even military men in
this country pass rapidly from before the pnb-
lic. Their popularity is soon destroyed. With
rest to the soldier, comes forgetfulness of his
deeds. The Tribune knows tbat when there
ara no new issues to be made, the party must
fall to pieces by its own weight, and conse-
quently it advocates * manhood suffrage.” It
knows that the American poople will not staud
still, and that it is necessary to adopt this doc-
trine even at the risk of defeat. Defeal on
this issue would probably give the party &
rallying point, and an opportunity of recover-
ing lost ground, but shrinking from this posi-
tion would be annihilation.

The Tribune however mis-states the question,
when it asks if * four millions of our country-
men shall be henceforth serfs and outcasis in
the land of thelr birth, with their descendants
through all goncrations.” There isnot a single
State among those that formerly held slaves in
which every black man is not cntitled to equal
rights before the law. There is not a single
State in which the liberty, life afid property of
the black man is not fully protected, as fully
as aro the rights of any of our citizens. The
South on going into the war, knew what were
the issues, We were defeated, and honestly
and manfolly accepted the defeat and its con-
sequences, The abolition of slavery was one
of these consequeroces, and the present Consti-
tution of this State, framed by the most promi-
pent and influential of our citizens declares
that “‘the slaves in South Carolina having
been emancipated by the action of the United
States authorities, nsither slavery nor involun-
tary servitude exoept as a punishment for
crime, whereof the party shall have been duly
convicted, shall ever be re-established in this
State.” Every other Statein the South has
incorporated similar provisions in its funda-
mental law, and all have accepted the Consti-
tutional Amendment. The United States Gov-
ernment has passed s Civil Rights Bill which
in case any State refuses to give justice to any
citizen, enables that citizen to appeslto the
United States Courts. How then, under these
circumstances csn any portion of the people of
the United States be reduced to the condition
of serfs or outeasts? There is but one way in
which this can be done, and that is by fol-
lowing Messrs: PAILLIPS, GREELEY, STEVENS,
& Co., and going outside of snd overriding
the Constitution: by rejecting that compact,
and by using towards minorities similar op-
pression to that which is now practised towards
ten Southern States.

The true question now before the people is
whether the liberty and the rights of thirly-
two millions of white men shall be taken away
for the purpose of enabling Mr. GrEELEY and
his coadjutors to carry out their schemes for
power, disguised under the name of philan-
thropy. In other words, the true question is
whether political machinations shall succeed
in giving to four millions of blacks ‘* manhood
suffrage,” at the price of the sacrifice of the
rights of thirty-two millions of whites, whose
rights have been guaranteed to them by the
(onstifution. Mr. Wesvrrl PuiLnirs states
the whole matter much more fairly than does
Mr. GuegLey, and that the Radieals will follow
Liis teachings, if' they have the power so to do,
no one familiar with the pelitical history of the
last fifteen years will deny. Tn that period he
has regularly educated the party up to his
standard. Ife bas made opinion, and they
have profited by his tenohings. Speaking, re-
cently, of the issuing of the Amnesty Procla-
mation, he said : ¢‘T consider the issuing of the
Amneaty Proclamation by the President au act
of as gross resistance, as would be an armed
resistance to Congress. It indicates a treason-
able state of mind and purpose. [t is nothing
but another effort to build up rebeldom ~
In other words, he holds that the exercise
of constitutional powers vested in the Execu-
tive alone is treason. Congress represents the
ruling majority. Congress should, therefore.
have absolute power, and he who does any con-

il e of imdividunle.

Heo does not wish these things dene constiiu-
tionally, but by Congress. Tha bady, accord-
ing to this theory, should hold the reins of
government: sweep away all checks and bal-
balances; grant ““manhood suffrage” and
« womanhood suffrage’™ too, in lime: deslray
State lines, and leave in the hands of a shift-
ing, changing majority all of the powers of
an absolule despolism,

The Radical party must either stand ov fall
on the question of whether the Constitution
shall be preserved or destroyed. 1f the coun-
try is to be saved, it must he suved by a ver-
dict of the people in favor of constitutional
liberty. Tt may take fime to decide the ques-
tion; but whenever it is fairly and squarely
made, the blood of '76 will be found still
coursing in the veins of {he American people.
It is vain for the Zribune, and the other leaders
of the party, to veil and disguise the issue be-
fore the veople. There can be no slavery, no
gerfdom, no making of oudasts under (he Con-
stitution. There can he all of these and worse
whenever Radical theories are friumphant.
Despotism must and will come if they prevail—
come as bitterly to the North as it has already
come to the South. The true point for the
American people to decide is, whether we
shall have the Constitution, or whether it shall
be destroyed forever. The wish may be with
us the father of the thought, but we cannot

rondap their liberty. We believe that they will
assert the dignity of the Constiluiion and pre-
serve their rights. When the day of awaking
comes, there will be no degraded State or
sisterhood of States. All will be free to work
out, united and in harmony, the high destinfes

of the American Union.
