Pennsylvania Medical college, established in i.'iw. and
the Phliadeliihia Medical College, which had previouslybeeu merged Into tho Pennsylvania Medical Collage 'Ki
1804 it purchased Hie penn Medical University. Ttf?Truetoes of the separate schools united, petitioned and
obtained a special Act of the Loplsiolure, consolidatingthese institutions and cha.-ging their names lo that of the
Philadelphia University of Medicino anti Surgery.March 15, 1865. All these various Acts aro publi bcd inthe statutes of Pennsylvania. Tho coRt of the Imidin.;and museum was over ono hundred thousand dollars.
