That from and after tho 16th dayof Juno next, it shall not bo lawful to koop Petroleum,Kerosene Rook Oil, Benzine, Bonzole, or any other in-flammable oil or oils on storage or for salo In any cellar,store or building south of Line street, in a larger quan¬tity than lil ty gallons on any ono lot or promises, andany such quantity so kept or stored shall be contained luvowels of tin or other metal.
SEC, X That Petroleum, Ita products, or any other In¬flammable oil or oil», when brought Into the city by landor water, may be kopt on any lot or in any "building Inwblebj^cotton ia not stored, for a period not exceedingtwenty-four hours, upon tho expiration of which time itshall be removed and kept in tho manner as required bythe foregoing section.
SEO. 3. Any person or persons violating any part uithis Ordinance shall be aubjoct to a fine of two hundreddollars, for each offence, recoverable in any Court of com.potent jurisdiction.
