TEX WANDO FEBTILIZEB.-Messrs. W. C. Dukes
fc Co. have engaged the large warehouses on

Patten's and Marsh's North Wharf, and have
Tor some timo bee? receiving the necessary
aachinery for the contemplated Wando Fer¬
tilizing Works. Tho warehouses were in bad
repair, and to mako them suitable for the
purposes intended, over 40,000 feet of lamber
nave boen used. The main building on Marsh s

Wharf is appropriated to the eagiae, boiler and
machinery, the kiter being quite complicated, and
comprising many artistes .that aro unknown to
most of our mechamos. A huge ircn crusher,
.viiicli breaks the tho limo stones and other hard
mbstanoes into fragments, a pulverizer and a

nixer, are the most remarkable. The latter is a

luge Iron pan, which, together with a hanged in-
itrament, have a rotary motion, and forty tons of
the fertilizing ingredients can be mixed in twenty-
tour hours.
The interior of the building has been remodeled

ind arranjrod expressly for a fertilizing manufao-
ory. Mr. D. C. Ebaugb, who has had a long ex-

jerionoe in mechanical works, is the contractor,
ind is also interested in the enterprise.
A recent visit to the fertilizing factories of Bal¬

intore and other cities enabled bim to furnish the
ho present building wi.h the latest improvements
n machinery, and under his supervision the work
ios been done in a thorough manner. The engine
s of thirty-five to forty horse power, but arrange-
ncnts have been made to inorease this force by
ho addition of another, should the dimond ren¬

ier it necessary. The boilers are of the latest pa-
er.t, and have been furnished by Mr. Ebaugh with
lèverai improvements that will greatly facikte the
i jor of preparing the fertilizer. In close connec-
rith the boiler is a large brick vault, covered with
dates of sheet iron, on which the ingredients are

)licod and dried by fires mado in the furnaces be-
ow. The steamer, which is a huge iron cone,
ised to soften the bones and other hard substan-
:es before pulverizing, is heated by steam from
he boiler, and oonvcy^ in pipes carried under
hrnacc.
It would be impossible for any ono but a practi¬

cal mechanic to give, at the present 6tage of the
votk, an accurate description of the different
neces of maohinery employed in the preparation
:f tho Wando Fcrtil.zer. A trial has been made
vbich has been in every way satisfactory, but
'aerations will not bo commenced for several days,
dessrs. W. C. Dukes & Co. have, in audition to

he machine room, two large warehouses, which
viii be used for the storage of tho materials em-

)ioyed, fuel, «kc.
It is expected that the Wando Fertilizer can be

umishod at cheaper rates than the imported
