Tae Srreer Rarroan.—The 17th of December,
1867, is the first anniversary of the opening of the
street railroad in Charleston, an enterprise thai
achieved suceess in the first year of its existence.
For years the subject of street railways had been
mooted in Charleston, but it was always consider-
@l n dangeroua innovation on old customs, and
it was only since the war that the present company
succeeded in oblaining & charter and permission
to commence operstions, Their exertions in be-
half of the public are well known, and the success
they have attained is the reward bestowed by their
grateful constituents. Since the road was first
opened, the Rutledge-street line has been improy-
od, and the route to the Battery completed. New
cars have been added, and every effort made by
the President and managers to add to the comfort
of the travelling public. The books of the road
show s steady increase of travel, and & correspond-
ing increase in the profits, especially during the
past summer, when the visitors to the Battery
took the cars fairly by storm. Without entering
into particulars, we can truthfully assert that since
Charleston was & city, there has been no enter-
prise exhibited that has met-with more favor than
the street railroad, and the first anniversary is but
an index of those that will follow, each showing
increased prosperity and popularity.

Srreemse Uans.—The Sundsy train from Auguns-
ta brought to this city a fine sleeping car, which
was on exhibition yesterday at the South Caroliua
Railroad yard, between John and Anu streets. It
was visited Juring the day by alarge number of
persons, including many ladies, who eubjected it
to a eritical examination, and the opinion was geu-
eral that it was perfecl in every detail. These cars
are made sy Gilbert Bush & Co., Troy, N. Y., snd
belong to the firm of Pullman, Kemball & Ramsey,
of Atlants, Ga., who have purchased tho patents
apd have the exclusive right to use sleeping cars
on the Bouthern Railroads. They are furnished
with every convenience, and the weary traveller is
Inlled to rest in s comfortable bed instead of dislo-
cating hisneck in a vain attempt to woo the drowsy
god. Each car has accommodations for forty-
vight to fifty persons, the seats bemng divided
into sections, each capable of holding four
persons. At either end of the cars are state-
yooms where o travelling party can be entirely
private. The furniture and trimmings of the cars
are in perfect taste, and exceed in splendor of fin-
igh any that Lave been seen in this city. At first it
would appear difficull to transform a car seat into
a comfortable bed, but the machinery is admirably
arranged, and the bed-room provided is far supe-
rior to the close berths often found on steamers,
snd the traveller who takes a ticket in these cars
arises from his night’s rest bright and refreshed.
Each earis provided with & conductor and & por-
ter, and the greatest care is taken to secure the
comfort of the passengers. Diagrams of the car
are supplied, with each berth marked, and month-
Iy reports are furnished of the wash list, &c., no
sheets being allowed to remain on the bed after it
has been used, but all are clean and fresh. By
the payment of two dollars, the traveller can secure
¢ bed in either the firat or second tier in Lhe sec-
tion; the state-rooms being held at #5, and the
Lridal chamber or large apariment at $5. The
car in guestion was nsmwed Florids, and was de-
signed for the Savannah aud Jacksonville Railroad.
It left for Augusta last night.
