AVhatwc can Produce.

We have heard of locking thc stable ofter
the horses had gone out; and the old maxim
was recalled to us by thc statement that
Commissioner C.u'nox will in future direct

special attention to the agricultural inter¬
ests ol* the Souih, and contribute to the

urgent wants and necessities of this section
of the country. For the purpose of ob¬
taining the requisite information upon thc
subject, he has addressed a circular to umny
practical men of the Southern States, with
various inquiries which they are requested
to unswer. The Commissioner refers to the

acknowledgment by all practical men that

changes must occur to adapt Southern ag¬
riculture to the altered circumstances which
.«urround if, and the sooner the new trey is

found, and the more persistently it is trav¬

elled, the surer and more satisfactory will
bc the results. In thc hope of obtaining
facts and suggestions of practical value, he

accordingly addresses his inquiries to a few

prominent agriculturists, accustomed to

careful and deliberate expression of their

experience, in writing, in each of the South¬
ern States.

It may be easy enough to discover what '

the South could produce, under an efficient
system of agriculture. But to find out j
what the South can produce under thc

present system of agitation, is another ques¬
tion. The Commissioner will receive for

answer, from various parts of the South,
various calculations of chances. The South
can produce rice, if the laborers arc not

afraid to get their feet wet. ThcSouthcan j
produce cotton, if the persistent industry J
which this product requires con bc se¬

cured. The South can produce fruit, but
the fruit may bc stolen. Tho South can j
produce stock, but the stock may be shot ¡
down. Ot what advantage is it to inquire
what the South can produce now ? Social j
anarchy does not produce; it has power 1

only to destroy. The olive ripens on thc

slopes of Vesuvius, .-.nd the lachrynia christi
draws its sweet juices from the old lava J
currents, and, during the long intervals of f

quietude, thc Hocks, half hidden, half re¬

vealed amid the spreading fig trees, give life j
to thc landscape, and yet contribute to the J
repose of thr luxuriant scene. But who
would uuderlake to say what Vesuvius cnn

produce now-when for miles and miles its j
fields are covered with ashes, and the |
mountain is swept with sulphury gases, and
streaked with flowing fire And who can j
undertake to say what the South can pro-

duce, while the earth is heaviug under our

feet and Congress fulminates destruction '.'
i

What power have we to contend against the

hoary Radical, who, assuming the role of
one of thc old prophets, proclaims, that "The

figtree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit
be in the vine; that the lubor of the olive
shall fail and thc fields shall yield no meal:

Tlic Future of the .\egro Race.

In one of his recent lectures in New York,
Dc CIIAZLLU, the great traveller and natu¬

ralist, who has seen more, perhaps, of the
interior of Africa than any other living
white man, took occasion to give his views

concerising the relations of the different
races of men. According to his theory,
which is thc same that has been udva&ced
in Great Briluiu und been maintained by
one of the great British quarterly Reviews,
there is, uniong animals, a law of "natural

selection'" which operates the disappear¬
ance of the inferior types and thc increased

prevail ncc of the superior. "I believe

..firmly,'* says Professor Dc CUAIMA*, "in

..the extinction of the races ol' men with
"the except iou of the progressive Caucas¬
ian race. 1 not only believe in that ex¬

tinction, but I see it. We nil see it.
"Hence the Hottentot Bushman, being the
"lowest type of the negro, will disappear
..first."' But he does not accuse the white
race of cruelty and injustice to the other
races. On the contrary, he says: "1 am

.'amazed when 1 hear men asserting that

..the white mau is the cause of the extinc-

"tion of the aborigines, wherever he conies

"in contact with them-as if rnces lind only
"been disappearing of late." ''Wc see the

"races disappearing one after another:
.'and, as 1 Lave said many times before, I
"mourn nut; for in this order of things I
"see a wise law of Providence-a law by
"which the highest man takes the place of
"the lowest."

If, indeed, there eiists such a law of
Nature, how certainly will its operution be
hastened by every element of antagonism
that may be introduced between the white
and black races !
