Passover.

The feast of Pesak or Passover (Numb. xxviil,
16) commenced vesterduy evening, the 4th
day of Nissan, corresponding this year with
April 6. On the day preceding the feast of the
Passover, i. e. yesterdss, all the first born 1ast,
in commemoration of the deliverance of the
first born of the Israelites when God smote all
the first born of the Egyptians. The Jewish
ladies are proverbial for their cleanliness in
housekeeping, and whether it is needed ornot,
on all festivals the houses are cleansed and
whitewashed from cellar to attic, but on this
festival the mostscrupulous attentionis paid to
the cleansing of everything, not alone in the
dwelling house, but in the kitchen also ; the
day before Pasgover commences, every usensil
in which food is prepared or from which it is
eaten i3 laid aside and others put in their pla-
ces ; this lawis mmperative and generally coc-
scientiously observed. This ruleappliesto the
utensils in -the kitchen and also in the dining
room that come in contact with the food which
is prepared at other times.

On the first and second nights of the feast
the history of the Jewish captivity and their
providential and miraculous delivery from
Egyptian bondage is recited in every Jewish
house to every member of the family sitting
around the festive board.

To-day aod to-mOrToOwW and Monday and
Tuesday next arz observed eacred. The four
intermediate days are only half holidays, and
permit of the doing of secular work.

The eating of Mazoth, or unleavened bread,
is strictly observed by all Israelites, whether
old or young, rica or poor, and 0 necessary is
it considered that every family of Israelites
should have a full supply, that it is bountifully
distributed to those families who are too poor
to pay for it. Thae'preparation for it is as fol-
lows: Before going to the Synagogue in the
evening, the table is decorated with a large
plate containing the “Matzas," or unleavened
bread, covered with a beautiful cloth. Upon
the cloth are piaced a piece of lamb, in memo-
ry of the Paschal lamb; an egg, for the offer-
ing in honor of the festival; & cup, with grated
horse-radish and bitter herbs, and a cup of
vinegar or salt water, to commemorate the
lives of their ancestors, made bitter; and last-
ly, & cup containing & mixzture of apples, al-
monds and cinnamon, termed chrosis, inmem-
ory of the brick and mortar. On returning
home from the Synagogue the whole family
take s seat around the table. The master
of the house having fAlled the Arbah
Eanses” with wine, presents one to every one
\of the company and then chants the Kidish,
or Banctification; at the conclusion of which
every one drinks the cup of wine. During the
ceremonies four: cops are drank—-*‘Arbab Een-
ses” siguifying the four expressions used by
the Lord when he renewed the promise of re-
deeming the children of Israel from bondage.
When the cups are filled for the second time,
one of the yourgestof the family is made to in-
quire in & certain formala the reason of this
night's being inso many respects difterent from
others, &e.,upon Whic -.rise and lift up the
plate with matzas, saying: “This is the poor
brecd which our fathers ate; and they then give
the history of their ancestors from the time when
Abraham was called away from the idolatrous
worship of his kinsmen to the time of redemp-
tion of the Isrielites by Moses, intermingled
with prayers of promise and gratitude. This
part concludeé, the second cup ia drunk; after
which the hands are washed, and then they cut
a piece of matzas, withsome hitter herbs, &e.
Supper is served, and after grace is ssid, the
third cup ia érunk. Then follows the chant-
ing of Paalms 115-118, called the Hallel. Those
are followed by the singing of hymns, Every
one now rais2a his cup, and joins in solemnly
uttering the following sentence : “The coming
year we hope io be in Jerusalem.” After this
they drink the last cup, and finish the service
and ceremony by singing beautiful songs and
allegories. 3

On the second day of Passover, the 16th of
Nissan, comraenced the counting of the Omar
for meven weeks. (See Levitious, xxiii.)

Fon Carroexia axp Cmrva,—The fide of
emigration from New York to California, Chi-
ns,and the far West, is now something eo
enormous that the Pacific Mail Bteamship
Company heve announced their intention of
running & stesmer every week, instead of
every ten days as heretofore. The steamship
Arizona, whish left New York April 1st, carried
besides twele hundred tons of miscellaneons
freight, over one thousand paseengers. The
superior accommodations farnished by this
line, with a great reduction in their freight and
passage rates, account for this enormous bu-
siness.

Fowr Tricves.—These marauders have be-
come g0 numerous in the community that
some steps should be taken to proteot the citi-
zens from their raids., There are few streets
where & huckster cannot be seen erying poul-
try, and in too many cases there is reason to
believe that the stock has been stolen. The
two markets are the proper places to sell poul-
try, and if these are too far distant, certain
portions of the city should be designated for
this trade. It is true that the fowl vendors are
required to take out a license, but this is often
evaded, snd unless some ordinance is passed
which will regulate the traffic, our citizens will
sontinne to suffer from the plunderers of their
hen roosts.

The main entrance was erowd-
ed yesterdsy with the trunks and baggags of
the departing guests. For six long months
the Mills House will be but the shadow of its
former self; the rooms will be closed and the
doors barred sgainst the traveller, and only
those who have charge of the building will be
allowed ingress, That portion of Meeting-
street will lose its wonted life and activity. It
is an ill wind, however, that blows no one good,
and what is a loss to the Mills House may prove
& gain to other hotels in the city.

