GLADSTONE'S THUBJ) BESOLVE-FUBTHEK DE¬

TAILS moa ABYSSINIA-BABBETT TO HE EXE¬

CUTED.

LONDON, May7-Evening-There was alarge
attendance at the session of the House ofCom¬
mons to-day, and great interest manifestedm
the proceedings. Soon after the House came
to order, Mr. Gladstone rose, and said he pro¬
posed, after the House had acted upon the
resolution relative to the Irish Church, intro¬
duced by himself, to ofter a suspensory act,
which should, if possible, remain in force until
August 1,1869. He then, in a few words, pro¬
ceeded to an explanation of the purport and in¬
tent of the second resolve, and moved that it
be put upon ile passage.
Golbeyn Hardy said the Opposition intend to

destroy the Irish Church. The Ministry wish¬
ed to alter it for better; but after, the recent
vote upon the first resolve, they would make
no resistance to the succeeding one, or ask for
a division upon its passage. The second reao-
lotion WM then adopted.
Mr. Gladstone then moved the adoption of

the third resolve) and after some discussion,
and the proposal of various amendments, near¬

ly all of which were rejected, ft was adopted,
in substance, as follows :

Resolved. That an address be presented by
the House to' her Majesty the Queen, humbly
praying that, to prevent by legislation at this
session,orby the creation of new personal inter¬
ests through the use of the public patronage,
shewould be graciously pleasedto place at the
disposal of Parliament her interest m the tem¬
poralities of aR tho dignities and benefices of
the Church of Ireland.
Mr. Whitbread, member for Bedford, moved-,

a resolution to withdraw the annual grant of

£30,000 to the Roman Catholic College of May¬
nooth, and to abolish the regnum donam, the
grant to be to the presbyterian after the dis¬
establishment of the Irish Church, which was
agreed, to. The reform bill for Ireland waa

read a second time. <

LONDON, M*y 9-Later advices from Abys¬
sinia report that every boilding in Magdala
was burned. The king's widow and son were \

projected to tho Tigre country. The wounded
are' »ir doingWt;. Theodoras was buried in
Magdala Church. Young Prince Theodore
goes to England for education. When the
English approached the enemy were in grand
array. The fight opened with mortars. Soon
four, thousand Abyssiniana, with shouts and
triumphant songs, charged the British batte¬
ries. TheyWre repulsed, leaving seven hun¬
dred killed,-includiüg two chiefs. The Abys¬
sinian tactics/and courage were good.

WASHINGTON, May 10-9 P. M.-Absolute un¬

certainty exists regarding the impeachment
result. Senators -keep their own counsel.
The Star says: "The bears in impeachment

.dock made a tremendous rally mst evening
and for a time had it all their own way at the
hotels and other points where transactions are

carried, oii Friends of the President, who
were supposed, to know a thing or two, were

betting wild on acquittal two te one, ten to one,
a hundred to one. Later in the sight the bulls
rallied and swept everything, and professed to
beparticulariy anxious to find any party anx¬
ious to bet on acquittal. To-day it has been a

see-saw operation, the bears being uppermost
one hour and the bulls next. Should the ex-

. citement increase in tha ratio it bes in the last

fortj^ght'boure, by Tuesday it will; be up to

fever beat and something over. Undoubtedly
' Tuesday will be the most exciting day in Wash¬
ington since the surrender of Leejs army."
The Express says: "There is a good deal of

talk about town to-day upon the probable re¬

sult of the impeachment trial. The public
pulse is somewhat excited, but the preponder¬
ance of opinion seems to be upon the side of
acquittai A/gentleman usually well informed
upon current topics, and who has opportunity
of knowing whereofhe speaks, stated this after¬
noon that senators bad disposed of the ques¬
tion of Stanton's removal, and will make no

question about the President's rieht to make
the removal. The point about which they are

