The Courter is in error in stating that, in
any city elections held under the new State
Constitution, the persons elected must pos-
sess'the qualifications as to age, residence
and proporty prescribed by the city char-

and has probably forgotten to read the
new oonshtutwn of which it speaks so pos-
itively. It is true that the seventh section
of an ordinance of the convention to pro-
vide for the election of certain officers pro-
{vides that: “Within thirty days after the
'ratifioation of this constitution, the Board
of Commissioners shall have suthority to
call elections for all municipal officers, at
present elected by the people, subject to
such regulations as said Board mey pre-
scribe, not inconsistent with this constitution
or the charters of such municipal bodies.”

But the Courier, in noticing that the reg-

charters” of municipal bodies, is blind to
the preceding declaration that they must
inot be inconsistent with “this” (the new
‘State) “‘constitution.”

Article 1, section 32 of the new constitu-
tion is as follows :

No property qualification shall be necessary
for an election to or the holding of any oflice.

‘Article 8, section 7, is as follows:

Every person entitled to votz at any election
shall be eligible to any afice which now is,
or hereafter shall be, elective by the people,
in the county where he shall have resided
sixty days previous to such election, except
as otherwise provided in this constitution
or the Constitution and laws of the United
States.

These sections dispose of all qualifica-
tions a8 to property, and only disqualify
from holding office those who are disquali-
fied by the fourteenth amendment to the
Constitution of the United States. As the
Courier is menifestly in the wrong, and may
have misled the **subscribers” who appealed
to it for information, it will do well to
acknowledge its fault and promise to be

more careful in the future.
