LONDON, Jone 22.-The first detachment
of the returning troops from the Abyssinian
expédition has arrived at Plymouth, and a

dispatch from Alexandria, Egypt, reports
that the last detachment* arrived at that port

^ to-day.

Saturday last. Prince William TT was publicly
proclaimed as ruler of Servia. The proclama¬
tion returned thaults to the militia for their

loyalty and good conduct, and exhorts them to
be firm in support of the new prince.
Rumors from Rome say that E. G. Cushman,

United States Consul,in that city, has been re¬

called by his government.
A meeting was called by the Liberals to¬

night at Guildhall to consider the Irish
Church question. The hail was crowded. The
Lord Mayorpresided. It soonbecame evident
that many of those present were Tories. As
soon a« the proceedings commenced a great
^disturbance was created, mingled with cheers
and hisses, which, rendered the voices of the

speakers on the platform mandible to all ox-
copt the reporters. Mr. Lubbuck mored1 tho
first resolution, declaring thatthe Irish Church
should cease to exist, andopposing any.amend¬
ment ofthe suspensory bill now pending in tbe
House of Lords.

After comparative quiet had
been restored, speeches were mado in support
of the bill by B. W. Crawford, M. P.; Mr. Gro-

chen, M. P.; Mr. William Lawrence, M. P.; and
Mr. Harcourt.

SPECULATIONS AS TO THE CHOICE OF THE NATION¬

AL DEMOCRATIC CONVENTION.

The shrewd and agile little sheet, the Wash¬
ington Star, thus speculates upon the probable
action of the New York Convention :

didates has already reached a point of acrimo¬

Judge Chase will be thrown over because so

many prominent Democratio journals have
committed themselves positively against him
that it is certain his nomination will slough off
more Democratic votes than it'will gain from
the Republican party. Bo must sit on the anx¬
ious bench a little longer, thoy say. Mr. Pen¬
dleton will bo rejected because he is identified
with a financial dogma which the most solid
and' influential advisers of the Democracy re¬

gard as unsound, impolitic and dangerous.
Governor Seymoor, because the mighty and
enthusiastic throng of positive Democrats who
follow Mr. Pendleton regard him as the chief
obstacle in tho way of their success, and are

resolved to punuh him accordingly. McClel¬
lan is not considered worth naming in the
race, Crom the fact that he was badly beaten
in 1864 by Lincoln; and of-all things, the
Democracy dislike a candidate having the
association of defeat. Gen. Hancock is not in
?favor with the peace Democracy of the West,
and the cry is rai jed, doubtless without founda¬
tion, that the Catholics would not support
him. Many, however, favor putting him se¬

cond ou tho ticket as a good card to draw such
of the "boys in blue ' as are of Democratic
leanings. John T. Hoffman is considered too
young, Judge Nelson too old, and there is
something the matter with the whole lot thus
far trotted out, with the exception, perhaps, of
Senator Hendricks, upon whom the available
candidate men seem just now somewhat in¬
clined to rally. Mr. Hendricks has been
lucky enough, or. sagacious enough, pnot to
make any bad mistakes in his somowhat
lengthy political career; such aa won ld serious¬
ly compromise bimwith any wing of bis party.
Ho hus always boen held a sound party man,
but uniformly voted the appropriations neces¬

sary to carry on the war. From his* general
political record he stands well with the peace
men; and tho fact of having, voted, warsup¬
plies would give him a lift with the war Demo¬
crats. Hendricks, to-day, scorns to stand the
best chance; but at the präsent rato of sought-'
er of; Democratic candidates, it mary bo that
bis neck, too, will reach tho chopping block be¬
fore Hie Convention meets.

Somo of his admirers have printed and circu¬
lated bali a million copies of a brief six-page
tract, giving a condensed history of his milita¬
ry care, r, which reads like ono continuous bat¬
tle, forgetting,, evidently, that that is the very
worst kind of literaturo and argument to wm
support from the mass of the Copperhead De¬
mocracy.
As to Pendleton this much is conceded-that

be. wih m all probability have a majority of tho
convention-and if not ablo to nominate him¬
self will be abundantly able to dictate the nom¬
ination. In ibis case, which is now looked up¬
on as the most likely thing to occur, Senator
Hendricks, of Indiana, will unquestionably
loom up suddenly and prominently as thé

