EMPEROR HAFOLEOS AT TKO TES.

PARIS, August 10.-The Emperor, on bia re¬

turn from Plombiers, stopped a short time at
Troyes, where ho was received, with great en-,

thusiasm. The Mayor and municipal govern¬
ment waited upon the Emperor -and presented
an address of welcome. The Emperor replied,
thanking the Mayor, municipality and people
for their warm demonstrations of affection,
expressed the hope that no untoward event
would disturb the peaceful progress of trade
and agriculture, and concluded with the invo¬

cation, "God protect France." The Emperor's
speech waB received with prolonged cheers
and repeated cries of "Vive l'Empereur."

SPAIN-FINANCIAL CRISIS ANTICIPATED.

LONDON, Angustio.-Accounts received daily
from Spain represent that the disturbed condi¬
tion of the country is leading to disastrous re¬

sults. The latest advices from Madrid say a

financial crisis is anticipated there. Juan Pe-
zueJa has been appointed Captain-General of
Catalonia.
COLLTEBY EXPLOSION-TERRIBLE LOSS OF LIFE.

PABIS, August 10.-Dispatches received an¬

nounce another terrible colliery explosion at

Jernmapis, in the province of Hainauet, in
Belgium. Fifty-one persons were killed out¬

right, and a great number injured.

LONDON, August 10.-Pigot, one of the Dub¬
lin editors who were imprisoned for seditious
utterances, has been pardoned. He will be re¬

COLUMBIA, August 12.-The Ml reducing

COLOMBIA, August IL-An analysis of the

Legislature, as at present constituted, reveals
three distinct classes upon the floor. First
are theDemocrats, seventeen strong; second,
the moderate Republicans; and third, the out-
and-out reckless, selfish, office-seeking, office-
holding Radicals, whose chief aim is to delude
the negro and hoist themselves into power on
his vote.
The moderate Republicans-some sixty or

seventy in number-may be sub-divided as fol¬
lows: 1. White Northern men who are en¬

gaged in planting, own land, have chosen the
State for their home, and are fully alive to the
fact that their future usefulness as citizens,
their Bocial recognition by neighbors, and their
pecuniary welfare depend upon a conservative,
conscientious performance of what they now

deem duty to the State and party. Of this
class I may mention General Stoibrand, J. H.
Jenks, H. W. Webb, 0. S. Kuh and E.
M. Stroeber as fair samples. Three of
these are foreigners, and one is not a

naturalized citizen. 2. Intelligent colored men.
There is no sort of question that the majority
of these in both bouses are naturally inclined
to moderation. The reason is obvious. On
the one side they observe the white men of the
State, embracing wealth, brains and influence,
standing shoulder to shoulder in opposition to
Radical designs-a ujit in sentiment, strength
and determination. On the other hand are the
officeholders of the State, four-fifths of whom
are Yankees, some of whom are utterly desti¬
tute of personal character or mental ability,
and all of whom care nomore for the poor negro,
except to the extent of bis vote, than for a Bot¬

any Bay convict. The entire leadership of
the Republican party of South Carolina is vested
in perhaps less than two dozen of these office-
bolding emigrants. The colored men see it.
Their white friend and brother has eaten the
corn and thrown them the cob. Cardoza is the

only representative of their race elected to a

paying office in the State. Hence a very decid¬
ed unwillingness to be led by the nose any
more. These people ore beginning to think
for themselves, and if some of the elections of
the past were repeated to-day, a very consider¬
able number of the present incumbents would
be eent into chancery.
The Radicals par excellence, consisting of

migratory Northern men and ostracised South¬
erners, are in the minority, but they bold the
party whip, and dispense the public pap\
Chamberlain, Parker, Willard and Bowen, out¬
side the Legislature, find willing and ignorant
tools to execute their plans within the Legis¬
lature, and thus they have exerted some in¬
fluence. But their power waneB. Intelligent
tolored men have discovered "the cat in their

meal bag," and the 'Ting'' promises to be bro¬

ken np. Whenever you see a desperate move
on the floor of either House, emanating from
or supported by Cain, Bandolph, Neagle, Crews
or O'connel, be sure that it is oje of the dying
struggles if this giant which, for three years,
has had its band on the throat of our people.

