BULGABLAN BSVOLT.

DZ MELITTA QUESTION-WHY THE ASHS ABE

NOT GIVEN-A HAPPY OVERSIGHT.

WASHINGTON, August 21.-A circular letter
issued from the War Department to-day in¬
cludes the following extract from, the Army
Appropriation bill passed at the last session of
Congress:
"Be il enacted, That aU militia forces now

organized or in service in either of: the States
of Virgina, North Carolina, South Carolina,
Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Mississippi and
Texas, be forthwith disbanded, and that the
further organization or calling into service the
said militia forces, or any part thereof, is here¬
by prohibited under any circumstances what¬
ever, until the same shall be authorized by.
Congress."
The publication of this extract is intended

as an explanation of the refusal of Secretary
Schofield to furnish arms for the militia of the
Southern States on the application of their
Governors, and also for the information of
army officers now on duty in the South.

The castoras receipts from the 10th to the
15th August were over three million five hun¬
dred thousand dollars.
There was a Cabinet meeting to-day, all the

members being present but Welles and Ran¬
dall.
Alluding to the militia in the Southern States

the New York Times says editorially, that "the
case'ie made a good deal plainer by the extract
from the law which the Secretary of War in¬
troduces to explain his order. By one of those
unfortunate blunders which have marred the

progress of reconstruction ac almost every
stage the South is literally without a militia.
Not ouly have the local governments no

arms for their use, but the supplying
of arms by tho War Department fis forbid¬
den by a clause which, passed under different
circumstances, is yet unrepeated. Congress,
therefore, in its haste to adjourn, did more

than neglect tbe distribution of arms, which a

measure brought forward at a late day right¬
fully contemplated, but it left on the statute
book a provision which restrains tho War De¬
partment from arming the militia, whatever
the urgency. To this extent the reconstructed
States axe powerless. Their authorities are

paralyzed by an order which nothing less than
the action of Congress can set aside."

I COLUMBIA, August 21. -In tho House to-day
the greater part of. the time was occupied in
¿ho discussion of the bill to pay mombars their
mileage and per diem; tho objectionable clause

being that members should be paid in bills re¬

ceivable at seventy cents on the dollar. An
amendment was finally adopted that the bills
shall be taken at their face value.
The bill enabling the Chatham Railroad to

extend their line to Columbia was favorably re¬

ported on by the committee, and received its
first reading. Also the bille fixing the amount
of official bonds for certain county officers and
establishing Justices' Courts.
A resolution was introduced by McIntyre

that the Secretary of State, Treasurer, the
Comptroller and Attorney Generals constitute
the Board of Canvassers to meet after any
general election to determine the votes and
persons eleoted. Referred.
The bilí authorizing the loan to redeem the

bills receivable passed its. third reading; also,
the bill authorizing a loan to pay the interest
on the State ' debt. On both bills the Demo¬
crats voted in the negative.
In the Señale, Whittemorè reported favora¬

bly on the-resoiu tion appointing a joint com¬
mittee lo-investigate the affairs of the Bank of
the State.
The bill incorporating the Home Insurance

Company bf Charleston was recommitted, with
instructions to amend, so as to require one-

half instead of one-quarter of the capital stock
paid in before the company commences busi¬
ness, ij
The bill to prevent discrimination by per¬

sons licensed to carry on business, on account
of race or color, came np for its second read¬
ing. Sundry motions were made, and pending
a motion to refer to the Judiciary Committee,
the Senate adjourned.
The Governor has approved of the Appropri¬

ation bill to supply the deficiencies of 1867;
also a bill providing for the recording of the
certificates of the sales of the Tax Commission-
era in Beaufort.

COLUMBIA, August 20,1868-Republicanism
in South Carolina, as illustrated by present
actions, means, first, devotion to the interests
of individuals; second, protection to tho party;
and third, and only incidentally, consideration
for the welfare of the State.
Measure this general proposition by events,

and you will recognize its truth. There is
scarcely a man in office who is not a stranger
and an adventurer. How did he get there ?
By deceiving the negro: alienating him 'first
from his own people, and then, under the plea
of friendship and of duty, binding him hand
and foot in a political organization in which
the white Republican has seized the kernel ot
the fruit and left to his colored confrere only
the dry and unprofitable husks. Take Bowen,
or Cbrley, or Willard, or Höge, or any other
office-holder, and to what do they owe their
brief honors but to the "rings" forued to de-
ude and make use of the black men who hold