Tue ApproscErNG ELEcTIoNs.—General Can-
by bas issued the following important order
with reference o the preservation of order
during the ensuing election. It will be ob-
served that the colored people are especially
reminded to preserve order, and rot o inter-
fere with others in the exercisc of the right of
suffrage :

HEADQUABTERS FECOND MILITsRT DISTRICT, |
CEARLESTON, S. C., April §, 1563, |

|General Orders, No. 61.}

The Commanding General has received informa-
tion from different sections of the States of North
Carolina and South Carclina, and from members of
both political parties, that combinations Lave been
formed, or are pow being formed, to prevent, delay,
or hinder the execution of the laws of the United
States, or by force, intimidation or threat, to prevent
persons from accepting or executing the daoties of
any office or employment under the United States,
at the elections to be beld under the authority of
the law of March 2, 1867, ''to provide for the
more efficient government of the rebel States,"
and the laws that are supplemeulary thereto.
While he is satlsfied that these complaints apply toa
few persous only of both parties, it is proper that all
such persons should be warned that any sttempt by
force to prevent, hinder or delay the execution of
the laws of the Tniled States, nuder the authority of
which the said election is ordered, or by force, in-
timidation or threat, to prevent any perscn from ac-
cepting or holding sny office of trust or place of con-
fidence under the United States, as Registrar, Saper-
intendent, Judge, Manager, Inspector or Clerk, or
other employment at said electi will be bl
not only to the penalties prescribed undei the au-
thority of the said laws, but for violation of the Act
of Congress *'to define and punish certain conspira-
cies,” approved July 21, 1361.—{Stalutes at Large,
Volume 12, Chapter XX X1IL)

It is the duty of the civil and military authorities

in both States to gecure to every registered voter the
fall and free exercise of his right of sufirage, snd
this daty must be fully, faithfully and impartislly
performed; and the Commanding Genersl con-
sidently expects that the people of these States will
unite in secaring for each other the full and proper
exercise of this franchise. But if in any diatmet or
county, or polling subdivision of either State, the
election should be prevented or the ballot-boxes or
poll lists should be destroyed, or the electors duly
registered under the laws of the United States
should be provented by force or intimidation from
voting, & new election will be ordered for guch dis-
trict, county or polling subdivialon.
Tothe end that the laws of the United States may
be duly axercisad; thatthe officers charged with con-
ducting tae elections may be protected in thedis-
charge of their duties, and that the qualified alec-
tors may be protected in the exercise of the elective
frinchis~, Commanders of Posts are suthorized,
whenever in their judgment it may be necessary, to
appoint, from the officers of the army or of the
Freedmen’s Bureau, uader their command, Military
Commissioaers for Distriets or Counties within the
territorial limits of their commands thatare 80 re-
mote from their headquarters that the powerscon-
ferred upon Post Commandera cannot be imnediate-
Iy or directly exerciged.

The Military Commissioners g0 appointed are in-
vested with all the powera of Justices of the Peace
of districts or counties, or the police magistrates of
cities, and will be governed in the execation of their
duties by the laws of the Btate in which they may be
serving, except 80 far as these laws may be in con-
flict with the laws of the United States or with the
orders issued from the headquarters of thia district;
and, in addition to any troops that may be placed at
thelr disposal, are given the command of the police
force of districts, connties, cities and towns; and all
police offizers, sheriffs, constables and other peace
officars are required to obey and execute the orders
of the Military Commissioners in all such cases.

The Military Commissioners will promptly report
all cases in which they assume juriadiction, snd the
disposition made of each case, When parties ars
held for trial, either in confinement or under bail
the case will be so fully reported as to enable the
commanding general to decide whether itshall be
tried by o military tribunal, or be brought befores
civil court.

The juriediction herein given to the Military
Commisaloners will be determined and limited by
the authority heretofore delegated to PostCom-
manders by General Orders No. 82, of May 30, 1807,
and Genersl Orders No. 145, of December 6, 1867,
and will not be construed as extending to the ic-
habitants in their ordinary personal relations, un-
less the civil anthorities should rofuse or fail to sup-
press insurrection, disorder snd violence, sod to
give ail rightful protection to persons snd property;
and all persons, whether in authority or not, are re.
quired to obey and execute all Iawful orders of the
Military Commissioners to tbe same extent aad in
the same manner that they are required by law to
obey and execute the writa of the civil magistrates.

Some of the complaints that have reached the Com-
manding General apply to colored Toters of the two
States, and to sections wheve they have the numeri-
cal ascendency. To them it is proper to say that the
elective franchise conferred upon them by law car~
rlas with it no suthority to restrict others in the free
exercise of that right ; and that while it is thelr duty
not to regard threats or intimidation as to themeelves
#ny combinations to prevent by force, intimidation
or threats the same free exercise of this right by oth-
ers will be unlawful, and will subject the offenders
to the pepalties prescribed by law and by military
orders. They are counsellzd to exercise the right of
voting in & quiet and orderly manner, giving offence

about the polling places, but to return quletly to
thelr homes and to their customary avocations.

Commanding Oficers will give as wide o circula-
t'on as possible to this order within the limits of
their commands.