now concerned is in relation to the ad interim

appointment and the letter of authority to
General Thomas. The senators, v.ho are sat¬
isfied that there is no cause -of conviction by
reason of Mr. Stanton's removal, are also well
satisfied thai the Executive had a right to

make the ad interim appointment.' It is not
believed, however, that this point will be con¬

sidered a highprhne cr misdemeanor."
In a; well authenticated conversation the

President is reported to have said in answer to
a question regarding Bingham's suggestion
that he would not obey the Senate's mandate:
'"Why should I not obey if the forms of the
constitution are complied with. If senators
do nek act justly they are-responsible not to
me, but the people. No, the people who hold
th^eovoreign power have placed me over one

department, with all its duties and responsi¬
bilities, and have placed monitors also with

grave responsibilities and with a constitutional
power to try impeachment and render judg¬
ment thereon. If they miBuse or abuse thu or

any other power the people alone can hold them

to account. The people having empowered
them to try impeachment, it is not for the par¬

ty tried to set aside their judgment; the people
alone can settle with their agentsforanyabuse
of their great trusta. " *

BICHMOND, May 9.-The Supreme Court to¬

day decided that in debts contracted in Con¬
federate money, the amount shall be computed
at the value of money when the debt matured,
and not when it was contracted. Another de¬
cision, given hy the same court, ie that note¬
holders of the old banks of the State shall not
have preference in the division of assets, but

depositors and all creditors shall share alike.

Terrible Earthquake in China.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 9.-Various terrible
phenomena occurred at Mannaloa between the

28th of March and the 18th of April. Two
thousand earthquake shocks occurred. The
shook of April 2d lasted three minutes. No
one could stand in the houses inHiwaoe, China.

Following the shock carnea tidal wave sixty
feet high, sweeping everything before it. The
earth opened with bottomless fissures. Thirty
persons were swallowed. The earth opened
under the sea, making the water red. Vast
land slides in the meantime occurred, destroy¬
ing life and property. The summit and side of
ahill, fifteen hundredfeet high, were thrown a

thousand feet over the tops of trees into the

valley below. Gasses issued afterwards, des¬
troying animal and vegetable life. An island
four hundred feet high was thrown up, three
miles from Weis, (Thine, and is joined to the
land by a stream of lava a unie wide. The vol¬
canic display illuminated the sea for fifty miles.
One hundred Uves and half a million of pro¬
perty were destroyed.

The Southern Baptist Convention.

BALTIMORE, Mn., May 7.-The Southern Bap¬
tist Convention commenced its sessions at the
Seventh Baptist Church, in this city, at pre¬
sentunder the pastoral careof Bev. Dr. Fuller.
The Southern States are represented by a

large delegation. All Baptist Ministers, not

delegates, were invited to seats, and several
mir.*: *<as from Northern States accepted the
invx. on. Among the latter aro Bev. Dr.
Hague, of Boston, Bev. Dr. Welch and Bev.
Dr. Backus, of New York, Bev. P. H. Mell, D.
XL, of Georgia.. The former President was

almost unanimously re-elected. Dr. Mell is
Chancellor of the University of Georgia, and
has hut few equals as a presiding officer. At
the request of the convention, he prepared
a. work on -parliamentary usage, which has
been adopted for the government of the
body. The Vice-Presidents are : Bev. Dr.
Jeter, of Virginia, Bev. Dr. Fuller, of Ma¬
ryland, Bev. Dr. Boyce, of South Carolina,
and Bev. J. L. M. Curry, of Alabama. A. P.
Abell, Esq., of Virginia, and A. F. Crane, Esq.,
of Baltimore, are the efficient secretaries. The
introductory sermon was to have been deliver¬
ed this evening by Bev. Dr. Curry, but cn ac-

coant of a painful accident, he will be unable
to discharge this duty.