[.Bocond choice of the Pendleton men. They will
not .allow the nomination to go east of the
Ohio so icing as they have as good material as
Hendricks. He has not a national reputation,
but that don't hurt him with the Democracy.
Whilo his record as a Democrat is perfectly
consistent, he bas been very shrewd in keep¬
ing clear of any offensive identification with
thu Copperhead creed. In tho Senate lie is

noted as a very fair opponent, a thorough gen¬
tle nan in bis deportment, and as a,man of
good ability. He would do a great deal better
than Frank Pierce or even Polk, and has about
as many negative qualities as any candidate
named except Hancock. Lately ho has been
very careful of his Senatorial record, as if with
an eye to the nomination. Tho Demoer .tic
party may go further and fare worse.

GENERAL FORREST AB A DELEGATE TO THE NEW

YORE CONVENTION-HIS VIEWS OF SOUTHERN

POLICY.
A Memphis correspondent of the Louisville

Journal writes :

"1 didn't want to go to the National Demo¬
cratic Convention," said Forrest. ' In tact, it
did not cross my mind until it was urged on nie

by some of the most prominent citizens and
politicians in Tennessee. I thought at the
sturt that it would be imprudent to send me;
but they argued differently, and when I at* last
gave my consent, I did not feel at liberty to re¬

tire and leave my fnonds to hold the bag. Two
or three times, in the' State Convention, while
they were debating the question, I had half a

mind to draw ont, and faded to do so beean sc I
consider that when a man bas put himself in

the hands of others-ho has no right to be run

off by false delicacy." .

"You mean to go, of course ?"
"To be sure I do. It won't be more curious,

Ireekm, to see me in a Democratic convention
than it was to see Joe Brown in a Radical con¬

vention.''
"But he's recanted all bis sins, and yon

haven't; in other words, he goes with the rul¬
ing power, and you don't."
"There's a good deal of mistake about that,"

he answered. "The Radicals like Joe Brown
because ne isa Radical. I suppose the same
rule would apply to me with iVe Democrats.
Why, BUT, the wannest recoption JLVJ had since
the* war was from General Shorman. Tai not
afraid of ti e Democratic soldiers or the Repub¬
lican soldiers. I like General Hancock, and I
don't believe there is a brave or reasonable

Inion soldier who dislikes or doubts me as a

man. I went into the war because my vote
had been unable to preserve the peace. I took
a through ticket, of course, and I fought and
.lost as much as any one else; certainlyas much
as I could. Now the war's over, and I'm under
oath to keep my parole. Suppose I oonsid r

myself au outlaw,, and refuse lo take part in
what's going on. does that help me keep my
oath? Wort folks that are disposed to be ill-
natured Bay Fm sullen and dangerous, and only
waiting a chance to break out in a fresh place?
That's what they have said. Now I give the
country a so t of hostage, in addition to my
parole, when I join an active, organized body
of Union men in the North, and I proclaim
when I go to New York that I am at least as
well reconstructed as Joe Brown, who was an

original secessionist."
Are yon committed to any candidate?"

"None whatever, except as tho Nashville
Convention committed me. I guess tho dele¬
gation will have uo trouble decidme: who it
will go for. Wo don't want to dictate to the
party. What wo.do want is tho best man. It
aint because we bate Grant that we are anxious
to beat his ticket. It's because the Radicals
won't give us a .chance if they keep in power.
Look at Tennessee. That's Radicalism, and
that's why Fm a Democrat."
There is a good deal of misconception about

Forrest's life before the war. I have seen it
stated in one place that he was a negro trader,
and in another that he was a gambler. Neither
is true. Before the war he stood as well as

any man in West Tennessee or North Mis¬
sissippi. His father was a Middle Tennessee
blacksmith of irreproachable character,
and, though tho advantages of Bedford
were extremely limited, he always held
his head up, and had made by suc¬
cessful speculation when the war broke ont at
least half a mahon of dollars. All this he lost.
As for his moral character, it never was sus¬

pected. He has been through life a sober,
hard-working, keen-trading man, devoted to
his home and respected by evcrv ono. He is
not now a rich but a poor man. He lost all he
had by the war. But his energy is matchless,
and there is lit tie doubt that he will rebuild
his ruined fortunes. In his own household be
is a very devoted husband and father. I don't
taink he has any ambition to figure as a poli¬
tician. His present attitude as leader of the
Tennessee delegation-whioh he will undoubt¬
edly be at New York-is an accident. The
people desired him to go as an illustration,
perhaps as a test, of the question of exclusion
or non-exclusion of representative Confede¬
rates from affairs. I venture to predict that
his appearance in the Democratic Convention
will be hailed as a good omen, and that he will
make a speech before that body whioh will
serve as an excellent Democratic campaign
document. I am rather inclined to think that
his preference is for Hancock ; bnt I have no
right to Bay, for ho is not communicative on
the subjeot.
PRESIDENT JOHNSON A CANDIDATE FOB BE-NOMI¬

NATION-G NEBAI, AMNESTY.