And in case the
action of the Mayor shall be' disapproved by
vote of the City Council as aforesaid, the posi¬
tions shall be declared vacant and the Mayor
shall nominate other persons to fill said posi¬
tions, who, after confirmation by the City
Council, and not before, shall enter upon anil
discharge the duties of the said positions till
the end of the term for which their predeces¬
sors wero appointed or elected, unless sooner
discharged as aforesaid ; and all laws or parts
of laws ol the State of South Carolina, and all
ordinances and parts of ordinances of the
City of Charleston, inconsistent with the pro¬
visions of this section, are hereby repealed.
This section shall take effect upon the passage
ot this bill. .

Ordered for consideration to-morrow and to
be printed.Notice was given that leave would be asked
to introduce the following bills :

To change the county seat of Barnwell Coun¬
ty from Barnwell C. H. to Blackville. /,
To incorporate the Lake Swamp "Navigation

Company, of Horry County.
To regulate and determine the powers and

duties of the County Commissioners, County
Treasurer, County Assessors and County Audi¬
tor.
To provide for the appointment ofa Board of

Directors of the State Penitentiarv.
To provide for the conversion of State secur¬

ities and for other purposes.
To empower circuit judges venire for trial of

actions, both civil and criminal.
The petition of Thomas J. Arthur, of Green¬

ville, and Wm. H. Anderson, ofChester, for re¬

moval of disabilities, was granted.
A bill to amend an act entitled "An act to in¬

corporate the Air Line Railroad Company in
South Carolina," was read a third time, passed
and ordered to be sent to the House of Repre¬
sentatives.
The Senate then adjourned.

HOUSE OF BEPRESENTATTVES.
The Senate returned to this House, with con¬

currence, a (Senate) bill entitled "An act to
organize the Circuit Courte," whichhad boen
amended by the House on tho second reading
and returned to the Senate for concurrence.
Ordered to be engrossed for a third reading.
The House then proceeded to the considera¬

tion of a bill to regulate the admission of per¬
sons to practice as attorneys, solicitors and
counsellors in the courts of this State. The
bill was put upon its second reading.
Pending its consideration, the House ad¬

journed._
The Bank of the Stete.

The following bill was read a first time in the
House of Representatives on Tuesday:
A BILL to close the operations of the Bank of the

State of Sooth Carolina.
Be il enacted by the Senate and House of

Representatives of the Slate of South Carolina,
now met and sitting in General Assembly, and'
by the authority of the same:
SECTION 1. That'the Governor of the State is

hereby authorized and required, for and on be¬
halfol the State, io take possession of all the real
and personal estate, assets, choses in action
and books of account of the corporation known
as the Presiden t and Directors ofthe Bank ofthe
State of South Carolina, at such time and upon
such terms as he shall deemmost advantageous
to the State,1 all the real and personal estate,
stocks, bonds of corporations, and other assets
of the said corporation, and the personal bonds,
notes and bills of exchange owned by the corpo¬
ration, and all debts and choses in action due
the said corporation, he shall place in the
hands of the Attorney-General of the State,
with instructions to . institute ia the name of
the said corporation, legal proceedings to col¬
lect the amount so due as speedily aa possible,
and the proceeds of said sales, anaof ail collec¬
tions made by the Attorney-General; shall be
deposited in the Treasury of the Statersnbject
to the order of the Governor, who shall, keep
a distinct account thereof, separate ana dis¬
tinct from the other accounts of the State, and
shall report the same to next succeeding ses¬
sion of the Legislature: Provided, always, that
snit shall not be instituted upon any debt
which, in the opinion of the Governor and At¬
torney-General, is valueless.
SEC. 2. That all bills issued by said corpora¬