the votes. Money, whiskey and promises con¬

stitute the capital which nine-tenths of the so-

called "leaders" have staked on success, and
with this small investment they have won. A

single colored man-Gardoza-holds the only
responsible office in the State government,
and that, bestowed on him with fear and
trembling, would h av 2 been snatched from his
grasp by a white man, if it had been worth a

sous-marquee. Let an intelligent colored man
aspire to Congress, and he will raise a bowl
among the carpet-bags that Eastern dervishes
cannot surpass. Let him, on the other hand,
come to the Legislature and sit week in and
week ont, voting like an automaton on thé mea¬
sures prepared for him, and that is all right.
He is precisely where the schemers want him;
precisely where influences can be brought to
bear upon him that will control not only his
vote on the floor, but the suffrages of his great
constituency. He is looked upon as a creature
of profit-an object of barter and sale-and
the white man who can give the greatest proof
of his undying regard'for these legislators,
can be elected to any office in their giff. Gal¬
vanized Confederates-"the good old rebels"
of the war-are especially popular, and next to
these are the ex-officers of the Freedmen's Bu¬
reau. The confiding colored man believes that
both of these classes are his best friends, and
with an unselfish devotion to what he con¬

ceives to be "principle," votes for thtm with
an energy that is irrepressible.
The more intelligent of the race have dis¬

covered the mistakes of the past, but too late
to. remedy the evil. The men they have chosen
to put in office cannot be ousted, and the color¬
ed people must content themselves with being
represented by those to whose personal charac¬
ters is attached a record that is damnable both
to the individual and the party.
To consolidate the work thus commenced,

all sorts of plans are being devised. Various
offices are being created, with handsome sala¬
ries connected therewith. These are promis*
edin advance to somebody who will secure a

certain number of votes for somebody else
who expects to be a member of Congress, or

a judge, cr a solicitor, or a commissioner.
The bait takes; the bill providing the office
is rushed through with railroad speed; no¬

body stops to criticise or amend it, and if he
did-especially should he prove to be an unfor¬
tunate Democratic member of the House or

Senate-his proposition, however wise, would
be voted down with the most immutable
unanimity. It is by this mode that the party
organization is preserved intact. The public
weal is subordinate to party zeaL Show to
the men who pull the wires that there is par¬
ty strength or personal profit in any enter¬
prise, and it will go through both bodies of
the General Assembly like a dose of salts., If
on the contrary, there is nothing to be gained,
a motion is made to postpone the matter to a

more convenient season, which is a polite way
of killing the measure. Practically, therefore,
the State has not received one iota of benefit,
from the present General Assembly.
The tax bill is still incomplete ; money has

to be raised on securities which the Governor
cannot readily obtain ; the assets of the State
Bank are not yet "gobbled ;" the bills receiva¬
ble are not likely to command a high price !

the proposition to aid the Charleston and
Savannah Railroad hangs fire ; the Greenville
and Columbia Railroad, which asks a renewal
of endorsement upon its bonds, is kept in the
background, and even the Blue Ridge Railroad'
the pet measure of the party, to the comple¬
tion of which a considerable portion of tho.Re¬
publicans of South Carolina are informally
pledged, has scarcely boen thought of beyond
the portals of the Executive office.
While tffo General Assembly are thus legisla¬

ting on matters of inconsiderable benefit, look¬
ing after the interests of individuals, and creat¬

ing offices, great enterprises which are calcu¬
lated to promote the prosperity of the State
are held in abeyance, and D ever may be reached
by the present body.
The proceedings of both Houses to-day have

been covered by the synoptical telegram pub¬
lished in THE NEWS of yesterday. Much of
the time of the Sonate was occupied in discus¬
sing the "bill to cioso tho operations of the
Bank of the State." Corbin was tho chief op¬
ponent to be encountered, but the bill was

amended so as to extend tho privilege to all
billholders to fund their money and receive
bonds therefor. In the House, on the con¬

trary, some of the members were anxious to
reconsider the vote of the previous day where¬

by the bill was ordered to its third reading.
The vote waa accordingly reconsidered, and
the bill was recommitted to the committee. I
believe it will be brought up again and passed.
Stoeber, of Marion, made an effort to have all
bills printed and laid on the tables of members
at least twelvo hours previous to action upon
them, so that they could be scrutinized; but
the House voted it down, apparently satisfied
that a few seconds perusal of any bill would
enable them to vote with the majority, which,
after all, appears to be rogarded as the essence