TEX LAXE BISHOP HOPKINS, or THE EPISCO¬

PAL CHURCH.-The New York correspondent of
the Philadelphia Ledger writes asfollows:
A very extraordinary statement is made to¬

day by Ber. John Henry Hopkins, son of the
Into Bishop Hopkins, of Vermont, leading to
the inference that that eminent prelate, if he
did not die in communion with tue Church of
Borne, held views concerning the Pope any¬
thing but in accordance with those usually
held by professing Protestants. This state¬
ment is embodied in a valedictory from Mr.
Hopkins, who announces hiB retirement from
the editorship of the Church Journal, a post
which he has held tor a period of fifteen years.
He does this, he says, partly in order to pre-

Sere for the press several treatises which his
ither had in hand when his health failed him.
He says : "My father left two treatises in man¬
uscript, which would have been put to press
this winter had he lived. Indeed, at the time
when the telegram announcing his last and
brief illness reached me, I was daily in expec¬
tation of- receiving the manuscript, to be
placed in the hands of the publishers. One
of these works will prove to be of peculiar in¬
terest, for he wrote it as a 'retraction' of an

opinion which he found he had expressed in
one of his previous works, that there is good
ground for regarding the Pope to be the An¬
tichrist. Tn reviewing his books for final cor¬
rection, with a view to a new and uniform edi¬
tion, he felt that a mere alteration of the text
in a matter of BO much importance was not a
sufficient tribute to the truth ; and he there¬
fore wrote this little treatise, acknowledging
his error, showing that he was misled by high
authorities without sufficient examination on
his1 own part, and going on to demonstrate
that the common Protestant notion cannot be
correct. No nobler proof could be given of
his fearless and conscientious honesty of
character than such a close to such a career as
his."

THE GhEAT TRIAL.

ITS PROBABLE UPSHOT.

WHAT THE CORRESPONDENTS SAT.

THE PROCEEDINGS ON THTTEBDAY-WHAT WAS

DONE ZN SECRET SESSION-PLANS OF THE

BADS TS CASE OT AN ACQUITTAL-VARIETY OF

OPINIONS CONCERNING THE RESULT.

The Washington correspondent of the New
York World, writing on last Thursday night,
says:
The Senate, Fitting as a Court of Impeach¬

ment, has remained in secret session all day,
adjourning late this evening. This fact, added
to a rainy day, had the eüect of emptying the
capitol building, and the scene in and about
the Senate chamber was in remarkable con¬
trast to that of yesterday. While the outside
evidence of excitement was wanting, the pre¬
vailing interest, if anything, was on'the in¬
crease, and every senator who camevout of the
Chamber was belabored most earnestly for an
inkling of what was going on within. Bnt
commencing a resume, of what was said
and done by the court, it should be
first stated, that after the journal was
read this morning the Chief Justice announc¬
ed that as the Senate waa Bitting for delibera¬
tion the doora would be closed. Mr. Sumner
rose to a point of order, saying that the Senate
having adjourned and met again in open ses¬
sion he held that it requires a vote to close
the doora again for deliberation. The Chief
Justice refused to entertain this proposition
until the galleries had 'been cleared. Mr.
Trumbull said he wished to iais*) a point of or¬
der before the doors were closed, but the re¬

porters who were holding on to the last mo¬
ment, wsze obliged to retire before he finished
what ne had to say.
The first proposition which was taken np

was that of Mr. Sumner to provide that in
taking the final vote on each article cf im¬
peachment every senator should rise in his
place and he asked:
" Do yon find Andrew Johnson guilty or not

guilty as charged in thia article of impeach¬
ment ?"
A long discussion followed, the debate show¬

ing that on the whole it was not thought
necessary to have an v particular detail of form,
and with the partial understanding that the
Chief Justice should regulate this himself, the
pending motion and all its amendments were
laid on the table. Mr. Hendricks proposed
that, aa there were three distinct and indepen¬
dent charges in the eleventh article, the Senate
vote on each one separately. It waa stated in
the debate on thia that while the President
might be guilty of the charges contained in
that article, said charges nevertheless did not
come within the scope of high crimes and mis¬
demeanors known to statutory law. It will be
noticed by. reference to Sumner's question
above that he waa very careful to omit from it
the words " hiRh crimea and misdemeanors, "