A Washington dispatch to the New York
Tribune says:
Many prominent Democrats bave for some

time been urging Mr. Johnson to utter a proc¬
lamation of amnesty embracing nearly all the
classes exempted in his proclamation of Sep¬
tember 8,1867, and it is now given out by his
friends that ho has definitely decided to put
forth another manifestó early m July. He has
recently roceivod reports from the South re¬

commending this course, aqd promising him
the support of several of the Southern delega¬
tions at the New York Convontio-. Mr. John¬
son has not givon up the hope of being, after
all, selected as the standard-bearerof the Dem¬
ocratic party. His friends will make a strong
effort in his interest when the,time arrives.
Tba publication ol the, forthcoming proclama¬
tion is a mere electioneering trick to catch the
votes of the Southern delegates.

CABINET SPECULATIONS-SEQBETABX X'CTJL-
,. LOCH'S BEKIONATION AO.ACT-A PRESIDENTIAL
DEMONSTRATION TROMISED.

The Washington correspondent of tho Balti¬
more Gazettewrites on tho 22d inst:
The nomination of Mr. Evarta as Attorney-

General was induced by bis1, friends, who were
anxious that he should go into Mc Johnson's
Cabinet. Mr. Evan's objection to accepting
tho position was tho fact that his private prac¬
tice waa very lucrative, yielding him fifty thou¬
sand dollars per annum, while the salary of
Attorney-Gonoral would not cover more than
one-half of tho current expenses of his iamily
in-Washington. This objection was overcome
by an agreement'wit li bis law partner in New
York to allow thc firm to continue uninterrupt¬
ed, with the benefit of bis advice and assist¬
ance when not incompatible with bis public
duties. As his term of service will be loss
than nine months, his acceptance of tho oflico
will not seriously damage his private practice.
:t is understood here that his nomination will
be confirmed, as Mr. Evarls is a big gun in the
Radical organization, and the government's
counsel in the prosecution of Mr. Jefferson
Davis.

'ibo nomination of Mr. Evarta i j regarded by
many of the quid nunca here as indicating
some further change in the President's Cabi¬
net, and stopping the game of "hide and Beek-"
which has been going on between Mr. Johnson
and Secretary McCuCoch. There is no doubt
of tho fact that a friend of Mr. Mcculloch's
called on tho President a few daya since ard
staled that the resignation of the Beere t ary wad
ab the President's, disposal. Mr. Johnson
promptly replied that a resignation atthis time
would relieve bim of great embarrassment.
This was the last of it. No resignation was
sent in and nono called for. Mr. Mcculloch
failed to tender his resignation frankly in per¬
son, and the President failed to say to the Sec¬
retary as much as ho said to his friend. There
seems to be no doubt that a change could be
easily secured in the Treasury Department if
tho intervention of friends wad avoided and
the parties could speak to each other as they
speak to third parties. There is no doubt the
President desires the resignation of Mcculloch,
and yet he hesitates to say so frankly to Mo-
Cnlloch himself. Nevertheless, tho country is
promised some bold Executive demonstrations
within the next few days, and the peoplo can
afford to wait There is nothing more certain
than that the people would be agreeably aston¬
ished should President Johnson oury his
threats into execution, particularly in view of
the goneral belief that ho will do nothing.