tion prior to the 20th day of December, 1860,
and which were duly filed in the Court of Equi¬
ty nf the State for Charleston County, on or be¬
fore the lat dav of June, 1868, in pursuance of
the order of said court under the date of-,
1868, be fonded: and on the surrender and de-,
hvery of said bills to the Treasurer of tho,-
State, bonds of the State, payable twenty years
after date, with interest of six (6) per cent, per
annum, payable semi-annually at the agency of
the State in the City of New Tork, shall be
issued to the owner of said bills in paymentand
redemption of the amount of said bills, and in¬
terest thereon from the time when such bills
were presented 'for payment st six (6) per
cent, per annum; and the Governor of the
State is hereby authorized and required to exe¬
cute and deliver said bonds; and to the punc¬
tual payment of the principal and the interest
the credit and faith of the State is. hereby
pledged.
SEC. 3. That the bills of said corporation

which have not been filed in the Court of
Equity for Charleston County on or before the
first of June, 1868, shall not be fonded, but
shall be valid aa a discount or set off in all sc¬
iions and suits st law, or in equity, brought by
laid corporation in payment of all demands
due said corporation.
SEC. 4. That the act of the General Assem¬

bly of the State, ratified the 21st day of De¬
cember, 1865, aid entitled da act No. 4728,
page 267, Statutes at Large, be and the same is
hereby repealed.
SEO. 5. That the 16th section of the act rati¬

fied the 19th day of December, 1812. entitled
an act to establisq a bank on behalf of, and for
the benefit of the State, and ali acts or parts of
sots which render the bills of said corporation
receivable in payment of taxes, and all other
debts due the State, be and the same are here¬
by repealed.
CHIEF JUSTICE CHASE ON THE FOURTEENTH

AMENDMENT AND THE DEBT.-Chief Justice
Chase, with Judge Jackson, of the United
States District Court of West Y rginia, is now
holding the C r nit Court of the United States
for the District of West Virginia, at Parkers¬
burg. The charge to the grand jury was

delivered by the. Chief Justice at the open¬
ing of the court last Thursday. In the
course of the usual references to the United
Slates laws to be enforced, the Chief Justice
said :

There are three subjects, and, so far as we
are at present advised, only three subjects, to
which it is necessary to direct your particular
attention. The first of these is the faithful ex¬
ecution of the internal revenue laws. The war
in which the nation hos been recently engaged
for the preservation of the national Union and
government, endangered by rebellion, made
the contracting of a large debt inevitable. This
debt is the price of our national existence, and
binds irrevocably the good faith of the people.
Its inviolable obligation bas been recognized by
a solemn act of the nation in adopting the 14th
amendment of the Constitution of the United
States, which declares that tho validity of the
public debt of the United States, authorized
by law, including debts incurred for the pay¬
ment of bounties for services in suppressing in¬
surrection or rebellion, shall not be question¬
ed. There ure differences of opinion as to the
mode of payment required by the American
people through their government, but nobody
âueations openly, if anybody at all, that the
ebt contracted must be paid, and paid in per¬

fect good faith. The law of the amendment,
that the validity of the national debt shall not
be questioned, was already written upon the
hearts of the people before they made it part
of the constitution. To provide for the reduc¬
tion and final payment of this debt, and for
the annual expenses of the government, taxes
are necessarily imposed. In other words, tho
equal proportion to be contributed by each citi¬
zen is ascertained by law. He who withholds
his just proportion deprives the rest of the
people of exactly the amount withheld. His
fraud operates as theft.

EUROPEAN INTEBEST TN THE BOND QUES¬
TION.-An ably written communication in the
London Times of the 28th (received by the
steamer at New York on Saturday), aiming to
show that there is nothing in the platform of
either political party hore justifying repudia¬
tion, is attracting much attention in financial
circles. The editor of the Times says it is
"written by an American jurist of great ex¬

perience." Copies of tho letter, in circular
form, have been forwarde 1 by the Barings and
other prominent banking houses in Lomhn to
their agents in New York, with inquiries as to

whether the views it expresses oro those of
our people at large. This shows the impor¬
tance attached to it. Among the strong points
made by tue "eminent jurist" is the following :