of legislation.
The bill to declare the right of way, &o.,

was passed to its third reading, and when duly
enrolled and signed will becomo a law.
The bill regulating the elections in Charles¬

ton, and amending the charter, passed to its
third reading, and was ordered to bo enrolled
for ratification.
I enolose a copy of tho bill as amended.
The HOUBO would have considered the sub¬

ject of per diem and mileage to-day if it had
not been for tho accidental mixture of two
bills, neither of which came from the proper
committee. Ii is proposed, however, to tako
the bills receivable at the market rate. This
will make a very pretty spéculation should the
Governor succeed in redeeming them, as he
undoubtedly will do, because, from all the indi¬
cations, the B. R.'s will go down nearly to zero,
and give every one a chance to make a hand¬
some percentage by holding on. Tho State
will, of course, lose tho difference.

-A negro was caught on the morning of the
13th instant stealing corn out of the field of
Dr. Thomas Powe's place, one milo above Che-
raw, by a colored man who was working in the
farm at the time, and who shot him. Tne thief
ran a short dislance and then dropped dead.

bhe 11th inst., was largely attended by farmers
from various parts of the district. Tho anni¬

versary address by Major J. L. Coker was lis¬
tened to with deep interest, and was an able
production. Immigration, mixed husbandry,
root crops, grape culture, orchards and fruit
were the subjects discussed.
-The Darlington Southerner says, for moro

than a week past the weather bas boen rather
mild "for the hottest month in tho year." Du¬
ring the middle of the day it is warm onoagu,
but at night it is so cool that oxtra covering ia
very acceptable. The cotton is eaid to be seri¬
ously injured by rust in some parts ot the dis¬
trict, and also suffering for rain; this with tho
cool nights will materially injure cotton.

THE ISSUES OF THE CAMPAIG.V

A POWERFUL APPEAL.

SPEECH OF THE HON. DANIEL W. VOOBHEES,
OF INDIANA.

AN ELOQUENT ARRAIGNMENT OF THE REPUBLI-

OAH PABTT-THE NATIONAL DEBT-EXTBAVA-

OANX EXPENDITURES AND.. UNEQUAL TAXATION

The Western papers bring OB foll reports of
the speech delivered some days ago, at Texre
Haute, Indiana, by the HomÊahiei: W. Voor-J
bees, one of the boldest and ablast Democrats
of the Northwest. We give some extracts :

THE PRINCIPLES' INVOLVED CT THE CONTEST.

I need not, my fellow-citizens, seek by
strong* expressions to enhance and magnil»
tho importance oí the questions tobesetttecT
by yon at the approaching election. They are
the gravest, the mightiest, .and the most com¬

manding that were ever submitteed for decis¬
ion to the ballot of freemen. The great and
original principles of free government are all
at slake. The sacred blood of this revolution'
cries to you from the ground to save the great
charter of hberty for which it was shed. The
whole framework of the government sways to
and fro with an uncertain and .uneasy, motion.
Its various departments no longer move ia
harmony, but crash and jar in angry and dan-

Írerous collision. The laborer no longer en-

oys the fruits of his toil, but is daily robbed by
the unrestrained hp.nd ofplunder, and unequal
and unjust taxation. Since Adam went forth
from the groves of Eden-the founder of
the laboring man's party throughout the
universe-the chief and paramount duty
of. every government baa been to protect,
its citizens in the enjoyment of their own'
hard earnings. That government which fails
to do this is on the swift, sure road to
ruin and decay. Let us take a. survey of the
facts on this point for which the Radical party
ia responsible to the people. The. best test of.
the capacity of a party to bring prosperity to ar [
country is its use ot the public money. The
Radical party has had entire supremacy in the
legislation of the country for many years past,
and must stand or fall by the record it has
made. v

THE VAST PROPOBTTONS OF THE PUBLIC DEBT.