ao aa to avoid the legal objections to the ques¬
tion, ifput in the form as amended by the in¬
sertion ofthose words. Mr. Hendrick's motion
was finally adopted, but with the belief that it
will be reconsidered and again debated. The
Senate then proceeded to fix a time for
voting on tiie verdict. Mr. Sumner and Mr.
Howard were willing to proceed at
once with the vote, but it was manifest
that a large majority-were opposed to any such
haste. Saturday, Monday, and even Thursday,
were auccepsively named as the day for the
verdict, but it waa finally determined that on
Tuesday next, at twelve o'clock, the Sonate
should proceed to vote whether Andrew John¬
son is guilty or not guilty of the high crimes
and misdemeanors charged against him by the
House of Representatives. It was then further
agreed that senators should bs allowedtwo days
after the verdictÄn which to file their reasons
for the vote which they had given, although
this is not to interfere with the hfLeen minutos'
debate allowed each senator on the articles.
The proceedings in secret session were marked
by no incidents or expressions which lent cer¬

tainty to either belief, that tho President will
be acquitted, or that he will bo condemned.
Those senators who have been generally
considered as "doubtful," are, so far as
the discussion of this afternoon ia concerned,
as doubtful as ever, for the questions and
side issues debated, and the character ot the
debates, were not of a kind to call ont any opin¬
ions upon the main point at issue. Both the
extreme Radicals, wno ore expected by every¬
body to vote guilty, and*"the Democratic sena¬

tors, who are expected by everybody to vote
not guilty, on Tuesday next, are'quite as anx¬
ious and uncertain to-night in regard to the
intentions of from eight to ten Conservative
Bepublican senators as the hundreds of out¬
siders who are canvassing the chances in
hotels and saloons. All the reports of what
Mr. Fesseoden or Mr. Trumbull have aaid may
as well be taken for absolutely naught. I have
the beat reason for behaving that Mr. Fessen-
den was, up to the beginning ot the trial,
strongly of the opinion that the impeachment
was impolitic and unjust, but I am equally con¬
vinced that neither ne nor Mr. Trumbull' nave
since the trial begun said a word, except to
friends ao trustworthy that they could not be
guilty of repeating it. concerning Mr. John¬
son's deserts. Among the outsiders, however,
each party is equally confident, and the test of
betting is about even. No Badical s are to be
found who say that tho President will be ac¬

quitted, and Democrats are very scarce who
say that he will be convicted The Senate, sit¬
ting aa a court, adjourned between 6 and 7 P.
M. this evening until Monday next at 10 A. M.

V RADICAL DEFECTIONS.
The Herald's correspondent writes on the

7th instant :

I am informed to-night that three Radical
senators, whose attachment to the impeach¬
ment scheme has not been suspected, intend
to vote in favor of acquittal i he three sena¬
tors have never been mentioned as favoring
acquittal, and it ia aaid tney have requested
Senator Johnson to give them a written opin¬
ion on che subject, so that they may have some
solid reasons to show for their action. It is
evea hinted to-night that Boacoe Conkiing ia
in doubt, and intends to take a bold indepen¬
dent stand against his party on luis measure.

THE IMPEACHERS CONEIDEN i OP CONVICTION.

The corre8pondentof Cie New York Times
writes :

The nature of the proceedings to-day waa not
such as to afford any indication aa to the final
result but those senators who are known to
be in tavor of conviction do not hesitate to say
to-night that all the indications point to the
result for which they hope. The proceedings
to-day were in the best of temper on the part
of senators, and everybody but a few of Mr.
Wade's zealous adherents is satisfied with the
Senate's action. The time heuce until Monday
is desired by senators for the private conside¬
ration of the subjects involved in the case.