A TRUCULENT MONARCH.-The most fright¬
ful accounts are given by tho correspondents
in Abyssinia of the massacre of prisoners at

Magdala just boforo tho lall of that stronghold.
After stripping the clothes from those whom
ho had ordered for execution, Theodoras him-
self commenced the work of slaughter.
He first shot ten of thom dead with his own

hand, thenthrew his revolver away, drew his
sword and leaped towards the trembling pris¬
oners. Eyeing them a moment, he seemed to
chose One for whom he entertained a perfect
hatred, for he said, "Ah, your hour has come;
I am going to drink your Dlood," and, raising
bis sword, he cut-his head off at one blow, and
then drew it again across his abdomen. Theo¬
doras' lace and clothes were covered with blood,
and, hke a tiger who had tasted blood, this
seemed to increase his fur}*. He foamed nt
the lips and his eyes became bloodshot.
Atter stabbing and cutting about fifty with
bis own bands he rested, and ordered
Uta* his chiefs should try their hands.
Many of them had personal hatreds
against the captives, and they proceeded with
an astonishing alacrity with the awful task of
massacre. Whenever he witnessed dexterous
blows he applauded, but when he saw cuts
given that but maimed the poor wretches the
King would spring up and demonstrate what
ari oasy matter it was to send heads clean off
the shoulders by choosing a strong, sturdy
prisoner and decapitating him with his own
hand. A boy prince, eon of one of tho rebel¬
lious governors, who was still at large, was
next killed by a sweeping blow, which took his
head and left arm off. In about an hour and
a half from the commencement of the whole¬
sale execution the massacre was completed,
and as fast as each one had been slain the body
was carried to the edge of tho cliff and thrown
down a height of fifty feet or more. At the
bottom of the clift* were several great rocks
scattered here and there, and these were

covered with brains and blood. A ghastly heap
of corrupting flesh was all that was -left of
three hundre 1 and oighthuman souls, who bili
shortly before had been the friends in cap¬
tivity of the Europeans. The human shambles
contained pools of blood and gore in several
places nearly a foot deep.

Latest Parla Fashions.

Persona get soon used to everything, even

to eccentricities, and our present costumes
appear natural, in spite ot tho resistance
Which the; at first met with. It must be
confessed, however, that it is often not the
fashions which are ridiculous, but the man¬

ner tn which thoy are interpreted. The
double and triple skirts looped back on

paniers are better understood now, and it-
would be difficult to quote the variety of
styles which are met with on the Boule¬
vards or in the Bois dc Boulogne. The
following deserves particular notice, however,
on account of its beauty and originality :

Imagine a round skirt ot foulard carmeiite
ornamented below with two'plaited flounces
which are bordered at the top by a fold of sil¬
ver-gray silk. The upper skirt of silver-gray
silk is looped bock at the sides by bunches of
cnrwWe-colorod ribbons. It is ornamented
all round with a narrow fringe of the same
shade, with a fold of one contimetre in width at
the top. The cassock of carrndilefoulard fits
tight to the waist, and is looped back en paniers
where the upper skirt ends. A long knot be¬
hind marks the centre of these paniers that
are much puffed. The tighwltting sleeves of
the lower waist are made of sjlvcr-gray silk.
Another remarkable innovation answers very
well as a promenading toilet at the wateriog-
Slaces-a white muslin skirt with tighl-
tting sleeves; the waist is striped with

ribbons ot' glazed cambric one contimetre
and a half in width; there is a space of
eight or ten centimetres between each
stripe, and the Maric Antoinette mantelet of
muslin is likewise striped with cambric ribbons.
For parlor costume a nanfcm-colored delaine
dress, with the lower skirt ornamented by fes¬
toons of black leaves spotted with nankin-col-
ored silk dots. The same ornament repeats
itself around the upper skirt, looped back at
thc,aides to form a square apron in front. The
square waist is assorted in style and color to
tho double skirt, and completed'by a pelerine
oardinal, crossedin front, alafichu Larnb-ille. X
have also Been a toilet of whit« linen with em¬
broidery work, imitating the-roota of corals. The
embroidery is on tho kippels of.tb. e waist, on the
sleeves abqve and below, and On each side of
tho belt, and of the flaps of the sash knotted
behind. Embroidery work is "very much in
favor, and light, transparent material ia em¬
broidered with silk of different shades, and
maksa very rich promenading toilets. The
round hats have a very pretty shape this year;
-the rims are generally turned up, and are very
becoming. The enormous shepherd bat will
likewise bo worn; it appears as much more ex¬

aggerated in its proportions,'as it has for co ni-

Eanions the very small toque, abd the diminu¬
ye hat with turned-up rims. They are try inp

to make the Chinese bat .fashionable, although
I could not tell tor what reason, for it io neither
becoming nor graceful, and should hardly be
admitted for children. Aa for promenade bon¬
nets they are still very ama'!,- and the hair
dressed high.