There is not with any class in the United
States the slightest tendency towards enter¬
taining the distinct idea of repudiation. How¬
ever partisans, for the purpose of gaining
partisan advantage, muy bandy the term "re¬
pudiation" against tbeir opp meats, there is
not, I feel quite sure, the slightest disposition
in that direction with any class or party in the
United States. Tho two leading political par¬
ties are both equally pledged to the redemp¬
tion of the public deb. according toits true
legal and equitable loree and obligation, and
both parties are equally committed not to go
beyond that. No party in America could stand
for an hour which should profess to go beyond
this in either direction. The massed will not,
of course, consent to such oppressive taxation
to pay more than is due, or in a different cur¬

rency from what the contract fairly and justly
requires, and no party will be heard for an in-
stunt to esk that anything less than tho whole
debt and interesbHn-the currency stipulated
should be paid. "

.

American, in speaking of the Willcox and Gibbs
Sewing Machine, says: "One cannotbut admire
the beauty and accuracy of its movements, and
the entire absence of all noise, even when run¬

ning at the rate of two thousand Britches and

Thc parts ore made
interchangeable, so that in the event of acci¬
dent to the machine, any part can be replaced
at a trifling cost. It is, indeed, a mechanical
wonder-a household necessity," I

BALTIMORE AND THE SOUTHERN TRADE.-ia«

Baltimore Sos, in its review of the trade of that
port for July, says:
The Southern coastwise trade has been

rather light daring the month, several of the
regular steamers having been hauled off for
repairs. Of cotton the receipts footed up 1512
bales-848 bales from Savannah, 411 bales from
Charleston, 287 bales from Norfolk, 12 bales
from Wilmington, and 4 bales from Eichmond,
Of naval stores, 4624 bbls. rosin, 419 bbls. spir¬
its turpentine, 440 bbls. tar. and 50 bbls. pitch,
were received from Wilmington; 296 bbls. rosin
and 77 bbls. spirits turpentine from other
North Carolina ports: 430 bbls. rosin and 44
bbls. tar from Charleston; 179 bbls. roein, 640
bbls. spirits turpentine, 25bbls. tar from Rich¬
mond; 566 bbls. rosin, 92 bbls. spirits turpen¬
tine and 90 bbls. tar from Norfolk. Of to¬
bacco, 723 hhds. and 2732 packages came
from Bichmond, and 169 packages from Norfolk.
The receipts of lumber, staves, fruits, vegeta¬
bles, ¿c., were quite heavy during the month.

MB. CAMPBELL'S LETTER TOTHE NEGROES.-
At a great Democratic meeting in Aiken, a. C.,
on the 4th inst., a letter from Mr. J. B. Camp¬
bell, of Charleston, was read, a long extract
from whi:h (embodying his views of the pres¬
ent condition and future prospects of the
American negro) "we published yesterday.
These views are in the main full of soberness
and truth. The direct address which Mr.
Campbell makes to the negroes themselves is
no less kindly ihan plain and forcible. He
tells'them: "You may live bere if you will,
peaceable, happy and prosperous under the
protection of our lairs, just as -we are pro¬
tected, with no distinction or inequality, but
you cannot govern ns.". He says, alluding to
a qualified suffrage, "that will be for the edu¬
cated and the property-holders among you.
They are so few that it will give you no power,
not even the shadow of itv' He adds: "If every
white inhabitant of South Carolina-if every
white man, woman or child in the Southern
S rate a should consent and. agree, .to it, you
would not.be permitted by the people,.of the
North and the West to establish a Liberian, 'or

a Dominican, or a Haytien government in the
United Stites." And he concludes his remark¬
ably interesting letter thus: "You have the op¬
portunity offered to choose between perpetual
peace, prosperity and advancement in. all the
many blessings called civilization-between
that and hostility to .us, degradation'and final
exterrnination. " We offer you the former; the
carpet-bagger tempts you to the latter. As
your friend I pray God to give you wisdom in
your choice." There is no doubt that the letter
of Mr. Campbell faithfully expresses the views
and the friendly spirit of all good and intelli-