The amount of our national debt is known to
be about two thousand six hundred millions of
dollars. This is a sum BO vast that the public
mind scarcely grasps it at amere statement,
and yet it is highly necessary that every citi¬
zen should fully comprehend and measure its
gigantic proportions. This debt exists as a

perpetual mortgage on alryour property/and
on all your labor, and on the property and
labor of your posterity. Accord;ng to the poli¬
cy of Congress, it is tobe handed down froR
father to son for the next hundred years, dark¬
ening every doorway with its inexorable de¬
mands. Has it fully occurred to you what pro¬
portion this debt bears to your possessions out.
of which it is to be paid ? A careful estimate
of all the property of the United States sub¬
ject to taxation! would show a value at this
this time of about fifteen thousand millions.
Thus yon see more than one-sixth of every¬
thing owned by the Americas people is covered
and absorbed by their national debt. This is
a plain fact that a boy at school can demon¬
strate. Where, in the history of civilized
nations, was there ever before such a deot
in proportion to the means of payment?
I challenge the annals of mankind. Other
Dations have tithed their people-taken a
tenth of their productions, but such instances
have heretofore been cited only os bold illus¬
trations of audacious despotism. You are

nearly double tithed, and the Radical Congress
gives no sign nor promise of relief. At the
close of the great Napoleonic wars of Earope,
in 1815, England found her debt to amount to
about three thousand five hundred miUiODS of
dollars, but to meet this liability her taxable
property reached the" enormous sum of fifty
thousand millions of dollars, making her debt
bear the proportion of one-fourteenth to her
ability to pay. Your burden, therefore, is
more, than doable that -which lay upon the
shoulders of the Englishman. let British
statesmen found it necessary, in order to re¬

lieve their people, to reduce the rate of in¬
terest on their bonds to two and a half and
three per cent., thus making a reduction of
one-half of the public burdens. Shall tho
American laborer be less an object of care and
kindness on the part of his government than
the subject of the British monarchy ? Shall,
a crowned head be more tender and
considerate to the demands of labor
than an American Congress? Shall the old
tyranny of King George, against which
our fathers drew the sword, become
moro tolerable to the tax-payer than our own
boasted asylum of the oppressed? But while
looking at this question of our national debt,
let us not forget that your liabilities do not
stop there. It is, perhaps, impossible to as¬

certain the exact amount ofthe State, city and
county debts which aro owed by the people of
tho United States; but their amount will, at
least double the national debt, which is known
and ascertained. I trust the people will look
squarely at these important facts, not as parti¬
sans, not as Democrats, not as Republicans,
but as honest men who hold in their own hands
the remedy for all evils and injustice in the
legislation of the country. I speak to yon not
for party or party triumph, but for the pros
peri ty of the people. But it will bo said that
this vast debt was mado by the war, and that
the war was necessary to preserve the Union.
Even if this were all true, and that no part of
your debt was the work of those thieves and
plunderers whom John V. Hale described in
tho Senate in 18G2 as endangering the govern¬
mentand liberties of the people more than tho
armed enemy in tho field, yet it would in no
way affect or defeat the purpose I have in mak¬
ing this statement. I wish the people in the
first place to seo clearly and plainly wherethey
stand, how n-nch they owo, and what they
have to pay w.. A. They will then be better able
and prepared to appreciate tho crimes that
have boen committed against them during tho
last three years by the Congress of the United
States. When the war closed, and a mountain
of debt, as I have shown, lay upon the bended
shoulders of honest toil, what policy on the
part of your law-makers was so strenuously
called for as the policy of economy-close,
rigid, searching economy ? With one-sixth of
your lands and their harvests, one-sixth of
your flocks and herds, and every sixth day of
your labor under mortgage fora public debt,
one-half of which was the result of robberies
on the treasury by contractors and other birds
of prey, it was not wonderful that from every
farm and workshop, from every hearthstone
where industry presides as a household god.
there went forth an appeal for retrenchment
and reform such as never before rose from the
hearts and minds of the American people. I
ask you what answer has been made to this
appeal? Has Congress cat off useless expen¬
ditures and lowered your taxes ? Has the gov¬
ernment returned to the simplicity and cconcn

my of your fathers ? Remember that all the
responsibility is with Congress, for by a two-I
thirds vote all power is in their hands.

"It is due to the labor of the nation that taxa¬
tion should be equalized and reduced as rapidly
as the national faith will permit."

Never before in all the his-
tory of parties in this or any other country
were the interests of the laboring men, tho
tax-payers, so distinctly recognized and de¬
fended as by the New York Convention. Hs
position is so plain ''that he that runs may
road, and the wayfaring man, though a fool,
may not err therein." It is the embodiment
of th» hopes, the wishes, the interests, and tho
prayers of every son of toil from one ocean to
the other. Elect a Congress to carry the im¬
mortal principles into the practical legislation
of the country, and every branch of industry
will spring into a newness of life, as our decay-'