And the Tribune's correspondent says:
It is generally believed, though bia frienda

deny, it that Senator Fessenden has written an
opinion against tbe first three articles, holding
that the President has the right to remove the
head of a department, and that that power is
not taken away by the Tenure-of-ofnce bill
Mr. Fessenden voted to pass the law over the
President's veto, though he was not present, or
d d not vote, when the other questions on it
were pending. The truth is that Mr. Fessen¬
den is merely preparing, or has already pre¬
pared, a speech on the case, to be delivered
when tho Senate retires for debate. The best
judges of the situation to-night say that only
three ot the Bepublican senators-namely,
Fo6aenden, Fowler and Grimes-will votd for
an acquittal, and that they will have no in¬
fluence whatever on thia question with any of
the other senators.
IF THE PRESIDENT BE ACQUITTED-WHAT THEN ?
A dispatch to tho Herald says :

One of the subjects under discussion in the
Jacobin councils is what must be done in case

the President shall be acquitted, and the de¬
liberations from thia point of view, it is said,
are not altogether conducted in an amiable
manner. Neither is the matter under con¬

sideration inordinately chagred with the spirit
of Christian charity. The prevailing feeling
among them is reported to be a stern determi¬
nation to compass the removal of Andrew
Johnson, even though he should escape them
in the present trial. Ii the President is ac¬

quitted cf all guilt in the trial now ponding
the Radicals say they will wait until the South¬
ern senators are safely established in their
seats, before which time they have no doubt
the President will bave committed himself by
some act of hostility which will servo as well
o ground articles of impeachment upon as
hose upon which thc existing articles are

based, when they will impeach him again and
put the trial through in short order.

Thc Cotton Trade,

[From the New York Shipping List]
Thelconrae of the cotton market was proba¬

bly never watched with more absorbing in¬
terest than itnow is, and has been doing the
last four months, because it hasnot only a more
direct bearing upon finance and commerce than
any other commodity, but because the future
ot cotton growing in this country largely de¬
pends upon a scale of prices sufficiently nigh
to meet the enhanced cost of production under
the changed conditions of culture. At the be-

Ènning of the year the price of middling up¬
ad iras sixteen cents, from which point it

has advanced, with Blight reactions, to thirty-
three cents. Ihe demand has fully kept pace
with the increase of value, and the tendency
appears to be upward. The course of the
market during the remainder of the year
will, of course, «depend largely upon
the ruling of prices in" the English market,
where two leading causes-increased con¬

sumption and a short supply-are operating in
favor of very full prices. AB to what point of
value these causes may cease to operate, there
seems to be a diversity of opinion. The spirit
of speculation, however, which always grows
out of a rising market,- as it also contributes to
a rise, and which is now materially stimulated
by oheap money in England, may carry prices
beyond the legitimate results of tho influences
alluded to. This, at least, is the view taken by
English statisticians. That goods, instead of
treaauie, are being shipped from England to
the east in payment or the raw staple drawn
thence, is a notable fact in this connection, and
one which is calculated to strengthen prices.
The annexed statement shows the quantities
of cotton goods forwarded from Great Britain
to the Eastern markets during the first three
months of the present and two previous years:

The above totals show an increase of 138,-

250,890 yards when compared with 1867, and of
209,720,964 yards when compared with 1866.
The enormous production of British cotton

goods since the commencement of the year,
and the unusually heavy shipments* to the
Eastern markets have as yet had very littie in¬
fluence upon the English money market; but,
in some quarters, il i anticipated that the
great rise in cotton will eventually have a

Tut stock of bullion held by
that institution is not more than is necessary
to carry on our vast trade, which a serious re¬
duction in it would partly paralyze. The enor¬

mous quantities of goods now on Bile in the
East may lead to a fail* balance of trade in our

favor, provided that cotton keeps about its

Eresent value; but we flud that speculators
ave got possession of the market, and that

they are giving more for .cotton for future ar¬
rival than it is really wortb."
